for the senior league and their faith 
in his extraordinary pitching ability is 
shown by a recent statement made by 
Umpire Bill K16m in which he said:

’There is one player in our league 
who could w-ln the pennant for any of 
the seven teams who are out of first 
place. He Is Grover Cleveland Alex­
ander. It is the first time since I have 
been In the league that one player 
stands out In front of all his rivals.”

The tribute is well deserved but a 
world's series develops some strange 
angles, actions and reactions. A de­
cisive victory for the Red Sox over the 
Phillies with Alexander in box, in the 
initial contest now so near at hand, 
would ups,et all baseball "dope” and 
cause consternation In National 
League circles. Yet it would be no 
more sensational than the utter col­
lapse of the famous Mack machine, 
when the Athletics lost four straight 
gam.es to the Boston Braves last
autumn.

For the purpose of comparison the 
pitching, bating and fielding averages 
of the boxmen of both the Red Sox 
and Phillies are appended:

vantage In every game in which they 
are not opposed by Alexander. Foster, 
Leonard, Ruth and Shore have a grand 
pitching average of .712 according to 
the latest unofficial figures, which aid- 
ed by the hitting and airtight fielding 
of the Red Sox should be su%cient to 
overcome the performances of 
Phillies' second string pitchers. 
Against Alexander, however, their suc­
cess remains to be demonstrated. As 
batters all these boxmen far surpass 
their Philadelphia rivals but the field, 
lng figures show that the Phillies have 
a slight advantage in this respect.

Whatever Alexander may be called 
upon to do it appears almost certain 
that Foster, Leonard, Ruth and Shorç, 
as first -string men who have taken 
their regular turn In the box during 
the session will bear the brunt of the 
boxwork since Wood, Gregg and Col­
lins, have been used but occasionally 
this year, and Mays almost entirely 
as a relief pitcher. It is thought in 
the Boston baseball circles that the 
first four will be ttle only pitchers to 
start games in the coming 
the Red Sox, and that they will be 
called upon to pitch In the order nam­
ed. All are comparatively young men, 
developed by Boston within the past 
two or three seasons. Each has been 
brought to a high state of pitching effl. 
ciency by Manager Carrlgan. a wise 
pitching coach while Wood, Collins and 
Gregg, names formerly redo\ihtnblP in 
American League circles, and the two 
first names heroes of a previous world 
series, will take part .In the big games 
of this year only ns relief pitchers, if 
at all.

No one. aside from Manager Moran, 
knows how the Phillies will marshall 
their Twirling staff It Is accepted as 
a certainty that Alexander will figure 
in at least three cames and possibly 
more if the series is evenly contested 

American and long drawn out. National Leacue 
adherents are banking bravely on the

plomacy has centered about the ex­
traordinary ability of Phillies’ star.

Alexander’s pitching average for 
the season Is more than 200 points 
higher than any of thç other Philad­
elphia club twirlere. Taking the six 
named and averaging their records 
for the season, gives a team pitching 
average of .541. These figures do not 
■represent the strength of the Phillies, 
however, If Alexander Is used In, say 
three of a possible six games. Under 
such a schedule the average would be 
increased more than one hundred per 
cent, and Moran Is too shrewd a man­
ager to overlook any such Increase In 
strength. Following Alexander May­
er and Demaree have proved the most 
successful twirlers for the National 
League pennant winners. McQuillan 
has won and lost an equal number of 
games while Rlxey and Chalmers are 
slightly below the .500 mark.

Against this pitching staff of one 
star and five twirlere of moderate abill- 
ty the Red Sox are able to muster six 
mdundmen none of whom fan quite 
equal Alexander's record but all show, 
ing averages ranging from .700 to fig­
ures fifty points higher. It is due to 
this high class average that the Bos­
ton staff, considered as a whole,, out­
râtes the Phillies by more than one 
hundred and seventy-five points. Many 
factors must enter into consideration 
when an effort is made to compare 
the strength of pitching staffs in a 
world's series. Assuming, however, 
that the pitchers of a pennant winning 
club would be just as effective against 
the batters of the rival combination 
as they were against the batters of 
their own league, the averages show 
that Alexander outranks all the Red 
Sox boxmen except Wood and it Is 
not at all certain that the latter will 
be called upon to work In the coming

A preliminary statement of the Agri­
cultural Returns for England and 
Wales for 1916, collected in June last, 
has Just been Issued. The introduc­
tory memorandum shows a decrease 
in the total area under crops and 
grass of 61,000 acres, of which 33,- 
000 acres represent arable land and 
28,000 acres permanent grass. Wheat 
bhows an increase of 363,000 acres, or 
20 per cent., as compared with last 
year, the 2,170,000 acres under this 
cereal being the largest recorded since 
1891; while the increase since 1913 
amounts to 469,000 acres, or nearly 
28 per cent. Oats have also increased 
by 158,000 acres. These Increases 
have been obtained mainly at the 
expense of barley, beans, peas, and
