London, April 20.—"War Secretary 
Kitchener is very gratified at the res­
ponse of the nation to the recruiting 
appeals," Chancellor of the Exchequer 
Lloyd George told the House of Com­
mons this afternoon.

Petrograd, via London, April 20—

In spite of a 
heavy bombardment which caused 
many casualties, the trenches captur- 
bureau, the writer reports the capture 
by the British of a German position 
on a hill to the west of Zwartelene.
