TROUBLE ON THE
BURMA BORDER

Delhi, Dec. 81.—The Burma Gov-
ernment has recelved information from
Chaunggwa that Mintha Saw Yan
Baing, a member of the former Bur.
mese Royal family, together with the
ex-chief of Wunobo, is in one of the
Chinese Shan States collect'ng men
and ammunhk)&m with a view to mak-
ing ralds into' Burma and fostering
rebellion among the Kaching.

On the 4th inst. the Tienboung post,
garrisoned by 650 military police, was
attacked by 41 Chinese Shans. The
attack was repulsed, and the enemy
fied, leaving five killed.

Another attack was made an a block-
house, but full detils of this affair
have not yet been received.

The Kachin villagers are reported
to be loyal and anxious to help. There
is no reason to anticipate any wide-
spread trouble. In fact, the latest
news reports all quiet, The failure
of the attack on the Tienhoung post
has probably effectually damped the
enemy’s ardour.—Reuter.
