The educational value of the two subjects
is about equal, the same principles are
applied, only one is more directly to the
woman in the home. . The paper quoted
sgveral renowned authorities on the sub-
ject of domestic education. Scientific in-
ventions Rave altered the industrial world
and by these the home has been changed.
The three great social influences are the
home, church and school, they build the
foundation and should occupy the -build-
ing.

cinlism. The present danger is that this
ryling spirit will absorb the other three
gteat forces. Provision has been made
for the church and school, but the cor-
nér stone of the structure—the home—has
Instead of finding
pleasure in the home circle women now
want a career and everywhere offices are
showing the result of this. The two links
which should be most closely united in
the social chain are the.church and the
school. The new edneation aims to affil-
iate the school with life.  In nearly all
the universities in the United States a
deépartment of domestic economy has been
edtablished. Domestic science is as the
name implies—the application’ of scientific
ptinciples to the management of the
home. It teaches the value of pure air,
proper food, economy of time, labor and
mioney, sanitation, care of children, nurs-
ing, ete. ;

(As an impetus to the new movement,
Sir William MecDonald, of Montreal, has
given $125,000 for establishinent of a train-
g school of domestic science in Guelph,
for teachers, with special courses for those

who do not wish to teach,
domestic  science and art, mnature
study and manual training. The school

Church of England Clergyman
at Winnipeg Brings Story
of Explorer’s Fate,'

KILLED BY ESKIMOS.

Claims Story is Authentic, Being
Told by Leader of Natives—
Balloon Alighted in Far North
and Firing of Gun Was Taken by

Chicago, July 5—A special to the Ree-
ord-Herald from Winnipeg says:

Rev. Dr. Ferlies, a Church of England
clergymam, arrived from York Factory,
Northwest British territory, today, and
brinigs amtthentic' information of the fate
of Explorer Andree and his companions.

Two years ago, 1,800 miles mnorth of
York, a party of Eskimos under the lea-
dership of ‘“Old Huskie” saw the Andree
balloon alight on a plane of snow im thabt
vicinity, which is two miles morth @of
Fdrt Churchill. Three men emerged from
the balloon and some of ‘‘Huskie’s” pgo-
ple approached them out of curiosity:. '

As they did so one of Andree's com:
pdnions fired off a gun. This was a signal
to uncivilized natives for battle. It was
régarded as a challenge, and almost in-
stantly the nativés fell upon the three
explorers and massacred them. Every-
tihng pertaining to their outfit was car-
ried to the homes of the natives on the
' borders of the Arctic region.

“0ld Huskie” himself gave this infor-
mation to Ralph Alstine, agent for the
Iudson Bay Company, and the story af-
ter being inveéstigated by Doctor Ferlies,
was told by him today. He says there
is' little rcom for doubt, as frequent re-
ports Have since come of the strange im-
plements which the north natives have in
their possession, tthe telescope being par-
ticularly deseribed.  The = Hud¢on Bay
