THE OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

——

Interesting Sketch of Opening Scenes
and Incidents.

|FROM AN OCCASIONAL CORRESPONDENT. |

OrTawA, APRIL 15.

The opening of Parliament is always, in
the eyes of Ottawa people,an event of great
importance, and Do doubt has a goodly
measure of interest for those in the more
distant parts of the Dominion, east and
west, who cannot bear the thunder of the
guns, the strains of the music, or gage
upon the display of bunting, of costly
dresses, or see the company of great men
who at such times come thronging thither.
There are some features of interest peculiar
to the present occasion, as distinguished
from other openings. This is the fifth and
last session of the first Parliament. How
time flies! It seems but yesterday that
Lord Monck 6pened the first session of the
same first Parliament, when it was new
Now it mects $a. -close its labors. Doubt-
less, some of those whd“take theit places
on-the gréen cushions of the Cl}:mber to-
day will not retarn to resume hem pext
year ; for populkr favor is capricious, and
the politician, even ‘when suceessful, has
ever close at his heels some other aspirant
ready, ¢ withrdexterous jerk,” to haul him
down and win the seals of office for him
self.

BARON LISGAR,
now for the last time, exercises the
functions of the Governor-Generalship—
ancther feature of some interest. There
was mot, however, a solitary cheer as be
came ¢+ went yesterday ; but it must be
remembered that the crowd usually as-
sembled on such occasions is not a de-
monstrative one. The enjoyment of the
outside dizplay was diminished by the
prevalence of seraw wind and a chilly
atmosphere. But within the Parliament
Building there was the usual jam and
bustle, and the usual interest. Ladies in
fall dress—a galaxy of beauty, of which
Oanada may be justly proud, thronged
among the Senators on the floor of the
Chamber, and mingled with smartly
dressed gentlemen in the galleries above
and around.

gathered from wide distances over half a
continent-—men from a thousand miles
eastward toward the rising sun, and from
two .thousand miles wesiward where he
sets,—men who ought to Dbe the greatest,
the wisest and most able that can be found
in the Dominion, here assembled to make
the laws and shape the destinies of a great
and free people. Much interest was evin-
ced to see the new Senators from Manitoba
and British Columbia, with the members
of the Commons from the latter Province.
And more than ordinary interest was felt
%o hear the contents of the Speech from the
Throne, especially to learn whether the
Treaty was referred to in it, and in what
terms.

Though there was not as full a number
of the members present as is usual, almost
all the chiefs were in attendance. All the
members of the Government were there,
and the leading spirits of the Oppositivn,
with an exception or two, were also on
hand. Sir A. T. Galt and Hon Mr. Smith
were among those most conspicuously ab-
sent, though both will doubtless be here in
due time. ‘Within the chamber, a few mo-
ménts beforethe return of the Commons
from hearing the Governor's Speech in tle
Senate, your correspondent noticed

between Messrs. Blake and Sandfield Mac
donald, the Premier and ex-Premier of On-
tarid. Seated on two chairs quite close to-
‘gether, with another chair between them,
on which the two political antagonists
rested their legs,—somewhut mixed to-
gether—they joked and laughed quite
Heartily and without embarrassment. Per-

yield, their special values have increased
all round. Over a large extent of country
that might be named, potoriously the
North Shore and up the 8t.

We are
selling vastly more goods to Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island that prior to
the Union, and find these transactions pro-
fitable. The home demand has also in-
creased with the resources of consumers.
We have invested very much more in
shipping, and the returns from earnings
show a larger aggregate than before the
Union ; and from the profits of gener:]
trade, investments have been made in rail
ways, steamboats, Hotels, and variousjoint
stock companies all over the Provitice.

It was feared by some that our minor
influence in the Dominion Parliament
would lead to neglect of our interests, and
that the monies which We paid into the
Dominion Treasury would not be returned
to us in any shape. The reverse has been
the fact. Our coasts have been protected
with many new and expensive lights ; and
the lighthouse system, for the first time,
has been extended to the St. John ‘River.
The benelits of ‘the Postal Service have
considerably extended. The River Fish-
eries have been advantageously protected,
as they never were before. Very large
sums have been expended om our public
works, notably the Govertment Railways,
on which expensive wharf and storage im
provements were made at Point du Chene:
the rolling stock has been largely sug-
mented ; additional freight accommodation

The New Ferry Stsamer ¢« Western Exten-
sion.’---Her Trial Trip. -
The new Ferry Steauier made her trial

trip this morning. Starting {rom the Long

W harf, Portland; she went into the Ferry

entrance on the Carleton side for c‘on]', and

got within three feet of the whatf, A

slight alteration in the piles will enable

her to go up to the floats. Aftér taking in
coal she came o¥er to the * Empress’s”’
wharf and took on board & number of gen-
tlemen intevestéd in Railway and Civic

affairs, among whom where Hon. T. R.

Jones, Alexander Jardine, Major Robin-

son, W. H. A. Keans, Esq., Mayor Reed,

several Aldermen and Councillors, Mr.

Dunlop, the builder of the boat, and

Messrs. Fleming, at whose works the en-

gine and boiler were made, besides repre-

sentatives of the Press. - The boat steamed
down around the Island and into the Ferry

Slip on the St. John side, where she ap-

proached within threc feet of the floats.

Alterations are now nearly completed to

make the floats suitable.

The boat will probably make regular
trips early next week, as soon as the neces-
sary changes in the approaches are eom-
pleted. The ‘¢ Western Extension’’ was
commenced towards the end of August and
was launched in November. Mr. Joseph
Dunlop was the builder, and has turned
out what appears to be a remarkably fine
steamer. The total length of keel is 112
ft ; lengtirover all 125 ft; breadth of beam
30 ft ; extreme width on deck-48 It ; diam-
eter of wheel 19 feet ; width of floats 61t
roadways 9 fvt. There are four cabins,
29x11 ft ; height of cabins outside 10 ft5
and on the roadway 13 ft ; passage ways
between the cabins are 3 feet wide the
cabin floors are elevated above the main

deck four inches, thereby preventing
water from making inroads; four win-
dows are in each cabiny 3 ft. 6 in. x2
ft. 6 in., throwing an excellent lights The
cabin floors are pitch pine; the seats have
slat bottoms, and round off easy and com
fortable. The cabins are painted white
overhead and oak grained to the height of
the windows, Three rows of two inch
iron steam pipes, runping round the four
sides of the cabins, beat them up satisfac-
torily. These were put in by E. T. Ken-
nedy & Co. The frame of the boat is
spruce and hacmatac; keelson pitch pine ;
floor timbers birch ; planking on bottom to
load line birch, from that up, spruce and
white pine ; ceiling has four streaky of 6
in. spruce stringers, timbers through bolt-
ed, and edge bolted every five feet the en-
tire length ; beams are white pine, 2 ft.
apart, secured to the sides by hanging
knees, one under each beam, and through
bolted, plank shears are pitch pine, 15x4
in.; roadway combings pitch pine, 16x7 in.
thick, running whole length of the boat.
Engine frame is pitch pine ironed on both
gides ; circular pilot houses on the upper
deck. The engino room is5 ft. 3 in.x 15
t.

The engine is an inclined one, built by
Fleming & Sons, 200 horse power. The
diameter of cylindersis 36 in., and 8 ft.
stroke, The working of an inclined engine,
with conic valves and long toes, isa new
idea of the builders, making the working
of an engine more simple than by the
¢ dash pot.”’ The engine und boiler cost
$12,000, and the hull $11,000, entire_cost
being $23,009.

A fire engine built at the Niagara Worke,
Brooklyn, is also on board. It will throw
from three discharges 750 gallons per min-
ute. It is a very good one, and cost a
thousand dollars.

The utmost steam carried on the trip
was 25 Ibs., and she had on 10 1bs on her
arrival atthe East Side Slip. She draws
ncw about 5 ft. of water. The engincers
expressed themselves perfectly satisfied
with the machinery and the wheelsmen
with her steering qualities. The placing
on the line of this commodious boat with
its bright, roomy, cheerful cabins is a great
improvement on the old boats and one long
wanted.

Dominion Parliament.

[Yesterday afternoon a Bill was intro-
cuzed in the Commons to abolish Daal
Representation. The Government resolu-~
tion (moved by Howe) appropriating $45,-
000 & year for five years for Geological
Surveys, passed. The Government resolu-
tion (moved by Hincks) to allow the sur-
plus of assets in the St. Juhn Savings
Bank ($39,506) to remain in the hands of
the Trustees, to be expended for some local
purpose, was agreed to. ©Other Govern-
ment resolutions were assented to, namely,
to amend the Act relating to the issue of
Dominion notes, by providing that the
amount of any excess over $9,000,000 may
be held by the Receiver General, partly in
specio and partly deposits in chartered
Banks. Also to consolidate the Acts re-
specting the public debt and the raising of

public loans so as to make one Act appli-
cable to all future loans, and amend the
same so as to enable the Governor in Coun-
¢il in raising-any loan hereafter author-
ized, to establish a sinking fund of one-half
per cent. per annum for paying same ; to
provide for changing the form of any part
of a funded debt, and to effect a temporary
loan in certain cases.]

In the House after recess yesterday con-
sideration of Hincks’ Banking resolutions
was resumed.

After a long debate all were finally
adopted.

In reply to Wallace, of Vancouver’s Is-
land, Cartier said the Govenment intended
to appoint an officer to administer Indian
affairs in British Columbia, but the Imperi-
al Government had provided a vessel to
protect out-lying settlers from depredations
by the Indlans and preventing the sale ofé
liquors to Indian tribes.

House bas adjourned till Monday.

The report of Minister Pablic Works for
the year ending 39th June last, was laid
on the table yesterday.

Tignish and Missiguash,on the boundary
line between New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia, have been added to the list of rivers
and lakes placed under control of the
Dominion Government. -

In the Engineers report of engineering
requirements thers are various ports and
places in the Lower Provinces.

A scheme is mentioned for building &
breakwater at Irishtown, N. B., two hund-
red feet long, to protect fishing vessels from
heavy sea which beats into the harbor
during stormy weather.

It is intended to build a breakwater at
Quaco sufficient to admit vessels during
high water.

There is also a scheme reported by the
Engineer to create a Harbor of Refuge,
eapable of floating vessels at low water,
eitherat Quaco Ligzht or at McComber’s
point, about three miles east ot Quaco.

The aggregate traffic receipts of govern-
ment railways in New Brunswick for the
fiscal year amount to $251,456, aggregata.
expenditure $170,833, rett revenuo $30,-
873, being an increase of $25,000 over the
nett revenue of the preceding twelve
months.

The report on the state of the Militia

laid on the table yesterday shows the total
force of Active Militia at the New Year,
including all ranks, of 43,174 officers and
men.

Ot this number 34,414 officers and men,
performed annual drill for the military year
1871.

OF these latter, 22,542 officers and men,
with 1,996 horses, were assembled at Divi-
sional or Brigade Camps of exercise for
sixteen days continuous drill, paid, sup-
plied and maintained as if on actual service.

Many batterries garrison artillery per-
formed drill 4t forts, and three batteries 1n
Ontario embarked in succession in the
gunboat ** Prince Alfred” for eight days
and were practiced in gun drill, firing shot
and shell. The vessel during the period
cruising on Lakes Erie and Huron.

Enrollment of reserve Militia in 1871
shows nearly seven hundred thousand
fighting men in Ontario, Quebec, N. B.,
and N. S.; showing an increase in two
years in this respect of nearly thirty-eight
thousand men.
