There were, however, several na.e
row escapes, as the maddencd -brute
rushed on—the rattling of the carriage,
its frequent coliisions with houses and
dooersteps, and the spokes of the brokem
wheel flying out making him run the
faster, At the corner of Duke and Char-
lotte streets Col. J. V. Thurgar, Mrs.
Thurgar, Mrs. W.T.Lee and MissHarriette
Lee were standing. They had met on
the coyrner and were speaking with each
other when the horse dashed up and the
carriage strack a hydrant and was thrown
against them. Col. Thurgar and Mrs.
Lee were knocked down, and Miss Lee
was caught by the spokes of the broken
wheel, thrown down, and carried almost
across the “street, until her body
stopped - the carriage, and the horse,
partially stumbling, was caught by Allen
McBeath and secured.

The sor-
row of toe widowed mother in
having her ouly daughter thus Kkill-
cd before her eyes is deeper than
words can tell, and has awakened the
greatest sympathy amongsta large circle
of friends. The dcceased was, 21 years
of age, and highly accomplished, her
motherand brother having taken especial
pains to give her more than an ordinary
education. Coroner Earle, last night,
summoned a jury, who viewed the bodv
and adjourned until to-day.
