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THE WEB OF VENICE.

In Venice one is as if caught in an im-
mense network, or spider’s web, which,
as one walks in its midst, seems to
tighten the closer about one. The
streets narrow overhead, push outward
with beams and stone balconies and
many-turning angles; seem to loosen
their hold for a moment where a bridge
crosses a narrow canal between high
walls and over dark water, and then
tighten again in close lanes where the
smells of the shops meet and fume
about one’s face.
