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If the men composing the graduates’ societies should be so
fortunate as to be able, by acting together, to perform a far-
reaching public service in time of war, it may be hoped that they
will lend themselves to similar services, during the pause for clear-
thinking before re-organisation which will certainly precede the
conclusion of peace.

Teutonic schools, through their teaching, contributed largely
toward preparing Teutonic nations for war; scholars and teachers
cried out loudly in its justification. If a comparatively few mis-
taken schoolmen could do so much to bring about this greatest of
all wars, may not the universities of the world, with those who,
as students, have passed through their halls, prove powerful
enough to make war, ultimately, impossible?
