□□Confession is one ui the last of Cath­
olic practices one would expect Protes­
tants to accept, when one recalls old 
Protestant opposition to It. If they 
read Holy Scripture or history one 
would expect them to accept It un 
questioned. Bat bigotry has blurred 
the popes of history and scripture to 
them. Bigotry Is dying fast and with 
it hostility to very many points of 
Oat hollo doctrine, even the most 
objectionable—the confessional. We 
say most objectionable, for though con­
fession Is perfectly in accord with oar 
human wants, still about no point of 
doctrine do they feign to be »o opposed 
and alarmed. No question is of greater 
interest in this country than confession. 
Protestants want to hear that discussed 
if nothing else. They would seem to 
have fear that it may bo fctwe Christian 
doctrine alter all. notwithstanding all 
they have been taught in their meetings 
to the contrary. The obligation and 
universal practice of confession in the 
Catholic Church they must oomider a 
powerful argument in its favor when 
they stop to ponder it. Such an insti­
tution, known for its wisdom and con­
servatism, Cannot impose such anoblig 
ation, and such men whom they know 
and live and deal with, practical Cath 
olios, can not accept such au obligation 
and practice conlcssion without reason.
