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ment in writing, signed by such Clerk of the Peace, and sworn

to before any Justice of the Peace of this Province, who is

hereby authorized to administer such oath, crediting the Pro-

vince with the amount of moneys by him received by virtue of

any such Warrant, and specifying by name the several parties

to whom he may have paid Bounties during the preceding

year, and the amount paid to each, accompanied with the

vouchers and receipts for the same ; which schedule, vouchers,

and receipts shall be laid before the House of Assembly at its

then next sitting.
6. That immediately on the receipt of the moneys in the

Warrant or Warrants in their favour respectively specified,
the said Clerks of the Peace shall be and be deemed and taken

to be debtors to the Province in the amount of the same res-

pectively, subject nevertheless to the provisions of this Act.

7. This Act shall continue and be in force until the first day
of May which will be in the year of our Lord one thousand

eight hundred and sixty two.

CAP. IlI.

An Act to amend the Act to incorporate the Moncton
Rural Cemetery Company.

Act 19 V. c. 67, s. 6, amended; general meeting to be held on ist Monday in September.

Passed 26th July 1856.

BE it enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Legislative
Council, and Assembly,-That so much of the sixth Section

of an Act made and passed in the nineteenth year of the Reign
of Her present Majesty, intituled An Act to incorporate the

.Moncton Rural Cemetery Company, as requires a general

meeting of the stockholders and proprietors of the said Cor-

poration to be held on the second Monday in May in each and

every year, be repealed ; and in lieu thereof, that the said

general meeting of the said stockholders and proprietors shall

be held in the Parish of Moncton, on the first Monday in

September in each and every year, for the purpose referred to

in the said sixth Section.
