The First Naval Battle Between Spain
and the U. 8.

New York, April 86.—A special to the
World from Hong-Kong says: Hong-
Kong is an English port, 638 miles from
Manila, the capital of the Philippine
Islands, and was the rendezvous of the
Paoific fleet of the United States, which
at present consists of the Olympla, Bos-
ton, Concord, Petrel, Raleigh and two
new merchant cruisers, but is soon to be
joined by the Baltimore. In addition the
Charleston, now at San Franoisco, will
sail to the China seas as soon as repairs
are finished. Offsetting these Spain has
the oruisers Castilla, Reina Christina,
Don Juan de Ulloa, Don Juan de Aus-
tria. Velasco and a number of light gun-
boats and torpedo boats, in what ocondi-
tion for service is not known, but which
may be in a position to act on the offen-
sive instead of the defensive, so that the
first naval combat may take place in the
Paolfic, not the Atlantic.

U.S. Unpledged Because of Non-
Delivery of Her Ultimatum.

SPAIN'S SHIPS PAINTED BLACK.

Cuba and Spain Now Communicate With

Madrid, April 26.—A new point has
been raised relative to the non-delivery of
the ultimatum of the United States.

DECLARATION OF WAR.

Congress Rushes It Through in Less Than
Two Minutes and the President
Signs It the Same Day.

Washington, April 26.—The President
yesterday sent to Congress a message, re-
commending a declaration of war against
Spain.

In the House the President’s message
was ordered printed and referred to the
Committee on Foreign Affairs by the
Speaker. The committee reported a
declaration of war in a few minutes
thereafter

1t took the House one minute and
forty-one seconds to pass the declaration
of war.

Following is the bill reported by the
House Foreign Affairs Committee:

A bill. declaring that war exists be-
tween the United States of America and
the kingdom of Spain.

Be it enacted, etc., First, that war be,
and the same is hereby declared to exist,
and that war has existed since the 21st
day of April, A.D., 1898, including said
day, between the United States of Amer-
ica and the kingdom of Spain.

Socond, that the President of the Uni-
tod States be, and he is hereby directed
and empowered to use the entire land and
naval forces of the United States and to
call into the actual service of the United
Statos the militia of the several States to
such extent as may be nocessary to carry
tho Act into effect.

The Senate passed the bill in less than
two minutes, and the President signad it
at 6.80.

SHERMAN RESIGNS,

U. 8. Secretary for War Gives His Resig-
nation to the President.
Washington, April 26.—Mr. John Sher-
man, the venerable Secretary of State,
handed his resignation to the President.
This resignation took effect at noon yes-
terday, and with it Mr. Sherman retires
after a service of aver farty years, embrac-
ing the House of Representatives, the
United States Senate, the Secretaryship
of the Treasury and the Secretaryship of
State. The reason for the resignation is
the condition of the Sccretary’s health.
Sherman’s Successor.

Judge Day Has acoepted the position.

Prof. Moore Succeeds Judge Day.
Washington, April 26.—John B. Moore,
Professor of International Law of Col-
umbia University, New York, and form-
erly Second Assistant Secretary of State,
has been chosen to succeeed Judge Day
as Assistant Socretary of State.

New York Harbor Guarded.

New York, April 26.—The War Depart-
ment has issued regulations for the
entrance of vessels to New York harbor.
No vessel will be allowed to pass Sandy
Hook between sunset and sunrise, and
rules are established for the guidance of
vessels in avolding submarine mines.

Canadian Boats Not for Sale.

Montreal, April 26.—The Canadian
Pacific authorities deny that they will
sell the steamers Tartar and Athenian,
now ready to run on the route between
Vancouver and Alaskan points, to the
United States Government for use as
auxiliary cruisers on the Pacifio coast.
These steamers wero recently purchased
in England specially for the Alaskan
trade.

Two More Captives,

Koy West, April 25.—The latest cap-
tures of the fleet are a schooner, sugar
laden, for Havana, and the brig Canelite,
coal laden. The former was taken by the
Porter, and the latter by the Wilming-
ton, almost within range of the Cagimar
batterics. Both were towed here by the
tug-Algonguin,

Happy for all
concerned, a cable was completed Feb. 1
last from Bermuda to Jamaica, thus con-
necting with Halifax, and, as there is a
line from Cuba to Jamaica, the circult is
still complete. In a word, had not the
cable just alluded to been completed be-
fore the outbreak of hostilities botween
the United States and Spain the wholo of
the British West Indies would have been
deprived of cable communication with the
outside world. It is also learned here
that the United States Government will
order that after to-morrow no cipher mes-
sages can be sent out of the country.
