In face of these submarine attacks,
Zeppelin raids and the bombardment
of Dunkirk which brings the war
closer home, England reamins as
ever. There are some, of course, who
feel anxiety over the western battle
line, but generally the feeling is one
of the optimism based on the success
with which the allies have withstoed
former attempts of the Germans to
get through to the coast ports.

The bombardment of Dunkirk,
which was repeated yesterday  has
resulted in considerable loss of life,
hag eaused many women and children
to leave the town. The Germans ¢dn
repeat this bombardment when ever |
they desire with the big guns - which
formerly were posted on the coast to
ward off attacks from the allied
ficet and which have been moved up
in the direetion of Nieuport. Still
there is confidence that the navy and

airmen will find a means of dealing
with these guus.
