When the cheering for Mr. .Vl>fns had 

subsided there were repeatetl calk for 
Mr. Mitchei-L. who responded. He said 
he would make a few remarks, only, as he 
did not wish to intrude at any; length 
upon the time of the electors. Neither 
did he desire to takg advantage of the 
absence of the gentleman expected to 
oppose him at the coming election.

[At that moment Mr. M. turned round, 
and was face to face with Mr. Snowball, 
so that If he1 did come in while Mr. M. 
was speaking, as stated in the Advance, 
he -must have beeh near at hand when Mr.
M. commenced speaking.]—Ed. Advo­
cate.]

Mr. Mitchell said he had listened with 
much pleasure to the address of Mr. 
Adams, who had for the first time been 
elected a member of the Provincial Cabi­
net, and who had defended his position 
and the Gov’t in so able a manner. He 
(Mr. M.) was proud to find to-day so 
many of our yonng men capable of fill­
ing such high and responsible public 
positions, with credit to themselves and 
their County. He was sorry that Mr. 
Adams was not in harmony with all his 
colleagues. He coi-ld afford to over­
look anything which might have been 
said hastily by M.. Gillespie, a gentle­
man who had always worked In harmony 
with him. He (Adams) was now in the 
saddle, having polled at the General 
Election four or five hundred more votes 
than were ever before obtained by any 
single candidate in this' county, and he 
could therefore afford to be magnani- 
mov.8 towards those who did not see eye 
to eye with him in politics. He hoped 
therefore that in the interests of the 
County the breach between Mr. Adams 
and Mr. Gillespie would speedily bé clos­
ed up.

Mr. Mitchell said it was not his inten­
tion to go largely into public matte, s.— 
There would be an opportunity to do this 
when the contest came off. When it did 
take place, he should not send around 
circulars appealing to the electors, as 
his opponent had done. For twenty-four 
years he had been in public life, and had 
ever been ready :to address the electors 
on matters of public interest. He thought 
the sending round of circulars by paid 
servants was a strange kind of a wav to 
conduct a canvass. He would never do 
it, but would follow his old course of 
visiting every section and every home, 
and would personally ask the electors 
again to elect him. His name Was as­
sociated with one of the greatest mea­
sures ever brought before the people, 
that of Confederation, by which had been 
linked together in one grand Dominion, 
the scattered Provinces extending from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific, inhabited by 
a people who were pioud to live under 
the British flag and British rule. By 
Confederation our people had obtained 
the Intercolonial Railway, and in this 
connection he would ask, ft the country 
had not derived immense benefit from
the construction of this great work._
Previous to the building of this line, this 
section of country was isolated for six 
months out of the vwetve ; if our arti­
sans and laborers could not obtain re­
munerative employment, they were in 
the majority of cases compelled to en­
dure the hardship. But now, by mea"s 
of rapid ,and cheap transit, the world 
was open to them, and they could seek 
other fields of labor when remunerative 
employment at home was not to be had. 
By means of the Intercolonial thetprices 
of provisions had been kept down, pre­
senting a marked contrast to the period 
previous to its construction. He asked 
what would have been the price of hay 
last winter but for this road? Fodder 
had been brought in at a reasonable 
figure, and the farmers had saved their 
stock. He was proud to know that he 
nad been largely instrumental in secur­
ing the route adopted, and it was only a 
little faction in this County who denied to 
Peter Mitchell the credit in connection 
therewith, which was everywhere ac­
corded to him, even by those who we.e 
most energetic in opposing the selection 
of the route. It had been said by those 
who wished to injure him that he had 
done nothing for the County, but he 
pointed to this road, the many light­
houses and beaco is around the coast, 
and other public improvements which 
were carried on under the late Govern­
ment, and asLed what bad he not done?

He referred to the state of things prior 
to 1853, and asked who it was that first 
introduced cash payments In the County 
but Peter Mitchell—which he had kept 
up as long as he could until misfortunes 
came upon him. It had always been his 
endeavor to create a spirit of prosperity 
and independence in the county.

In the Local Legislature, the Legis­
lative Council, the Senate and the Com­
mons, he had clone all in his power to 
advance the interests of the country, and 
he could honestly say that he had never 
abused the trust reposed in him by the 
people. -

Mr. M. then alluded briefly to the Con­
federation campaign and said that in 
1867, after the battle had been fought and 
won, the great question—the one in 
which the people of the North were very 
deeply interested—came up for consid­
eration. It was that of the route of the 
Intercolonial Railway. In the Cabinet 
there were three to one against the Xor- 
the n route, and he had fought the battle 
almost single handed. It was only fair 
to an old friend, to say that he had re­
ceived very able assistance from the Hon. 
John M’Millan. The right conquered- 
the present route was adopted—but he 
maintained that if the people of the 
North had not had a man to look after 
their interests as faithfully as he had 
dose, the road would have gone by St. 
John instead of by the North Shore! 
This was admitted by all unprejudiced 
persons.

He was in the same position now as at 
the last general election—in opposition 
to the Gov’t. And as his opponent on 
the hustings at that time read a telegram 
stating that lie held the disposal of the 
Gov’t patronage, and had made good use 
of the power thus given him ever since 
that time, Mr. Snowball’s position as a 
supporter of the Mackenzie Administra­
tion was also probably the same as then

The question for the electors to con­
sider was, whether the Gov’t of Sir John 
A. Macdonald, which be represented, or 
the Gov’t of Mr. Mackenzie, which Mr 
Snowball represented, commanded the 
confidence of the country. He did hot 
doubt the result of their deliberation, 
when it was remembered that during the 
seven years the former Gov't was in 
power, with a revenue of 818,000,000 
they always had a surplus, had taken 
the taxes off tea and some other neces 
saries, and spent millions in the prosecu 
tion of public works—notably among 
them the Intercolonial, thus affording 
a very large amount of employment 
But, he would ask, if with a smaller 
revenue than t^at raised by Mr. Mac 
kenzie they had been enabled to carry 
on the business of the country, with a 
surplus, how was it that the Gov’t now 
in power had in five years added six 
millions of dollars to the taxes imposed 
upon the people, and had created a de­
ficit instead of a surplus. Then, while 
the Macdonald Gov’t had expended such 
large amounts in the North in the con­
struction of public works, the Grits had 
spent only a small amount in clearin, 
away some roqjts Ac., from the South 
Wegt, and even in doling out this meagre 
pittance they (the Grits) had to folio* 
their usual practice—that of sending 
outsider-» to do the work, when it was 
weUKaowu that there were numbers of 
persons belonging to the Countv who 
wqre ftilly as competent to perform the 
work, many of whom had a much better 
knowledge of the stream from which the 
obstructions were taken. And then the 
amount granted was insufficient—more 
would have to be expended before any 
tangible good would be effected.

Another small outlay was that in con­
nection with the dredging of the Bar at 
the entrance to the river. Instead 
performing this important work prompt- 

I ly in the interests of navigation, the 
Grits had carried it over five years ; and 
although Mr. Mackenzie had" promised 
him that the steam dredge would 
sent here early this season, up to the 
present the bout had not arrived. Per­

haps their supporter, Mr. Snowball, 
would be able to tell them when the 
dredge would visit the Miramichi?

The people were well aware of the 
fact that every year the Mackenzie Gov’t 
had run behind notwithstanding the fact 
of increased taxation to the extent of 
six millions of dollars. This ruinous 
policy had been brought about in part by 
the recklessness of the Gov’t in purchas­
ing immense quantities of steel rails, at 
fat prices, before they were needed, and 
in this way they had managed to create 
a loss of about two millions of dollars. 
Then there was the Goderich Harbor 
Swindle, by which the country lost a 
large amount. Then again, ‘ the St. 
Francis Lock outrage, upon which the 
Gov't spent immense sums ofmonev, and 
which they continued to construct even 
ichen it teas no longer on the line of through 
communication. The work had finally to 
be abandoned, and the country lost 
heavily by the transaction. He would 
call the attention of Mr. Snowball to the 
bribe given to Foster, in connection with 
the so-called Georgian Bay Branch of 
the Pacific Railway. This line was com- 
mehced without a surrey—the route was 
found to be impracticable, the contract 
was finally suspended, and Mr. Foster 
pocketed one hundred and nine thousand 
dollars, for which the country received 
no value. Let his opponent explain that 
away to the satisfaction of the electors, 

he could. He might go on to show- 
further how the Gov’t had grossly abus­
ed the power given to them in providing 
for their favorites at the public expense, 
but would reserve his remarks on this 
head for a future occasion.

He had one thing to say. In the com­
ing contest he was willing that all per­
sonal considerations should be lost sight 

He would not ask the electors to 
vote for him because at one time he had 
carried on a shipbuilding and milling 
business in the County. But he would 
ask them to vote for him on public con­
siderations only. As to the labor ques­
tion, Mr. Snowball or no other man 
would carry on a business unless he 
made money out of it, and the labor was 
worth the price paid for it. He would 
ask "the people to rote for him on account 
of his ability, as a politician of experi­
ence, which he thought outweighed the 
labor argument.

M ith reference to the slanders per­
petrated against him by Mr. Snowball 
and the person who published a paper 
in the interests of that gentleman, he 
would attend to them at another time.

He asked the people to deal with him 
a< to whether they would support the 
Mackenzie Gov’t who were ruining the 
country, and who were spending the 
public money principally in the West ; or 
whether they would support the Oppo­
sition, who intended to adopt a fiscal 
policy which would keep our young peo­
ple in the country, and which would 
tend to build up our manufactures. We 
were told that we have no manufactures. 
Bi.t why ? Simply because the ruinous 
policy of the Grits has nearly succeeded 
in wiping them out.

Mr. Mitchell then referred to the free 
trade policy of Mr. Mackenzie. He said 
in brief that from '56 to ’66 a reciprocity 
treaty between the United States and 
Ca.iada was in operation. During that 
period we maintained very fair business 
relations with our neighbors. The treaty 
was finally repealed, but owing to the 
American civil war high prices were 
maintained, and we were still able to 
com..ctq, with the manufacturers over the 
border. But with the close of the war a 
change came, the normal condition of 
the country returned, greenbacks were 
in a short period almost as good as gold 
and our exports rapidly declined simply 
because the Americans could manufac­
ture more cheaply than we could.

The policy of the Opposition was that 
not a single dollar more shall be raised 
by revenue thau now, but that the tariff 
shall be so re-adjusted as to afford some 
protection to our manufactures, aud thus 
create more employment for our people.

He had briefly stated his views ou 
some of the questions of the dav. If the 
people were satisfied that Mr. Mac­
kenzie s policy had been one calculated 
to foster our manufactures and to build 
up our country, then it was their duty 
not to vote for him (Mitchell) ; but if 
they were dissatisfied with the policy of 
the present Administration, as he be­
lieved the great majority were—then it 
was for them to oppose the man who had 
dispensed the -pa-ionagc of the Gov’t in 
this County, and who was therefore their 
-ndidate.

^r\ M1tchell said he was still a 
Liberal, and had not changed his prin­
ciples because he had entered a coalition 
Gov’t with Liberal Tilley and others.

As a representative he had considered 
it his duty- to oppose the men who had 
adopted d-policy which had driven thou­
sands of our artizans and others from 
the country.; and had supported that 
party whose; policy was one calculated 
to foste- aud ei courage the industries 
of the country.

Mr. Mitchell was loudly cheered both 
during aud at the close of his spirited 
speech.

Mr. Snowball was called for and was 
faintly cheered as he rose to speak.

He first dwelt upon matters connected 
with the Chatham Branch Railway, and 
it the outset said that damaging reports 

lia-1 been circulated concerning him 
which had no foundation. He was glad 
the investigation was to be held, believ­
ing as he did that he wàs innocent of 
an- attempt at fraud in connection with 
the brafich.

lie thenAook occasion to have a fling 
at Mr. Anslow, who was reporting, bv 
stating that be (Mr. A.) was a stock- 
holder, and should know something of 
th ■ Company’s business. He (Mr S.) 
ha.I only taken stock to such an amount \ 
as he thought he was able to pay up.

[What was meant by this, it is hard to 
sav, for it is well known that Mr. Snow­
ball’s stock is not paid up. If he intend­
ed to convey the impression that Mr 
Anslow was unable to pay up his stock, 
we can only say he made a mistake, for 
Mr A. is prepared to pay up anv call 
made, in the same proportion as Mr. 
Snowball, Mr. Kelly, or anv of the heavy 
stockholders. So that slur can pass for 
what it is worth.]—Ed. Advocate.

Mr. Snowball then went at some length 
into the matter, stating among other 
things that he took hold of the Branch 
when the Company was in difficulty, aud 
that lie obtained the Mortgage from the 
Company as security for money advanced 
to equip the road. When the work came 
to a stand still he had asked the members 
of the Board to assist, and they declined. 
He felt that his reputation was at stoke 
and that it would be a lasting disgrace 
unless the line was finished. He consid­
ered It absolutely necessary in the inter­
ests of so imjiortont a town as Chatham 
that the line should be finished, and he 
had done it single handed.

He had been informed Mr. Mitchell 
had stated that the line was so hopelessly 
involved that neither Mr. Snowball nor 
anybody else could finish it.

[Mr. Mitchell here emphatically denied 
ever having made such a statement; had 
always avoided reference to the subject 
on all occasions.]—Ed.

Mr. Mitchell had during his remarks 
'aid something about business Ac. Did 
he intend it as a slur?

Mr. M. replied “ No !” but it had been 
urged that Mr. Snowball should be elect­
ed because he was doing a large business. 
He (Mitchell) came before the people 
simply on his ability.

Mr. Snowball again referred to reports 
being circulated, and alluded to one said 
to have been made by Mr. Mitchell, that 
he (Snowball) was worse thau a fraud.

Mr. M. said he had never made any 
such statement, anil was surprised that 
Mr. Snowball would keep harping on 
about reports which had no foundation.

Mr. Snowball then referred to the 
matter of the Gov’t patronage, and said 
he had lfever used it tyrannically to dis 
place public officers.

[Mr. Chris. Parker, of Derby, here 
stated that he (Snowball) had used it to 
displace him.]

1 hts Mr. Snowball did not deny, but 
said he did not know of any other case.

Mr. Mitchell jogged his memory, and 
asked Mr. Snowball what about Mr. R 
T. Millar.

Mr. Snowball said he had never tried 
to displace Mr. Millar.

Mr. Mitchell—“ No, but you or your 
friends cut down his office until it was 
hardly worth keeping.”

Mr. S. said he had not used his in­
fluence against Mr. Millar in any way. 
There had also been a good deal said 
about the appointments of outsiders on 
the railway. He could only say he had 
nothing to do with them. Sometimes 
engines were sent down from the other 
end of the line, and the drivers came 
with them. For his own part he had al­
ways found it difficult to obtain the ser­
vices of an engineer when one was needed 
for the Chatham Branch, and always had 
to send out of the County.

With respect to the late Gov’t, five 
years ago it had been tried, condemned, 
and turned out. Sir John A. Macdonald 
had taken large sums of public moue)’ 
for the purpose of influencing the elec­
tions, aud the people had condemned the 
act.

With respect to what Mr. Mitchell had 
said about, the extravagance or reckless­
ness of the Gov’t, the sum wasted ou 
some lock, the bribe to Foster Ac., he 
kuew nothing, nor did he intend to hold 
himself responsible for what the Gov’t 
had done.

But Mr. Mitchell lmd alluded to the 
great loss on the purchase of steel rails. 
One of these purchases was made by 
Haws & Co. It was known that John 
Haws was related to Mr. Mitchell, and 
was also in partnership with him at one 
time. In this matter it hail been proved 
in the Courts that Haws & Co., had 
illegally pocketed more than the com­
mission allowed, making about £2 per 
ton. For this the late Gov’t were re­
sponsible, and Mr. Mitchell also, because 
he was a member of the Gov’,.

If Mr. Mackenzie had, -by the advice of 
his engineers, bought large quantities of 
steel rails «heu they were considered 
cheap, he did not think he was so much 
to blame in the matter. And then there 
had been a great outcry because some 
of these rails were taken to Manitoba a 
year before they were wanted

With reference to clearing obstructions 
from the South West, it seems that a 
man and crew were engaged at similar 
work near Woodstock, aud the Gov’t 
thought it better and cheaper lo employ 
them. He had nothing whatever to do | 
with it.

Mr. Mitchell had referred to the dredg­
ing of the Bar.

The .V«r Hope's Health.

[From La Republique Française.]
It happen* frequently that, we give 

news from the Vatican and from the 
[toman couit in regard to the new 
Pope, Leo XIU., without accompany­
ing it with any commentary. YVe 
cannot announce, however, that Pope 
Leo XIII to suffering Irom a grave 
and persistent indisposition, which 
begins to.disturb those who surround 
aii^i care for him, without making re- 
flecrfihis that the independent press of 
all countries is making at this moment. 
The Rope is ill ; I hat is certain. This 
illnessris tbe result ot a sedentary re­
gimen that the successor of Pins IX. 
has felt that he must impose on him­
self in remaining al the Vatican dur­
ing the season of great heal, so dan-- 
gérons at Rome, tor all those who are 
not habituated to this insalubrious 
climate.

Before becoming sovereign pontifl’, 
Cardinal Peeci—to-day Leo XIII.— 
was Bishop of Perotise, and lived in 
one of the most healthful and charm­
ing residences of that city, on the 
heights in central Italy. He was sub­
ject to frequent indispositions; there­
fore from the first day of his exalta­
tion to the sovereign pontificate, the 
rumor spread that the new Pope, of a 
constitution not robust and a delicate 
health, would not sojourn at the Vati­
can during the summer. One can 
well believe that he had the intention 
of quitting Rome, for we remember 
having read despatches announcing 
that orders had been given to hold the 
Castle of Goudolfo ready to receive 
his Holiness during the mouths when 
the best society is absent from Rome. 
Leo XIII. has continued to remain ^ 
the Vatican, aud if is said that he si* 
fers from his stay there, and that tX 
health is declining, lt is even givS 
out that visitors from Perouse—bis 
ancient parishioners—have difficulty in 
recognizing him iu the rare audiences 
that he gives.

Why has not the Pope' left Rome 
and the Vatican? It is said that the 
question has been deliberated on, and 
that il has been decided that it is not 
possible for the successor df Fins IX. 
to give the lie to the declarations so 
many times reiterated by Ihe latter lo 
the city and to the world as to the 
captivity in which he was held bv the 
Italian Government. Tlius, LeoXllI. 
is prisoner at the Vatican, prisoner of 
Pius 'X. piisooerol the party which 
rules in the sacred college. He can 
go out, if he wishes to go out, but it 
lias been decided that he shall not go 
out, because policy demands that lie 
shall hold himself ill captivity, and if 
he succumbs to the fever which is un­
dermining his health, his death will 
he attributed to the designs of Provi­
dence. He is forbidden to defei^g^s 
life against the illness which threa­
tens it. Reasons of state will that it 
should he so. The singularity and 
sadness of this spectacle have not es­
caped the notice of Europe, and wo 
cannot let this oppoituiiity pass with­
out these remarks.
