Cedric no sooner saw the turrets 
of Front-de-BoeuPs castle raise 
their gray and moss-grown battle- 
ments, glimmering in the morning 
sun above the woods by which 
they were surrounded, than he in­
stantly argued more truly concern­
ing the cause of his misfortune.
