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Toronto Conference.

Pktkhboro’, Jane 11.— Precisely at 9 o'clock. 
Rev. K Wood, D.D., President, called the Con­
ference to order by desiring the Secretary to 
eail a Scripture lesson ; the hymn " And are we 

yet alive, " was sung, after which *evs. J. 
Learoyd and S. Rose led in prayer.

The Conference role was called, and a I>resi- 
dent was elected by ballot. On the first ballot 
there were several candidates. On the second 
ballot. Rev. W. Jeffers. D.D. was declared 
elected by a majority of more than twenty votes. 
The ex-President, Dr. Wood, in retiring from 
1 he Presidency, assured his successor that he 
would have the sympathy and prayers of all 
he Conference during the year of his onerous 

duties on wh ch he was now entering. Having 
occupied the chair of Conrerence no less than 
ten umts he understood what he was saying. 
At times the President would feel himself in 
much perplexity, but he (theex-Presideni) hoped 
and prayed that the year might be one of great 
peace and prosperity. He prayed that his be­
loved successor might always have wisdom 
and grace, and strength for the discharged 
those duties which would be sure to arise in 
some portion of such a large Church as that 
over which Dr. Jeffers now presided. Dr. Wood 
declined re-election, as he had presided at ten

The President elect was then received with 
great cheers. He thanked the Conference for 
the honour they had conferred upon him. an 
honour which he had not anticipated, until very 
recently when his friends had intimated their 

intentions concerning him. He felt himself in 
duty bound to serve the Church of his choice 
As an individual he felt undergreat obligations
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President of the General Conference, respecting 
an additional collection from the congregations 
throughout ouryvork for the purpose of defray­
ing the necessary expenses of delegates and 
representatives to Committees of the General 
Conference. A very long discussion re'tilled 
from the reading of the paper bearing on the 
relation of th« General Conferai.cc and General 
Conference officers to the Annual Conference.

The Conference adjourned at 12.30.
The Conference re-assembled at 2 o clock to 

discharge soa.e routine business that remained 
unfinished. Several reports from Standing 
Committees were duly read and adopted It 
was appointed that the next Conference be held 
in the townof Guelph on the first Wednesday

The following representatives were elected to 
the General Conference :-Educational Com­
mittee, Rev. Dr. Rice ; Missionary. Rev. John 
A. Williams; Transfer, Rev. E- R Ryckman,
‘ A public temperance meeting was held in the 
St. Paul street church in the evening, at the 
close of which the Conference adjourned to 
meet again riext year.

The session throughout was characterized by 
great uniformity of opinion in discussing the 
various subjects. Much credit is due to the 
I’res idem for the able manner in which he con­
ducted the meetings.

read many books on the sceptical side of Chris­
tianity. and through life ho had paid much at­
tention to the evidences of our holy religion, 
and he was happy to say for the encouragement 
of his younger brethren, that after many years 
of careful examination and diligent research, 
he was satisfied that the arguments in favour 
of the Word of God. were increasingly stronger 
as time rolled on.

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MR EDGAR’S TASK IN SOUTH 
ONTARIO.

Not the least difficult of the tasks be­
fore the Bbown-Simpson 
South Ontario is involved in 
candidature. He has to show 
that he is better able to represent the 
ing than his opponent, Mr. Gu 
that he is better qualified to repree^t it 
than any of the local “ Reformers" over 
whose heads he has been shoved bv the 
sheer force of wire-pulling. For if he 
cannot show that he ■ superior to them, 
the question will naturally arise—“ why 
“ has he been imported, since we have 
“ local men as good as he V’

Of local men, there is Mr. Jambs Hol­
den, a gentleman of ability and good 
standing in the community, who has 
fought the battles of the Party in the 
Riding for many years both as a common 
soldier and centurion, and in 1873, as 
leader of the forces against Mr. Gibbs. 
He is therefore better known among the 
people than Mr. Edgar ; he has more at 
stake in the constituency, and he will 
probably be serving the district as presi­
dent of the local railway, and as a local 
man of business when Mr. Edgar is serv­
ing himself in a fat Government office

The same may be said of Mr. Car­
michael, of Oshawa, a local merchant of 
repute and good business and social stand­
ing, and a “ Reformer" who has rendered 
signal service todhe Party for many years.

So, too, with Mr. Trüïman P. White. 
The thriving village of Whitevale will 
speak for itself when the (pture explorer 
is searching in vain for Edgarville. Mr. 
White is a miller of considerable means 
and deservedly a very popular l 
among the fanners. He, too, has

more than one outside candidate.
Then there is Mr. John Drydbn. Hie 

father before him served the county well, 
and he himself is favourably known, not 
only in his own section, the Township of 
Whitby, but throughout the Riding. He 
is a fanner of means, and although a 
young man, possesses a fair knowledge 
of matters political. He might not make 
as good a Party “ whip” as Mr. Edgar, 
but he would probably make a better 
representative of an agricultural county. 
Moreover as South Ontario rejected 
Degree himself in 1867, it ought not to 
take up with his favourite tool now.

Any one of these four gentlemen 
would undoubtedly make as good a re­
presentative of South Ontario as Mr. 
Edgar. The farmers, millers, and mer­
chants, from whom they are drawn, have 
made and make the Riding what it is 
to-day, and that ljping the case it is even 
safe to suppose that any one of them is 
httter able to represent local interests 
than, and possibly just as well qualified 
to vote with the Party on national ques­
tions as a Toronto chancery lawyer of no 
particular eminence in his profession. 
But if there be any miller, or mer­
chant, or farmer who thinks that 
there should be rotation in the calling of 
candidates as in the order of crops and 
that the constituency needs a lawyer for a 
change, let him go to the nomination with 
the necessary number of neighbours of 
his way of thinking and nominate a local 
lawyer like Mr. G. Y. Smith, of Whitby. 
Mr. Smith is probably a better general 
lawyer than Mr. Edgar. He has man­
fully worked his way up from a compara­
tively humble position to the mayoralty 
of Whitby and is universally respected. 
He is a staunch “ Reformer” to boot 
although the Government have not con­
ferred upon him any special work of 
favour or treated him to a $6,000 trip 
across the continent for his services in

Mr. Edgar will have to prove that 
he is better qualified to go to Ottawa, 
than any one of these five local “ Re­
formers and we are incliiffid to think 
he will find it a difficult task, for so far 
the only special plea advanced in behalf 
of his superiority to the “ Reformers” of 
South Ontario is that of the Ottawa 
Times, which bespeaks him undying fame 
for his “ national songs,” and “ compre- 
“ hensive exposition of the Insolvent 
“ Act.”

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THE ONTARIOS.
That strong l! Reform” journal, the 

Irish Canadian, is hot on the war-path. 
Hitherto implicitly following Messrs. 
Mackenzie and Mow at, it now calls a 
halt. The editor opéns liis eyes to the 
ccnsciousness that he has been dragged 
through the mud for some years past, and 
he seems to think it is time for that sort 
of thing to stop. He complains that he 
and his journal have been used “ to erect 
“ upon Reform a Scotch ascendancy.” 
No fairness, he complains, is shown to 
the Irish—not Irish Catholics only but 
the Irish generally. There are now three 
constituencies vacant, and none but 
'Scotchmen or the descendants of Scotch­
men are thought fit to be put in nomina­
tion. “ The Clans, or disaster, is the 
“ bold issue offered the Reformers of 
“ North Ontario ! The Kilt or the Con-
I ‘ servative is the guage of battle offered 
“ to that Party in the South Riding of 
“ the County ! In South Wellington the

old supporters of Mr. Baldwin must 
“■ either beat a retreat or march to the 
“ music of the Highland pibroch !” 
From which it follows, our contemporary 
thinks, that “ the Reform Party has not 
* ‘ only become a tool of the Scotch, but

With such a manifest clannishness ap­
parent, the Irish Canadian says the duty 
of those to whom it addresses itself is 
abundantly clear. Their duty is to labour 
steadily to reduce that Scotch ascendancy 
which, to some extent unconsciously, it 
has helped to establish. It says :

“ Oar countrymen in North and South 
Ontario may stand on that duty in a way to 
settle this new abuse in our public life for­
ever ; bnt while each is, of course, perfectly 
free to follow the lights of his own sense of 
expediency and right, we are bound to de­
clare that any one of them who supports 
Mr. Currie or Mr. Edgar makes, in doing 
so, a confession that the Irish are an inferior 
people ; outrages the most glorious memo­
ries which emblazon the history of his coun­
try ; ani belies his manhood while com­
mitting a crime against the blood of his 
forefathers and the honour of his native 
land. ”

Perhaps, in speaking so decidedly 
against Mr. Cürrie, our contemporary 
remembers that in the Madougall- 
Cameron contest in North Ontario that 
gentleman made a very bitter attack on 
the Catholic population of the Riding, on 
whom his friends place their sole reliance 
now to elect him. Mr. Currie will have 
no good reason to complain because

A DESPERATE CASE.
‘ ' Mr. Mackenzie regards this as one 

11 of the most important elections which 
‘1 has taken place since the General Elec- 
“ tion,” said a speaker at the Grit Con­
vention held in Whitby on Saturday 
week t<> nominate a candidate for South 
Ontario. Mr. Cartwright made a simi­
lar declaration on Friday evening last 
when speaking in the same town, and 
further announced that Mr. Mackenzie 
would be in the Riding himself in a short 
time to speak for Mr. Edgar and the 
Government. The Premier’s presence in 
the Riding will certainly be ample proof

MR. EDGARS TASK IN SOUTH 
ONTARIO.

If it is difficult to furbish up a ration­
al plea in justification of Mr. Edgar’s 
$6,000 British Columbia account, how 
shall he attempt to excuse the Big Puph 
letter or give a satisfactory explanation 
of the circumstances surrounding it ? If 
he were a thoroughly independent can­
didate, he could boldly condemn it and 
argue with truth that he was no more 
responsible for it than for poor Malcolm 
Cameron’s corrupt expenditure in South 
Ontario in 1874. But the difficulty is 
that Mr. Edgar is not an independent 
candidate ; and, furthermore, for the 
political life of him he dare not assume 
an attitude of independence. He is the 
Brown-Simpson candidate in this contest, 
and therefore almost as much concerned 
in the Big Push scrape as the principals 
themselves.

Briefly put, the case against Mr. 
Edgar, as the Brown-Simpson represen­
tative, is a two-fold one—he is «tiled on 
to defend (1) Mr. Brown’s corruption 
Mid the Party’s corruption of the elec­
tors, and hie and its consummate hypo­
crisy in preaching purity and de­
nouncing tiie foulness of others 
while . actually engaged in the ne­
farious work themselves ; and (2) 
the Government’s corrupt dealings with 
Senator Simpson in favouring his bank 
above all the other monetary institutions 
in the country in return fer the corrupt 
service he rendered them in response to 
Mr. Brown’s earnest appeal for a sub­
scription to the Party’s bribery fund.

The evidence on the first head of this 
most formidable arraignment is as follows :

MR. BROWN TO MR. SIMPSON.
“ The fight goes bravely on. * * • • 

We have expended oar strength in aiding

West divisions. * * • There are but
half-a-dozen that can come down hand­
somely, and we have all done what we 
possibly can do, and we have to ask a very 
few outsiders to aid us. Will you be one ?"

This letter conclusively establishes the 
existence of a fund connected with the 
elections. What was the object of the 
fund ? To secure the Party’s success in 
the elections, as the context shows. How, 
legitimately or illegitimately ? Legitimate 
expenditure is applied to printing and 
advertising, copying voters’ lists and simi­
lar work ; but the fund referred to, which, 
as the context shows, was a general 
fund, could not have been needed 
for such a purpose, for there was 
no candidate so poor in means or 
local friends, as to be compelled to 
come a-begging to Toronto for his purely 
legitimate expenses.- If, then, the fund 
was not needed, and therefore prima facie 
not established for a legitimate purpose, 
its object must have been a corrupt one ; 
and the context shows conclusively that 
such was the case. “We have expended 
“our strength in aiding the out-counties,” 
“ a» big push has to be made on Satur- 
“ day and Monday for the East and 
“West,” “come down handsomely," 
&c. —these expressions big with corruption 
are unmistakably the facile slang of one 
to whom corrupt funds and the task of 
raising bribery money were not strangers. 
The internal evidence of the document itself 
ia overwhelmingly in favour of the theory 
that it had a corrupt object and intent, 
and cannot be reasonably explained away 
oh the theory which Mr. Brown ad­
vances, viz.: that the fund was a very 
small one ($3,700), and that it was legiti­
mately used. Moreover, the assertion 
that $3,700 was all that the Party in 
Toronto and the “outsiders" raised by 
the several arduous processes of making 
a “big push,” “coming down hand- 
“ somely,” “ expending our strength,” 
and “ doing all we possibly can do,” 
is on the face of it untrue and 
absurd also in view of correlative evi­
dence on the general question of forming 
bribery funds. Why, in 1867, in this 
self-same constituency which Mr. Edgar 
is now contesting, Mr. Brown himself 
spent, it is alleged, $30,000 in bribery, 
and even then his friends were not ex­
hausted for they scattered money plenti­
fully that summer in subsequent elections 
elsewhere. A “ Reform ” Senator and 
bank President of this city has, it is 
well known, always given liberally to 
the Party’s corruption funds, and it is 
safe to say that as one of the “ half-a- 
“ dozen that could come down hand- 
“ somely” he alone subscribed at least 
$1,300 more than $3,700. It is absurd, 
therefore, to contend that all the 
wealthy Party men in Toronto and the 
wealthy “ outsiders” (inter aL Cook, 
of Simcoe, Walker, of London, Cameron, 
of Huron, &c.) in the Province, ex­
hausted themselves in the effort of rais­
ing $3,700. Malcolm Cameron, an 
“ outside ” pauper in comparison with 
the gentlemen we have named, once 
managed to raise $6,000 for Russell. 
And, the electors of South Ontario will 
argue, if he, single-handed, accomplished 
so much for a local bribery fund, it is 
impossible that Mr. Brown and the bank 
presidents should have been compelled by 
exhaustion to stop short at $3,700 for a 
Provincial fund. The evidence, there­
fore, shows beyond reasonable doubt 
that Mr. Brown, acting for the Party, 
collected large sums of money, amount 
not known, from the wealthy members of 
the Party, and expended it in the 
interest of the Party in the bribery 
and corruption of the electors. And with 
this act of corruption Mr. Brown’s hypo­
crisy and the Party’s hypocrisy are also 
proven, for while the Globe and its friends 
were “ expending all their strength” 
and 11 doing all that they possibly could” 
to raise money wherewith to bribe the 
people, they were at the same time de­
nouncing the wickedness of their op­
ponents, and holding themselves up as 
the great and only champions of electoral 
purity. In evidence of this, here is an 
extract from an article which appeared in 
Mr. Brown’s journal on the day after he 
wrote the “big push" note to Mr. 
Simpson ; it is not unlikely, in 
fact, that both were written by 
the same pen on the same day ; 
“ The Ministry have deliberately set 
■1 about the business of buying them- 
“ selves into power, and nothing will be 
“ left untried to make that effort success- 
1 ‘ fuL The great mass of the electors are

THE REPRIEVE Of THE CALEDON 
MURDERER.

Last fall a coloured man- named 
Whim, living in the County Wi

was returning at a late hour in the night 
from a “ paring bee,” struck her down 
with a club, and threw her body into a 
welL He was arrested, tried, sentenced 
to death, and hung at Guelph ; and no­
body, so far as we know, complained of 
the course of justice.

In view of White’s fate it is impossible 
to. understand the merciful motive which 
has prompted the authorities to reprieve 
Ward, the Caledon murderer. His was 
without doubt the most fiendish crime 
ever brought to light in this country. He 
fell in love with, or rather was suddenly 
consumed with lust for the person of, a 
young English girl who was an emigrant 
on the snip m which he returned 
from a visit to the Old Country 
some two years ago. He met 
her-subsequently on the boat between 
Toronto and Niagara and married her a 
short time afterwards. From her wed­
ding day until the night she was cut up 
and burnt by her husband, her life was a 
shocking agony ; in feet the only plea 
that can be entered on behalf of Ward is 
that he mercifully ended her torture even 
though the means he adopted were cruel 
and barbarous beyond description. 
She left him for a time, but 
the - brute decoyed her back to 
him only to resume with more consum­
mate skill the process of torture. When 
she lay sick in oed, he would jump on 
her and pound her unmercifully. When 
she got up and dragged herself about the 
house doing her work, he would approach 
her as if to kiss her, and when she turned 
her face to his believing that after all he 
had a heart, he would spit, on her 
and fell her to the earth. It 
was proved in Court that this 
friendless girl endured these and 
other tortures which cannot be mentioned 
for weeks and months, hoping against 
hope that some day or other the brute 
would die out of him. At last, a good 
angel, for in this case only a good angel 
could have advised murder, prompted 
him to put an end to her indescribable 
misery. How hé made away with her, 
the Brampton Conservator tells us in his

“ This morning (Friday), before daybreak 
Sheriff Broddy and hie men proceeded to 
the gaol to take the prisoner to the station 
and thence to Kingston. The villain offered 

nderaUe resistance to his removal. He
even struck the constable and acted in a 
manner that plainly indicated that if any 
show for escape presented itself he was rea­
dy to take advantage of it. He was securely 
ironed before leaving. He made a confes­
sion the details of which are too horrible 
and sickening to appear in public print. He 
says he took the knife into bed on the night 
of the murder, and
* * cut his poor wife’s throat and
then tried to cut her into pieces and bum 
the parte so as to destroy all traces of the 
hellish deed.”

Since this incarnate fiend has been re­
prieved it would be a cruel injustice to 
hang any criminal who may be condemn­
ed hereafter. The abolition of capital 
punishment is after this a necessity of

THE ENDURANCE OF LOCAL 
CHARACTER.

The London Globe recalls the many 
revolutions that Constantinople has wit­
nessed, and mentions the fact-that of the 
thirty-three sovereigns who have held 
despotic rule there since the foundation of 
the Empire by Othman in 1288, no less 
than thirteen lost their thrones by violent 
means, while eight of these at the same 
time lost their lives. It is not, how­
ever, to be supposed that these revolu­
tions of the palace are peculiar to and 
distinctive of Turkish or Mahometan 
rule. The revolutions of Constantinople 
merely continue, with but little variation, 
those which marked the Middle Ages. 
In the records of palace intrigue, of the 
corruption and cunning of Prime 'Min­
isters, of the feebleness and incapacity of 
the Monarch, we seem to be only reading 
over again the history of the Byzantine 
Emperors. For the council chamber we 
have to substitute the divan, for the 
gyntecum the seraglio, for the Patriarch 
the Sheik ul Islam ; but the policy of the 
Byzantine Turk is, after all, not very 
different from that of the Byzantine 
Greek, and the fate of an Abdul or a 
Mustapha is only separated by a narrow 
distinction from that of a Comnbnus or 
a Palæoloous.

Our London contemporary helps to 
put public opinion on the right track by 
drawing timely attention to an historical 
truth of great importance. _Not only the 
particular fact as regards the Empire of 
the Constantines and the Othmans, but 
the general truth of the endurance of 
local character, is of interest, and should 
engage the consideration of the states­
man, as it certainly must receive that of 
the historian who would construct for 
future ages an intelligible record of events. 
In the French and the Germans of to-day 
we see the broad, enduring characteristics 
of the Gauls and the Teutons whom 
Tacitus described many centuries ago ; 
and what was written of the Celt before 
his conversion to Christianity remains in 
a general way true of him up to the pre­
sent time. The irruption and permanent 
settlement of so many hundred thousand 
Mahometans must have changed to some 
extent the general character of the popula­
tion living between the lower Danube and 
the Mediterranean ; but in truth the 
conquerors and the conquered had much 
in common, and but for the difference, in 
religion might have harmonized as well as 
different semi-civilized tribes generally do 
when thrown together. It has been well 
remarked that the Turk is no more an in­
terloper in Europe than the Serb, the 
Slav, or the Magyar, a truth of history 
which is too apt to be forgotten.

A due consideration of the endurance 
of local character might sober the enthu­
siasm of those who think that if only the 
Turks were driven across the Bosphorus, 
or put under Slav rule, South-Eastern 
Europe would forthwith subside into 
peace and quietness. There is every 
reason for believing, rather, that 
the end of Turkish rule would be 
the beginning of wars and fightings 
among the various Christian popula­
tions themselves. It is English policy, 
we see, to let the Turk remain in Europe, 
but at the same time to put him on his 
good behaviour, and, as we may say, 
standing over him rod in hand, to compel 
him to live peaceably with his Christian 
neighbour. There are those who say that 
this cannot be done, but England has a 
gigantic interest in the solution of the 
problem, and must try long and hard ere 
giving it up as impossible. Queen Vic­
toria has under her rule more followers 
of the Prophet than Sultan Murad has 
under his to-day ; and it is sound Eng­
lish policy to bring about in Turkey that 
peaceful living together of Christian and 
Mahometan which must be achieved in 
India if the British Empire there is to 
last. We have Scriptural ground of hope 
for the conversion to Christianity of aU 
peoples and nations under Heaven, but 
the New Testament does not give us war­
rant for forcing conversions at the point 
of the sword, or for exterminating 
whole nations of unbelieyers. The

Sroblem of establishing a mode of 
ving for Christians along with 
unconverted or semi-civilized races 

is one that England his specially 
taken in hand ; and it is a task that, 
either for good, or evil, but for gdtxL -as 
we hope, she has so firmly undertaken 
that duty will not permit her now to

shrink from it or to let it go. Its suc­
cessful accomplishment in- Turkey, if 
that be possible, would tell greatly in 
favour of similar success in India ; though 
failure in the former should not after all 
make us despair of the latter. The 
latest news, it must be admitted, is not 
promising ; for we hear of excesses on 
the part of the Turks that if not speedily 
stopped will render it impossible for Eng­
land to stand between them and the 
Muscovite. Her interest in the problem 
we have indicated is a large one, and we 
may all wish, in great part for the sake 
of India, that its solution in Europe may 
be found possible. Should the Turk 
prove utterly blind, however, and deaf to 
all good counsel, he may some of these 
days be left to hia fate, in which case the 
brutal, unreasoning master will by dint 
of lead and cold iron be crushed into the 
form of a crouching slave.

A TERRA INCOGNITA.
A week or two ago the Brant Union, 

commenting on the shooting of the 
burglar Fleming by Mr. Brock, which 
happened near Cainsville the night of May

murderers, who planned and made ar­
rangements there for many wicked deeds 
that were done elsewhere, even at a con­
siderable distance. Hamilton, Brantford, 
London, and Sarnia were spoken of as 
regular rendezvous of the gang, and 
both the Pettit robbery in the County of 
Hal ton and the Monaghan murder in the 
County of Lambton were set down as 
their work. The shooting affair near 
Cainsville, on the Hamilton road, is so 
remarkable an episode that the story will 
bear telling over again, and there are de­
tails in it which may well command more 
of public attention than they appear to 
have yet received. On the night men­
tioned three masked men entered the 
residence of Mr. G. Brock, gardener, on 
the Hamilton road, two miles from Brant­
ford, by breaking in the back door. Mr. 
Brock gave battle to the thieves. Two 
of them retreated, but the other one got 
Brock down and was choking him, when 
Mrs. Brock came to his assistance and

C”ed the thief off her husband and 
ded Brock his gun. The latter fired 

before rising to his feet, the charge hit­
ting the thief in the body. He tried 
to get away but fell before get­
ting clear of the premises. A 
doctor was sent for, but could render 
no assistance. The man died early 
on the morning of the 24th.„ Ho gave 
his name as Fleming, and although no­
body in Brantford acknowledged his 
acquaintance, it was strongly suspected 
that he was an American stranger, some­
times bearing the name of Smith, who 
was in connection with the Canadian 
gang. The strangest part of the story, 
as told by our Brantford contempora y, 
is yet to come. Popular suspicion at 
once placed two notorious characters as 
his confederates, and on Tuesday morn­
ing, the week following, it was hinted 
that another man had died from a gun­
shot wound in the neck, in the Indian 
woods. This man’s name was given as 
Bartram, and he was one of those who 
were supposed to have been in Fleming’s 
company on the night that Mr. Brock’s 
house was entered. The doctors who 
operated on the dead man Bartram 
made no disclosures. They were mysteri­
ously called from their residences and 
taken to a spot they could not or would 
n'ot recognize, and there waited upon 
their patient. The doctors were taken at 
different times—one from Ancaster and 

i Onondaga. From the latter all 
that is known is that a man in the Indian 
woods died from what appeared to be a 
gunshot wound in the neck. Before dying 
this man gave his name as John Bartram, 
and confessed that Pauoe (or Foss) and 
Smith (Fleming, also" known as Tyler) 
were with him on the night of the Cains­
ville tragedy. The dying njan said that 
Smith—who was known as “Samson” 
among his chums—was a “ game b——r,” 
but that Pauce was a coward, and was 
the first man to run. Bartram said that 
it was the second shot that struck him ; 
after being shot he said he walked around 
the clover patch to confuse the tracks. 
As far as can be ascertained that is all he 
said, his last words being that “ Smith 
“ was a game boy." Bartram’s death 
was caused by mortification setting in 
from the wound in his neck.

The other day the Expositor took up the 
cudgels for its own town, and vigorously 
denied that Brantford was a refuge and 
rendezous for thieves and bad characters 
generally, though allowing that the de­
scription might apply to a part of the 
Indian reservation and neighbourhood. 
The Pettit robbery it maintained was 
planned and carried out by Hamilton 
roughs altogether, and of the three men 
accused of the Monaghan murder it had 
been shown that one only belonged to 
Brantford, while two belonged to 
Lendon. A report to the effect that 
public opinion around Cainsville had been 
so much in sympathy with the burglars 
that Mr. Brock had to sell out and leave 
the place was characterized as “ quite 
" erroneous.’’

As to the Pettit robbery the Expositor 
is undoubtedly right in setting it down as 
a Hamilton expedition altogether, while 
the Monaghan affair still awaits such 
elucidation as a trial before a jury can 
give it. But those who know the Middle- 
port and Indian Reservation neighbour­
hood, and who remember the ancient fame 
of the “ Grand river swamp,” lying south 
of the stone road between Brantford and 
Hamilton, will not feel a bit incredulous 
as to the existence of a very formidable 
ang or community of desperadoes in the 
istrict referred to, the location of 

which we will endeavour to indicate. The 
village of Middleport is situated on the 
north or left bank of the Grand river, 
about six miles above Caledonia. Now, 
if from this point or near to it we draw a 
line up the river, extending it to Cains­
ville, which is on the macadamized road, 
three miles east of Brantford, thence nearly 
east along the Hamilton road until within 

few miles of Ancaster village, and 
thence across country nearly north to 
Middleport again, we shall have enclosed 
a sort of terra incognita, lying within 
easy distance of Hamilton gaol one way, 
and of Brantford gaol the other way, but 
which is nevertheless a locality that a 
constable in search of a criminal will 
enter only at his peril. We would not 
do injustice to the many worthy people 
who have within the limits above roughly 
laid down subdued the forest and made 
comfortable homes for themselves ; but 
none know better than they do, as indeed 
none have so good reason for deploring, 
the presence near to them or in their 
midst of a large number of lawless and 
dangerous men. Through the district 
we have outlined no main road runs, and 
if any of our readers having the oppor­
tunity will enquire in Hamilton, Ancas­
ter, Middleport, or Brantford concerning 
it, they will be astonished to find how little 
is known of it, and how difficult it is to' 
get any trustworthy information concern­
ing this dangerous ground. In this district 
is included portions of three townships, 
Brantford and Onondaga, in the County 
of Brant, and Ancaster, in the County 
of Wentworth. The far greater part of 
it is, however, in the County of Brant, 
which contains also the Indian Reserva­
tion, and it is believed that the greater 
number of the law-defying gang referred 
to live much nearer to Middleport than 
to either Cainsville to the north-west or 
Ancaster to the north-east. The Indian 
Reservation consists of the township of 
Tuscarora and a narrow strip off the west 
end of the township of Oneida, the lat­
ter township being in the County of 
Haldimand, and lies on the right bank or 
farther side of the Grand river from here ; 
with in addition two very small reserva­
tions on this side of the river, one near 
to Middleport and the Tuscarora church, 
in the township of Onondaga, and the 
other around the Mohawk church in the 
township of Brantford. There are no 
longer any “ Indian woods” on the north­
east side of the river, though the town­
ship of Onondaga on that side, which 
was sold to white settlers more than 
thirty years ago, is by the Ancaster 
townshipjpeople still spoken of as the 
“ Indian'land.” The “Indian woods” 
are in Tuscarora, on the south-west side 
of the river, and very frequently furnish 
a hiding place for horse-thieves, burglars, 
and other desperate characters, though 
very much against the will of the In­
dians themselves, who. would be glad in­
deed if the “ Si-go-ye-nss,” or con­
stable, would do nis duty, and rid 
their territory of the unwelcome 
intruders. Meantime there are always 
a few “ bad Indians,” more or less, who 
are but too willing to take lessons from 
their evil white instructors in horse­
stealing, cheating at cards, and other

iniquities. There is now a considérai* 
section of the 'County of Brant in whieh 
a constable attempting the arrest of a 
criminal would be in great danger, and 
where it can ecareely be said that the 
Queen’s writ runs. Upon the Brant­
ford officials lies the duty of removing 
this reproach from their county, and # 
need be they ahould receive the energetic 
assistance of the Provincial Government.

In the House of Commons on June 9th an 
important statement regarding the position 
et the Eastern Question was made by the 
Prime Minister. In reply to the Marquis of 
Ffartington. Mr. Disraeli said that papers 
with reference to affairs in Turkey would be 
laid on the table at the earliest possible mo­
ment He added that the memorandum 
speed to by the Northern Powers at Berlin 
had been withdrawn in the meantime, but 
her Majesty's Government were acting with 
the Great Powers, and he hoped successfully, 
ia the interests jof peace. There was a com­
pute understanding that no undue pressure 
should be pat on the new Sovereign of 
Turkey, and that he and his counsellors 
•koala have time to mature their measures 
and their foreign policy. Sultan Murad had 
U ised by England, and her

in the “ great 
“ Christian system, the Trinity, and the 
“ Incarnation,” that is to sayf the Pro­
testant Evangelical school In the fourth 
place, we have the Theistic school, who, 
rejecting all known systems of dogma, are 
believers in a moral governor of the uni­
verse. The fifth and last classification is 
the Negative school, under which Mr. 
Gladstone aggregates Scepticism, 
Atheism, Agnosticism, Secularism, Re­
vived Paganism, Materialism, Pantheism, 
and Positivism. Mr. Gladstone con­
fines his classification to the currents of 
thought within Christian communities, 
holding that the ruling, influence cornea 
from these, and therefore he says 
nothing about Mahometanism or Buddh­
ism, believing them to be in a state of 
decline and decay. It would be èaey on 
logical grounds to criticize his divisions, 
but our sole object is to give an idea of 
the last contribution of Mr. Gladstone 
to religious literature.

Of the main divisions, the first is be­
fore the others in numerical extent, “ its 
“ ostensible numbers equalling those of 
“ the second and third taken together.” 
The fourth and fifth scarcely exist in 
communities—that is in churches or 
congregations at all. The Ultramontane 
system is “ the most elastic, the most 
“ closely knit, and the most highly cen- 
“ tralized organization,” and derives its 
origin from “an unbroken succession 
“ from Christ and his Apostles.” But 
though the personal succession is un­
broken the same is not true of the 
traditions, especially since the Council 
of 1870 imported- “at a stroke” 
fundamental changes. Mr. Gladtone 
states, in a remarkably pregnant para­
graph, the strength of the Ultramontane 
system, its military organization, which 
is so complete that the whole body of 
truth reposes in the breast of the Pope, 
and at lus word an immense mass is put 
in motion and the energy of a closely 
serried organization called into activity. 
The weaknesses of the Ultrflhontane 
system are its “ hostility to mental free- 
“ dom, its incompatibility with modern 
“ civilization,” its “ pretensions against 
“ the State,” and against “ parental and 
“ conjugal rights,” its jealously of the 
Holy Scripture, the, alienation of 
educated minds, “ its detrimental 
“ effects on the comparative strength 
“ and morality of the states in which it 
“ has sway,” and finally its “ tendency to 
“ sap veracity in the individual mind.”

Next comes the Historical School, who 
recognize no final authority subordinate 
to that of the United Church, who be­
lieve in an Historical Church, constitu­
tional rather than despotic, with “its 
“faith long aw immutably and to all 
“ appearance adequately defined/* having 
for its following the Eastern Churches, 
the Liberal Catholics, and the Old 
Catholics, and its best literature in the 
classical theology of the English Church. 
A significant sentence or two enable us 
to understand what Mr. Gladstone’s 
own position is. “ These principles are 
“ treated by many who view them from 
“ an exterior standing point, for example 
“ by Lord Macaulay, as the ‘ crotchets 
“ ‘ of the High Church Party.’ But 
“ it is an established fact of history, that 
“ ‘ the High Church Party’ is but another 
“ name, rough perhaps, but true, for the 
“ influence which has moulded the 
“ theology of the English Church, or 
“ rather of the Anglican Churches, 
“ from the reign of Queen Elizabeth 
“ down to the present hour.” The 
strength of this system lies in its hold on 
antiquity and on the authority of the 
fathers ; in respect for history and men­
tal freedom, and in the moderation of 
its views. The weaknesses of the histori­
cal school are, however, marked. The 
adherents, though believing in theoreti­
cal unity, sure de facto severed one from 
another, and in most cases from nearly 
the whole of Christendom. While 
acknowledging the authority of the 
Church, it cannot lay its finger on the 
swift executive of authority, and though 
allowing Holy Scripture to be supreme, 
interposes in controverted subjects be­
tween the Divine Word and the indi­
vidual mind. It wants simplicity and 
directness, and in times of revolutionary 
excitement, its adherents are apt to dis­
appear “like the Presbyterians before 
“ Cromwell.”

The third of the great powers is Pro­
testant Evangelicalism, to the character 
and power of which Mr. Gladstone does 
full justice. The fourth power is that 
of Theism, and the essayist is con­
scious of the change of climate, and 
after a discussion of its past and present, 
he declares his conviction that if once 
belief were attenuated to Theism, its 
residue would easily fall a prey to the 
destroyer. The fifth and last general 
division is dealt with by Mr. Gladstone 
in the same explanatory, and, we confess 
we are forced to say, somewhat fruitless, 
style as the others, if we except what he 
says of Materialism. In regard to this he 
says he finds in it no answer to the fol­
lowing difficulties. In the world, in addi­
tion to material powers, we have pre­
sented to us “ objects and powers in­

cluding what is wholly different in
fashion and operation from matter.” 

If upon a materialistic basis we can have
Hamlet” and “Macbeth,” the works 

of Aristotle, the Divina Commedia, &o., 
what is to prevent all that theology has 
taught us being reared in the unseen 
world Î Thus Materialism would join 
hands with Orthodoxy. These remarks 
hold good in regard to one form of 
Materialism ; another form of Material­
ism seems to exclude Deity from the 
world of mind and of man and general 
life.

Why has Mr. Gladstone made these 
“ charts" of religious thought ? Echo 
must answer or else we must wait for his 
second paper. Those who were interested 
in such subjects will scarcely rise wiser 
from the perusal of his essay, and we 
may safely predict that no one not al­
ready initiated will get through it. His 
conclusion is that though some may be 
able to live on half ethereal aliment the 

is of mankind require substantial 
spiritual fare, a conclusion in which most 
.will agree, without being able to see why 
they were carried over such a long jour­
ney.

POLLUTION OF RIVERS.

CANADIAN FISHERIES.
The Times in a notice of the report of the 

Commissioner of Fisheries for the Dominion, 
observes that the large decrease last year is 
alarming, and threatens to be continued, 
unless special means are taken to check over­
fishing, and to afford an opportunity for the 
restoration of the stock. In every case the 
practical lesson afforded by the report is 
well worthy of study by those who are in­
terested in the protection of the fisheries on 
the British side of the Atlantic.

THRIFT AMONG THE WORKING CLASSES.
The Earl of Shaftesbury, speaking at the 

annual dinner of the St Giles Friendly 
Sxfiety, observed ùe was anxious to see 
thrift and economy instituted among the 
working people. Nothing was more benefi­
cial The nation on the other side of the 
water had set os a wonderful example. The 
French peasantry had lower wages than the 
English, and yet they saved so largely that 
only a short time ago, when it was neces­
sary to raise a loan of nearly 200 millions 
sterling to pay the indemnity to the German 
Empire, a large portion was raised from 
among the peasantry. They were wonder­
fully economical especially m the matter of 
food, and out of six francs per week as 
wages, they even saved something. The 
noble earl reminded the working classes 
that they were the architects of their own 
fortunes, and said their richer neighbours 
oonld not lift them out of the mire—they 
could simply render them assistance.

EMIGRATION CONTROVERSIES.
Emigration agents in Britain mdst be hav­

ing somewhat a hard time at present, for 
newspapers are teeming with unfavour- 

» reports, contained either in letters from 
colonies or in communications from re­

commencing with New Zealand, we find 
a letter in a daily paper from Mr. Scotland, 
barrister, and member of the New Zealand 
Legislature. He writes in connection with 
a letter we gave some time ago in The Mail 
from the rector of Otago, a letter which Mr. 
Scotland says has caused floods of abuse to 
be poured on the head of that gentleman, 
ana he continues “ I am not at all sur­
prised at this, and am quite prepared to 
near that Mr. Grant’s letter has raised 
against him a howl of indignation in other 
and lees in significant portions of the colony, 
where, however, people are none the less 
haters of the troth and lovers of darkness 
rather than of light The tyranny of opin­
ion in these little low-toned democracies is 
crushing. However, I fully sympathise 
with Mr. Grant and am delighted to find 
that, amid the almost universally pre­
vailing corruption and servility, there 
can be found even one large-hearted man 
with moral courage to caution honest working- 
people in the Old Country against tweaking 
up their homes and seeking to improve their 
condition in a land where they are almost 
certain to meet with disappointment, and 
may possibly have to endure something in­
finitely worse. As to the troth of what 
Mr. Grant says about the female immigrants 
I am not in a condition to pronounce an 
opinion ; all I can say is that I hear occa­
sionally most frightful reports of the amount 
of degradation at present prevailing in 
Auckland and Dunedin, the two largest 
towns in the colony. I am quite certain 
that, taken as a body, the immigrants 
brought to our shores at the public expense 
have been of the right sort ; and if discon­
tent prevails among them it is entirely owing 
to the misrepresentations of the Government 
officials, whereby they have been led to ex- 
pect fancy wages and all sorts of fine things, 
which, on arrival here, they soon find exist 
only in the imagination of those agents. 
Workingmen in good employment at home 
had better remain there, as colonial shop- 
keepers are, as a rule, perfect harpies, and 
nominally higher wages, even when obtain­
ed, are a delusion where a man has to pay 8e 
or 10s a week, as in this province, as rent for 
a miserable shanty, only fit for a stable or 
poultry house. In short, the cream of every­
thing has been long ago taken off by the old 
settlers, and if the new-comers are invited 
to join them, it is only for the purpose of 
«nahling the said old settlers the more 
easily to pay the interest upon the millions 
of money borrowed so recklessly and fritter­
ed away so scandalously upon flimsy public 
works, an almost universally corrupt, disre­
putable press, and a whole host of equally 
corrupt political adventurers. Mr. Grant is

We are 
not writing on behalf of any trade union, or 
on behalf of any particular combination of 
labour whatsoever, but as the society of 
which we are members is composed of those 
following a variety of trades, and se many of 
us have been in this country for eome years, 
we consider ourselves qualified to mis an 
opinion on the prospects emigrants nave in 
coming to Canada at tiie present time. We 
are just now emerging from a winter that 
has been as remarkable for its mildness as it 
has been remarkable fat its commercial doll- 
ness, and though business and consequently 
the demand for labour is better now than it 
has been, it is far from being in a satisfac­
tory condition. The slight improvement 
which there is in the demand for labour is 
more to be attributed to the natural change 
of the seasons than to any very reassuring 
change in business matters. Owing to the 
length and severity of Canadian win fere, so 
much work has to be crowded into and ac­
complished in the summer time that there is 
always, even" in the dullest of times, • 
greater or less demand for labour in the 
spring, and as the present demand, though 
better than it has been, ia far lew, st a 
greatly reduced remuneration, than it has 
been tor the same period far years past, it

disappointment to the
of those emigrating- Mechanics 
emigrating to this country should not forget 
that many branches of trade are entirely 
suspended during the winter season, whilst 
dnlness is characteristic of all during the 
same period, and when the earnings of seven 
or eight months have to be spread over 
twelve, it leaves very little margin to work 
on, with a positive advantage of English 
over Canadian wages. We have no desire 
to hinder any one from oeming here on ac­
count of any benefit that may aocroe to our­
selves from so doing, but associating with 
bonâ fide working men ourselves, we have 
recently met with so many cases of destitu­
tion amongst recently arrived mechanics, 
that we wish to warn our fellow country­
men from breaking up house and home, 
leaving kindred and acquaintances, to come 
to a country already overstocked.

Afterwards comes on the stage “ D. S.,” 
who, under the head of “To and from 
Canada,” takes the Belfast News into his 
confidence respecting his experiences in this 
quarter. “ D. S.” Writes “ I, with se­
veral others from Derry, went to Canada to 
earn a livlihood better than they were en­
joying in Ireland, but were somewhat dis­
appointed, as it was by very hard work they 
were able to make ends meek One of our 
number got so disgusted with a three 
months’ residence in the country that he 
spent his whole savings in baying a ticket 
for home, yet he was one of the class spe­
cially invited to that country, as he was an 
agricultural labourer ! Tbs others tried to 
stand their ground and give the eeuntry a 
fair trial but they ultimately gave up, i 
after another returning home, with tne ___ 
ception of one besides myself, who remained 
over three years, and he will remain th< 
for ever, as he is now lying in the Necropo­
lis Cemetery. Such is Irish life in Canada. 
Those gentlemen engaged in writing np the 
emigration question, always be sure and give 
a very foil description of the advantages ob­
tained by Canadian emigration, but they 
merely give a shadow of toe disadvantages 
derived from a residence in that coun­
try, from a sun-stroke to a frost-bite, 
the disagreeable mosquito, the destroy- 
ing potato-bug and grasshopper, all of 
which tend to make Canada any­
thing but a pleasant country to live 
in. When a person who has been out

The Admiralty has provisionally charter­
ed a large number of merchant vessels and 
steamers at Bristol which, with their crews, 
are to be immediately placed at the disposal 
of the Government in the event of war.

The excitement caused in London by the 

robbery of Gainsborough’s picture of the 
Duché* of Devonshire has hardly subsided 
before an equally extraordinary theft is 
reported. Some unprincipled persons have 
carried off the “ bnmping-stone” of toe 
parish of St. George’s-in-the-Esst. When, 
how or with what object this atrocious act 
was committed ie s mystery. The absence 
of the stone, it appears, was not discovered 
until the parish was “perambulated” the 
other day, when the usual process of 
“ bumpfag, ’’ which adds so much to the 
interest and romance of tiie occasion of beat­
ing the bounds, had necessarily to be 
omitted. The matter formed the subject of 
discussion st s meeting of the St. George s- 
in-tbe-Esst vestry, when the surveyor, in 
answer to inquiries, made tiie startling 
statement that “he had not missed the 
stone, but would give the subject his atten­
tion.

Al the Scarborough County Court the 
other day, Dr. Rablah, physician, practicing 
at Scarborough, sued a number of persons 
for varions sums dne to him for medical at­
tendance. In the oouree of the hearing of 
one ef tbe o*es Dr. Rablah, in reply to Mr. 
Williamson, who was engaged to conduct 
the defendant’s case, made use of the re­
mark, “ I go in for honestv ; you lawyers 
do not" The Judge (Mr. K. A. Bedwell), 
addressing the plaintiff, said “ How dare 
yon hare toe audacity to make such a re­
mark in a court of justice ? It is an offense 
for which I have the power to commit you 
to York Castle for contempt of Court, but 

«instead of doing this I shel fine you £5. and 
yon will be detained in custody until the 
money is paid. ” Dr. Rablah made two at- 
attompta to get out of Court, and at the 
second attempt he was warned by the Judge 
that if be persisted in trying to leave the 
Court he would increase the tine. The 
money was eventually brought to the Court, 
and the Doctor vu released.

One of the rare autographs recently sold 
in London was a prayer written by Dr. 
John*» on the 5th December, 1784, a week 
before his -death. It is written with a 
tremulous hand on a folded half sheet, and 
begins, “ Almighty and merciful Father, I 
am now, as to human eyes it seems, about 
commemorate for the last time the death of 
Thy Son Jens Christ” It fetched $50. 
Another was a letter from Oliver Cromwell 
to Col Wilton, dated 5th July, 1644, just 
after tbe battle of Maroton Moor, and be­
ginning, “ Truly, England and the church 
of God bath had a great favour from the 
Lord fa this great Victoria, given unto us 
such as the like never was since this world 
begung.” It fetched $150. A letter of 
Ctariw L, was written after the battle of 
Nasaby, brought $300: “ I wffl suffer all 
extraautiea,” he says, “ than ever to aban­
don my religion, than to give my cornent to 
any each allowance of popery as must evi­
dently bring destruction to that profession 
whidh by the grace of God I ahaü ever main­
tain through all extremities.At thTfSt sitting toe other day of the

The indictment
having been read, the prisoners were asked 
whether their signatures appended to the de­
positions put to were genuine. In reply 
they acknowledged the signatures to bo 
their own, but urged that, “being harrassed 
and worn out with fatigue, they had signed 
the depositions in order to obtain rest, and 
without quite realizing what they were 
doing. ’' In some of the provincial prisons 
in Roemelia it is the practice to extort con­
fessions from prisoners by keepmg them on 
their feet and withholding food and water 
from them until they admit their guilt. 
To prevent them from sitting down * guard 
with fixed bayonets, which is relieved at in- 
vals, is placed over the supposed criminals ; 
and the system, it is stated, has never been 
known to fail, although seme prisoners have 
held ont for thirty-six hours. The tribunal 
perhaps not attaching much importance to 
oonfearioes elicited in this fashion, acquitted 
five ont of the seven Bulgarians, and sen­
tenced two only to a long term of imprison-
