Hand of Teamster Made Alive 
by Skill

When e teamster, who had come In­
to Montreal to work in a machine 
mop, stumbled against a steel-cutting, 
circular saw, that perfect piece of 
machinery obediently bit through 
every fraction of bone and flesh pre­
sented to Its Iron teeth, end the man's 
hand, cut through the back at the 
■wrist, hong limp and helpless. The 
superintendent bound stout cord above 
the worker’s wrist, made a rough tour­
niquet of a pen holder, and 'phoned up 
the general hospital. Within seven 
minutes, the ambulance pulled up at 
the factory doors, and live minutes 
later the teamster was in the big out­
patient hall of the general, where 
some 400 men, women, and children, 
all poor people, patiently waited at­
tention.

A nurse assisting, the teamster’s hand 
gnd half his arm were put Into an arti­
ficial swoon, so to speak, all i 
(toilng evlçted like" bed tenaj 
10wW a series of most dell cal 
tionn One half of the severed ten- 
done, elastic as rubber, had leaped up 
the teamster’s arm ; the other half had 
been drawn towards the Unger tips 
like cables that have snapped In deep- 
sea water, these tendons had first to 
he located, then Joined together an* 
sutured. To pull these elastic fibres 
into position, sharp Incisions were 
made In the. arm and hand, so that 
the pincers could enter, grip them end 
stretch them ouL It was a splendid 
ipat of surgery, by which » man’s 
nxbt hand, dead and useless, was re- 
|mhued with life, restored to action, 
rescued from total Inanition.
