RETURN FROM TOUR OF INSPEC­

TION
H. A. Craig of tile TfqVidciuF Depart­

ment dt Agiknltnre and Xl. McTCillican, 
of the wed division of the Dominion de­
partment of agriculture, have returned 
to Edmonton from a five weeks tour of 
the north country, when seen by a Bul­
letin representative this morning, Mr. 
Craig, recounted some of the experiences 
of the trip. On . leaving Athabasca 
landing, the party of three, which -'n- 
cluded Mr. Martin, the representative of 
the education department, proceeded 15* 
niilcs by trout. The Midnight Sun is said 
to Ik* a fairly well equipped boat mak­
ing the run of the Cesser Slave river it 
the rate of five miles an Hour. The pas­
sage of the river is interrupted Try a 
cross portage of twenty miles when an­
other boat of the Northern Navigation 
company is taken- for the remainder of 
the river. The course is tortuous in the 
extreme and so narrow in places that it 
is impossible to turn the boat.

"The trip aeross the Cesser Slave 
Lake to Shaw’s Point on the northwest 
shore is very pleasant," says Mr. Craig, 
“barring the mosquitoes. The lake 
abounds in white fish nnd wild ducks."

Prom Shaw's Point the party took the 
overland trip of 500 miles to T-esser 
Slave Lake which is a settlement of 300 
people, largely halt breeds. Here are 
Iinman Catholic andx English missions, 
each having good farms and comfort­
able buildings. The half breed children 
are cared for here and taught English 
while their parents are out on the hunt. 
From Lesser Slave Lake a portage of 
10 miles on saddle horses was made to 
Peace River Crossing. The roads were in 
terrible shape and the rain came down 
in torrents during the last forty miles. 
From here to Dunvegan the trip was 
made in a rig.

At Dnnvegan Messrs. Craig and Me- 
Killiean decided to return and Mr. Mar­
tin .who was joined here by Mr. Fraser 
of the public works department, floated 
down the Peace river in a raft to Fort 
Vermilion.

Mr. Craig says that there are in Dun- 
vegan at present the remnant of the 
Beaver tribe, and he succeeded in get­
ting a photograph of the chief who has 
hut two followers. The pure bred In­
dians are a highly independent type, 
nnd have plenty of food. They spend 
their time in moose hunting and fishing 
hut make no pretense of fanning.

The meetings which were held.along 
the ronte, were well attended there lie- 
ing between forty and eighty settlers 
present on each occasion. Mr. Craig 
spoke on the general care 6f live stock 
and Mr. McKillican addressed the meet­
ings on general fanning.

During the trip a careful study of the 
agricultural condition of the country 
was made and a full report will he sub­
mitted to the department in a few 
days.

letin giving information as to the pro­
cedure to be followed to obtain t*es 
uiidr the co-operative scheme under 
which the government of the dominion 
undertakes to furnish to the farmers 
o£ the prairie provinces treys free of 
cost for planting shelter belts and 
wood lots.

The department has up to the pres­
ent distributed over eleven million

itoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta. Any­
one who has seen an unsheltered farm 
in the open, and the contrast between 
it and the beautiful, homelike appear­
ance of a home sheltered by trees,must 
appreciate the value of the work which 
is being done by the department. The 
illustrations, with which the bulletin 
is well supplied, show in a graphic 
and interesting way the results of the 
planting of trees on farms jn the west­
ern provinces, and any person who 
sees them will be convinced that great 
good is being accomplished by this 
enterprise on the part of the govern­
ment.

Two Edmonton cases wilt be argued 
before the Supreme Court of Canada at 
Ottawa, in October having been appealed 
from the Supreme Court en bane of 
Alberta. These are an appeal by the 
plaintiff, J. O’Neil Hayes, in the ease of 
Hayes vp. Day and an appeal by the 
plaintiff Wm. R. Peters, in the ease of 
Peters vs. Perras. O. M. Biggar of the 
law firm Of Short, Cross & Biggar is ap­
pearing for the plaintiff aud appellant 
in both cases.

Hayes vs. Day.
The case of J. Hayes vs. Day is an old 

one, arising from a transaction be­
tween the litigants in 1901. The plaintiff* 
is J. O’Neil Hayes, a real estate agent 
of Edmonton, and tlie defendant E. W. 
Day of Daysland.

According to the statement; of claim 
the plaintiff agreed in March, 1901 to 
purchase certain lands, 200,000 acres or 
less, for the defendant, and was to re­
ceive 33 1-3 per. acre for the purchase. 
The plaintiff selected 123,000 acres in 
townships 45, 10 and 47 in ranges 14, 15 
and 10, west of the 1th meridian, and 
claimed that he was entitled to receive 
$11,060. none of which lias been paid.

The defendant, E. W. Day, denied tlie 
allegations, and stated that he did not 
agree with the , plaintiff that in the 
event of the plaintiff selecting certain 
lands lie would pay 33 -l-3c per acre. The 
plaintiff had not selected 123,000 acres of 
land for him,and had been fully paid 
for all services he had rendered the de­
fendant.

The case was heard before Chief Jus­
tice Sifton in 1907 at the Supreme Court 
here. In giving judgment he stated 
that there was a. dispute to the conversa­
tion which took place between the 
plaintiff and defendant, as a result of 
which the laud was purchased. As the 
evidence of the plaintiff, Hayes, was 
corroborated by that of the witness 
Bull, he gave judgment for the plaintiff 
for $9,666.66 for purchasing 29,000 acres.

The defendant, E. \Y. Day, appealed 
froin the decision of the chief justice 
and the appeal was lizard by the Su­
preme Court en bane here in April. 
Tho appeal was allowed with costs, Mr. 
Justice «Scott and Mr. Justice Stuart fa­
voring the appeal and Mr. Justice liar- 
very opposing it. The decision of the 
chief justice was accordingly revoked. -

The plaintiff recently decided to ap­
peal the case to the, Supreme Court, of 
Canada argument will accordingly be 
heard in Ottawa in October. (>. M. Big­
gar is appearing for the. plaintiff and 
appellant- and Geo. B. Hen wood for the 
defendant and respondent.

Peters vs. Perras.
I Ini the ease of Peters vs. Perra? the 

plaintiff in the action is William it. 
Peters and the defendant Joseph Perras 
and fourteen other Morinville farmers. 
According to the statement of claim, all 
of the defendants except McLaughlin 
Brothers, promised on April 27th, 1903, 
to pay McLaughlin Brothers $1,160 in 
two years with eight per cent;, interest. 
They gave McLaughlin Brothers a note 
for this umotiut and McLaughlin 
Brothers endorsed it inid dis­
counted it, and Win. R. Peters became 
the holder of the note. XVhen the note 
came due the plaintiff presented it for 
payment, but payment was refused ami 
the note protested. He accordingly en­
tered action to recover the value of the 
note.

The defendants, other than McLaugh­
lin Brothers, claim they did not moke 
the note and are not indebted to -the 
plaintiff". Moreover, McLaughlin Broth­
ers did not endorse the note. The de­
fendants state ,however, that if they 
did make the note it was under the fol­
lowing circumstances

McLaughlin Brothers, through their 
agent, Corey, proposed to the defendants 
that they should buy a. stallion from 
him for $3,500 on the condition that 
fourteen Morinville farmers form a 
company to own the staJlion. Each far­
mer was to take a $250 share or fraction 
thereof and to pay McLaughlin Brothers 
with three notes eacli fur one-third then- 
share. The notes were not to be used 
until the company of 14 was formed and 
the stallion delivered. They claimed 
that none of the conditions were ever 
fulfilled, aiid Corey presented the notes 
to the defendants for signature, repre­
senting the same to be orders for the 
stallion and not promissory notes.

The defendants claimed, moreover, 
that Corey procured or adhibited the 
signature of William Park, who was 
not a Morinville farmer and who was 
a fictitious person. They claimed that 
tlie stallion was never delivered and the 
notes were presented to McLaughlin 
Brothers. They put in a counter claim 
asking to be freed from all liability in 
the matter.

McLaughlin Brothers deny offering to 
sell the stallion to tlie defendant for 
£3.500. r

Shot Hunting Wolves.

Neepawa, June 21.—William Mclver, 
a prosperous farmer three miles south­
west of here, who came here five years 
ago from Kearney, Parry Sound dis­
trict, accidentally shot himself dead 
last evening while going out- in pur­
suit, of wolves, which had been har­
assing his young stock. He leaves a 
wife and five children.

GRAZING PERMITS ON SCHOOL 
LANDS.

pUBLIC NOTICE is "hereby given that 
after the 1st July, 1908, the issue of 

glazing leases, of School Lands will be 
discontinued, and Gi'azing Permits is­
sued instead, except in cases where ap­
plication Ecj* a grazing lease was made 
.prior to the 1st June,. 1908.

These permits will be subject to the 
payment in advance of rental at the 
raine rate as now paid under a grazing 
lease of School Lands, namely; six cents 
per acre for .School Lands in Manitoba, 
and four cents per acre for those in 
Saskatchewan and Alberta.

The permit will not cover more than 
one year, and will expire on the 1st 
April next following fts issue, but the 
permittee will have, the prior right to a 
renewal of the same from year to year 
until such time as the Department, may 
see lit to .dispose of the land otherwise, 
provided the application foT a renewal, 
accompanied by the rental for the next 
year, is made not later than the 1st 
February next preceding the termina­
tion of the permit.

The application for a permit must bo 
accompanied by a Statutory Delaration 
on a form supplied for that purpose, as 
to the numper of stock the applicant 
owns and would graze on the land in 
tlie event of liis obtaining the required 
permit’.

On the expiration of Hie permit, the 
permittee is allowed a reasonable time 
within which to remove his fencing.
-The permittee is also entitled on pay­

ment to the Agent of Dominion Lands, 
of an office fee of fifty cents, to a free 
permit to cut whatever hay he requires 
on the land for the use of his own stock, 
but not fdr barter or sale.
