■Morris made a statement before he 
died saying that the shooting was 
purely accidental and that no perapn 
was to Iblame.

Ottawa, Ont., March 15.—The House 
of Commons rose at ten thirty tonight, 
having been in continuous session 
since three o’clock on Monday, with 
the exception of the two hours auto­
matic adjournment from six to eight 
o’clock' each day. A compromise oh 
the St. Lawrence Power Transmission 
bill a piece of private legislation, 
which had been the cause of the pro­
tracted fight, having been reached 
shortly before four o’clock, the House 
proceeded with the consideration of 
Hon. Frank Oliver’s bill to amend 
the immigration act, which was given 
a second reading and advanced in the 
committee stage.

The discussion was marked by a 
somewhat lively scene between the 
Minister of the - Interior, Glen Camp­
bell, W. .

On the second reading of Mr. 
Oliver’s bill, the minister explained 
that the chief object of the bill is to 
apply to points along the boundary 
line the sanie regulation in respect to 
exclusion which apply at ocean ports 
of entry. There were, Mr. O.iver 
said, many changes in detail, all im­
portant and calculated to carry Out 
more effectively the policy of the 
government.

An important provision of the bill 
was one which, while fully establish­
ing the right of an emigrant to show 
betore the courts the reasons why he 
should be allowed to enter the coun­
try, does not permit him to take full 
advantage of the protection of the 
courts until he has been accepted by 
the immigration officiais.

Richard Blain asked if any demands 
had been made upon the government 
to abolish assisted immigration. Mr. 
Oliver said that in so far as the gov­
ernment is concerned there is no 
such thing as assisted immigration.

Glen Campbell, in asking for infor­
mation as to the cost of the Douk- 
hobors to Canada, said that these 
people were a disgrace to civilization 
and to the government which brought 
them to Canada.

AVALANCHES IN MOUNTAINS.

Main Line of C. P. R. Blocked for 
Eighteen Hours.

Vancouver, B.C., iMar. 14—From 
early last evening till noon, today the 
main line of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way was again blocked by snow slides 
at some half dozen points, the prin­
cipal avalanches having occurred at 
Rogers’ pass, Bear creek.
