Delégates to Halifax Conference Pro-
pose Anglican Church as Centre for
Union—Training for Missionary
Work.

Halifax, N.S., Sept. 6—The Bi-Centen-
ary conference held dual meetings today.
Section ‘A’ assembled for the  discus-
sion of “Our Relationg with the Church
of -the Mother Land.” The chairman
was Bishop Hamilton of Ottawa, and
the speakers, the Rev. Prebendary Storrs
of London, the Rev. Canon Phair of
Winnipeg and others. i ;

The subjéct for consideration by Sec-
tion “B” in the Masonic hall was, “The
Evangelization of the World.” Bishop
Reeve, of Toronto, presided, and the
speakers were Profeesor Reinlander of
Cambridge, Mass.; Willoughby Cum-
mings, of Toronto; Bishop Brent and
others.

Must Educate the Missionary.

Professor Reinlander deelared -that the
education of the evangelist was the crux
of the work. There was no use leaving
behind us greater monuments of failure.
The missionary epirit must be world.
wide because we have a gospel for all.
Not only ie the call greater. It is more
exacting. Another lamb added to the
flock does not lessen the task of shep-
herding. The oveérwhelming need todav
is for the very best we can give to mis-
sions.

Bishop Brent, of the Phillipines, add-
ed that he had found in the Phillipines
that while something could be done with
the men and boys, the women and girls
were terribly shy and difficult to gurn
from the old customs. Missionary work
today must b2 the best or we must quit.

In the other section, the chairman, the
Archbishop of Ottawa, referred to the
importance of the subject, “Practical
Problems .cf the Canadian Church,” and
said, that we in Canada had yet to
learn to love the church.

NEW NATIONALISM

EX-PRESIDENT RQOSEVELT’S
STAND.

Advocates Case of People Against
Corporations—Federal Control of
Natural Resources—Opposed to
Claims of “State Rights” Advo-
cates.

St. Pa’ul, Minn., Sept. 8.—The doc-
trine of ‘“The  New Nationalism,”
which ex-President Roosevelt enun-
ciated in his speech at Oshawatemie
last week, was' set forth still more
clearly by him in his speech today
Lefore the National Conservation Con-
gress here. He declared for govern-
mental control of the country’s natu-
ral resources and in s0 doing placed
himself direptly against the advocates
of state rights, whose opposition to
the principles which he laid down has
furnished the lveliest debate of the
Conservation Congress.

Corporations to Blame,

“If it had not been for the cor-
porations’ interests, especially these
which may be described as predatory,
we would never have heard of this
yuestion of state rights,”” he declared.
And later he said: “It is not really
a question of the state against the
nation. It is really a question of the
would be necessary to rush work from
the people.”

He said the corporations were anxi-
ous to have the states take up the
work that they might escape all ef-
fective control,

The New Ngzationalism.
Ex-President Roosevelt made a
number of additions to the speech
which he had prepared for the Con-
servation Congress, mainly to em-
bhasize his stand for the ‘‘new nati-
onalism.” In speaking of the Federal
control of corporations, he said:

“In addition to the fact that the
Federal government is better able to
exact justice from the corporations,
I also believe - it is less apt to, in
some gust of popular passion, do in-
justice to them. I should like to see
the people, through the National gov-

iernment, give full justice to the cor-

orations.”
[ The Other Side of It.
He said elsewhere: “But I do not
want the National government to de-
pend only upon the good-will of the
corporations to get justice for the
people.”
Colone!  Roosevelt advocated the
drainage of swamps -and overflow
lands chiefly through the activity of
the Federal government.

Outline of His Ideas.
St. Paui, Minn., Sept. 6.—Theodore
Roosevelt's speech on “Conservation,”
delivered today at the National Con-
servation Congress, outlined his jdeas
as to conservation and he said that
where the land to be reclaimed lay
entirely within one State, it might
be well for the time, for the State
to take control of the matter.
Swamps which extend over parts of
more than one state, he said, should
be improved by the general govern-
ment, and thought it would be bet-
ier if the swamp land could be trans-
ferred back to the general govern-
ment, that they might do the drainage
work.
“All friends of censervation,” he
continued, ‘“‘should be in heartiest ag-
reement with the policy which the
President laid down in connection
with the coal, oil and_phosphate lands.
I am glad to be abler to say that at
its last session Congress finally com-
pleted the work of clearing the sur-
face’ title to the land beneath it.”
