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AWFUL NAVAL DISASTER IN

THE ROADSTEAD AT TOULON

French Battleship Liberte
Destroyed and Over 300
Sailors Killed.

Fire Reached-

Many Sailors Go to Death
“Obeying Orders of
Officers.

Toulon, TFrance, Sept. 256—Fire
broke out early tnis morning in the
ammunition hold ¢f the battleship
Liuvcgge, counted one 'of the finest ves-
sels Uf the Krench navy, and %explo-
sivns - which followed ~wrecked the
great ship and killed more than half
of the& crew of 793 officers and men.
The fite was discovered at 5 o’cloek,
At first it did not gppear to be seri-
ous, but gained great advantage over
the sguad of sailors sent to extinguish
it, an@ suddeniy, without warning, it
reached the magazines, -which nad
not been flooded @n account of ihe
apparentiy trifling nature ol the blazc,
The foxce of the explosion was terrific.
They shook the vessel fore and aft,
each pne seemingly stronger than that
preceding, cpening up great fissures
in thé armor and framework of the
vessel

Deaths Exceed Three Hundred

Thi' vessel immediately became a
mass of flame and smoke and soon, al-
most demolished by the terrific deton-
ations, sank to the bottca of Toulon
harbor. ;

At an early hour, the official esti-
mates of the number of dead ran #s
high as 500. The estimates by naval
men varied widely, but there was no
doubt that the loss .of life was more
than 300. Sccres of seamen died in
their berths. A few dozen saved
themselves' by jumping overboard.
Many of those injured. leaped into the
water and were drowned before boats
from other ships could reach them.

Two Hundred on Shore Leave.

Two hundred of the crew estaped
death owing to the fact that they
were ashore on leave. The carnage
in the explosions was worse than could
have ever occurred in an actual naval
engagement. The first crash came
when the crew was for the mcst part
dispersed in the various sections of
the vessel. They were without warn-
ing of their danger. Scores of bodies
were -hurled high into the air, accom-
panied by great fragments of the
frame work, armor, bursting shalis
and ~blinding’ suffcedting smoke ‘and
powder.

Killed as They Slept.

The men beélow, who had not vet
been awakened, were killed as they
slept. Others, awakened by the ex-
plosion, started to Jjump overboard
and were caught by the second deton-
tion. ' The crew was panic-stricken
and rushed wildly about, groping
through the blinding: smoke, in which
many fell unconscious from suffoca-
tion. There were many vessels in the
harbor at the time, including a num-
ber of war ships, which have been
manoeuvering here since the first of
the month. The first explosion brought
a quick ‘response from thé mnearby
men-cf-war and from shore. Dozens
of boats put off and picked up the sur-
vivors and the floating bodies. There
were tremendous explosions in quick
succession after the fire reached the
mazagines.

Held Them to Their Death.

Sir William MecKenzie, president of
the Canadian Northern Railway, was
in conference with Premier Sifton for
two hours yesterday in the office
of the latter at the Government Build-
ings. Sir William; accompanied by
M. H. McLeod, general manager of
the C.N.R., arrived -in Edmonton at
nine o’clock  yesterday by special
train from Winnipes. He was at
the government offices at ten o’clock,
and shortly betore dtwelve was
whisked up town in an automobile
and left at once by his special train
on his return east.

The nature of the conference is left
to conjecture, as on- its conclusion
neither Sir William nor Premier Sif-
ton would discuss railway matters.
That it was an important one is to
be inferred from the fact that - Sic
William and General Manager Me-
Lieod made a special trip up from
Winnipeg to meet the Premier The

Several small boats,
which had gone from other warships
to the aid of the Liberte, sank when
the final explosion occurred. Tweaty
men were killed and fifty injured on
board the Démceratie and there was
fatalities on the, Verite and Repub-
lique. _The latter was damaged and
was obliged to dock hastily. Today’s
disaster came without warning. The
fire was discovered about 5 o’clock
and the signal sounded throughout the
vessel summoning the crew to fire
quarters. Immediately the 'order was |
given to. flood the holds, but the in-'
rushing water failed to chéck the 1ap-
idly - spreading flames.

Fires Near Magazines.

ROYAL ABSORBS ANOTHER BANK,

Colonial Benk With Headquarters In
London Swaliowed Up by Nova
Scotia Institution,

London, Sept. 24.—The Colonial
Bank, a strong financial institution
with head office in London, and with
fifteen branches in the West Indies,
where its operations chiefly are car-
ried on, has been absorbed by the
Royal Bank of Canada. The negotia-
tions were put through by C. E. Neill,
assistant general mahager of the
Royal, who is now in London in con-
nection with this matter. The Royal
Bank has a number of branches in
the West Islands, the list including
Trinidad, Cuba, Jamaica and Porto
Rico. In the British Islands, the
Royal has been coming into compe-
tition with the Colonial. This amal-
gamation will remove such competi-
tion and 'will give the Royal a stronger
hold in business in the West Indies
The last absorption by the Royal was
a year ago, when that bank took over
the Union Bank of Halifax, thus se«
curing a firmer hold on business in
the Maritime provinces and particu-
larly in Nova Scotia.

WELL ENOWN CONVICT DEAD.
Louis Colghoun, Bandit, Companion
ot Bill Miner, Passes Away at
New Westminster.

New Westminster, Sept. 23.—Louis
Colghoun, bandit, who figured in the
public eye in 1905, in holding up the
westbound express on the C.P.R. near
Ducks, B.C., died yesterday in New
Westminster Penitentiary hospital.

Colquhoun was a pal of Bill Miner
and Shorty Dunn in this hold-up. The
trio were capturcd later by the
Mounted Police after a hard fight in
the foot hills near Kamloops. Miner
and Dunn were sentenced to Impris-
onment and Colghoun was given 25
“years.

A few months ago Colghoun’s
health pecame impaired and tubercu-
losis hastened hig end. He was 34
yvearg of age and unmarried. His peo-
ple were respectable farming folks
living near Tel‘ord, Ont.. and he him-
self, was a school teacher and later
bookkeeper, before he went wrong.’
His mother is in this city and is tak-
ing the remains east for -burial.

Of course he
would not be disturbed.

There are few offices which are very
tempting throughout Alberta. It may
be said, too, that few of the office-
holders, if any, have taken any part
in politics. But Mr. Bennett, who will
have the say, may have a different
cpinion.

The Provincial Elections.

The,Conservatives are turning their
attention now to the provincial bye-
elections. There are vacancies in Zal-
gary, Gleichen, Pincher Creek and
Lethbridge. Mr. McCarthy is some-
times referred to as a possible candi-
date for Calgary and certainly would
get the ncmination if he desired. But
many say that -he does not desire it.
Dr. Blow, the defeated candidate in
the last election is next in line.

For Gleichen the name of Harold
Riley, brother of E. H. Riley, is men-
tioned, also James Shouldice, the de-
feated candidate in 1909,

The Gleichen riding gave a Liberal
vote cn Thursday and will not be as
attractive for a Conservative candidate
as the Calgary riding. Mr. Kemmis
is mentioned as the probable Conser-
vative candidate at Pincher Creek.

It is expected that the provincial
elections will be brought on at an early
date.

Fire In Chicago Tenement.

Chicago, Sept. 25—Four persoas
were killed and a score injured today
when fire broke out in the double fou:
storey brick tenement house at 1336
Sciuth Sangemon - street. The fire
which is believed by the police to be
of incendiary origin, started in ihe
basement and rapidly spread to the
upper floors occupied by eleven fam-
llies. Excitement followed the discov-
ery of the flames and dozens of wo-
men and children were rescued with
dificulty. Two babies were thrown
from the upper windows by frantic
mothers and were caught in the arms
of pedestrians,

GAVE QUART OF BLOOD
T0 SAVE DYING MOTHER

Yonng Canadian Doctor Submits to
Transfusion “for the Sake of the
Kids”—Noted Athlete and Rhodes
Scholarship Graduate Felt No Il
Effects.

New York, Sept. 24.—If Mrs.
Sarah Wynn, of Fulton sireet, Brook-
lyn, regains her health and is restor-
ed to her husband and nine little chil-
dren, she will have to thank Dr.
Arthur J, Savage, a young interne at
the Volunteer Hospital, formerly St
Gregory's, 933 Gold street, for the
transtused quart of blood he gave to
save her life.

According to ‘Charles H. Duncan,
surgeon in charge, it was wonly this
sacrifice on the part of the doctor
that staved off death, and gave the
wcman, who was weak from a pro-
tracted illness and repeated internal
hemorrhages, a fighting chance for
her life,

Dr, Savage, who is a vigorous young
man of twenty-eight, just graduated
from the University of Oxford, Eng-
land, has had one year’s work at the
Volunteer Hospital. The operation,
which was scheduled for eight
o’clock, was somewhat delayed be-
cause he was called out with the am-
bulance to get a patient in William
street, overcome by heart trouble.

By the time he returned ithe doe-
tors were waiting.

| for you.”

Savage bounded into the wasaroom
and gave his right arm, where the in-
cision to the artery was to be made,
a good scrubbing. Then he went up
the stairway as blithely as though he
were going to dinner.

The Woman Very Weak,

The patient, an elderly woman, was
very weak and half unconscious, her
life sustained by strong stimulants.
The transfusion process is necessarily
a slow one, because the blood cannot
be forced. into the heart circuit of a
weak patient. The operation took
about half an hour.

As the minutes passed slowly the
woman began to regain consciousness,
breathing more mapidly. Color came
into her cheeks and by the time the
meter had.registered ‘the amount to
be transfused she came to full con-
sciousness

An hour later Savage returned to
the main hall minus a quart of blood,
but apparently as strong and enthu-
siastic as ever. Dr. Duncan advised
him to keep quiet and go to bed, but
he only smiled and said:

“Oh, I'm all right. I only feel a
little weakness in my legs and head.
You know. I went . through this
operation once before in Montreal, at
the Royal Hospital. I guess it was
bucky I came along here, because they
couldn’t get anybody else to go
through with the business for the
woman. And the good God only
knows what would have become. of
those nine kids with her under the
scd.”

Dr. Savage is a son of the dean of
McGill University, Montreal, and was
noted at that school as the captain
of the football team which made a
cleanup tour through +the United
States four years ago. He was also
champion amateur welterweight boxer
in Canada and an all-round athlete.

Did It for Children’s Sake.

He took the Rhodes scholarship to
Cxford three years ago, and declares
he is studying the ambulance service
11 d the successful practice in emer-
sency cases in New York with the
intention of taking up work in . the
Tiritishh army.

Mrs. Wynn was reported as being
sure of recovery, and perceptibly
stronger for the fresh, strong blood
which '4d been poured into- her
veins. 4
“It is nothing to talk about,” said
Dr. Savage. “I have spent over six
vears studying medicine and surgery
in a laboratory. I did it for the
purpose of saving human life. Now,
when this poor woman got to the end
of the rope, and that was the only
course to save her, why, I thought a
quart of my blood wasn’'t much to
give.

“She has a husband and nine little
kids waiting at home for her. I
haven’t got a soul that depends on
me. It was little enough to do for
her.”’

Dr. William Dietrick, assistant
house physidian, declared there is not
arother case like this in the annals
of any New, York hospital.

“In case there is a call for blood
transfusion it is usually swpplied by
some close relative who willing to
take the risk and make a sacrifice,”
ne said “Often enoygh there is a

Earl
Grey, the governor general, is consid-
ering the postponing of his departure
until a few days after October 14th,
in order that the Borden.government
may be fully organized before the ar-
rival af the new governor general, the
Duke of Connaught, on Oct, 14th,

Mrs. Borden, George H. Perley, M.
P., chief whip of the <Conservative
party, John Thompson, K.C., son of
Sir Jchn Thompson, a former Con-
servative premier, and W. H. Row-
ley, president of the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ association, were . among
those who met Mr. Borden.

The public celebraticn of his vic-
tory has been deferred until Tuesday.
Mr, Borden drove at once to his home
in Wurtemburg street.

The First Call.

Mr. Borden will be called upon to
give early consideration to several re-
quests far tariff increases. The woojlen
manufacturers, who considered thém-
selves insufficiently protected from
British competition by the existing
duty of 30 per cent., are anxious that
the tariff be increased to 50 per cent.
At present English woollens have a
large market in the Dominion but the
domestic woollen industry is stagnant.
