NOTHING OFFICIAL YET.
LONDON, March 10.

The- Daily Chronicle, says it is vir­
tually certain that British troops arc 
now in Bagdad, and that official con­
firmation of this may be expected at 
any moment. The Chronicle's mili­
tary correspondent, upon whose in­
formation the assertion apparently 
was based, writes: One is entitled to 
assume that the city was occupied 
without any serious fighting, and we 
shall probably learn that our cavalry 
dashed through It and along the Ti­
gris toward Sandra.”

During the night of the 9th the pas­
sage of the Diala was forced and our 
troops advanced four miles toward 
Bagdad. During the 9th our forces 
on the right j bank of the Tigris drove 
the enemy from his position, and the 
ground was gained. This advantage 
despite a blinding dust storm and vio­
lent gale, was pressed on the morn­
ing of the 10th, the Turks betfig for­
ced back within three miles south­
west of Bagdad.

VILLAGE OF IBLES CAPTUBED.
LONDON, March 11.

The official statement from the 
British headquarters In France reads: 
To-day we attacked and captured the 
village ot Irles, northeast of Grande- 
court, and its neighboring defences. 
The advance made extends over a 
front of over three miles. We have 
taken a considerable number of pris­
oners, of whom more than 100 already 
have reached the collecting stations. 
Four trench mortars and fifteen ma­
chine guns were captured. Our Casu­
alties were slight Yesterday while 
on aerial patrol our machines were 
engaged heavily by a strong hostile 
formation. Four of our -aeroplanes 
failed to return. One enemy machine 
is known to have been brought down.

GENÉBAL MAUDE’S BEPOBT.
LONDON, March 11.

A statement waa issued today on 
receipt of a telegram from General 
Maude, saying that British tm-ces had 
occupied Bagdad early SaticHy morn­
ing.

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ADMIT RETIREMENT.
BERLIN, March 11.

A German retreat before the Brit­
ish is admitted officially. The German 
report declares that after infantry 
fighting with the British troops at 
Irles on the Ancre River, the German 
rearguard detachments retired to the 
Teuton main position in accordance 
with the orders of their commanders.

AFTER THE TURKS.
PETROGRAD, March 11.

The Russian troops have occupied 
Sahna, in Northwestern Persia, and 
are pursuing the retreating Turks to­
wards Bisutun. A Turkish offensive 
has béen repulsed along the Sivas 
Road in Asia Minor.

FRENCH SURPRISE ATTACKS.
PARIS, March 11.

The French troops last night made 
several successful surprise attacks on 
the German trenches in the sectors of 
Massigny and Canny Sur Metz, and 
north ot Jury Wood, in the Woevre 

I région, aays the official statement is­
sued this afternoon by the War De­
partment.

PARIS, March 11.

The official communications issued 
by the War Office to-night reads:

FIGHTING IN CHAMPAGNE.
PARIS, March 10.

Violent fighting occurred in the 
Champagne last night in consequence 
of a German attempt to recapture 
the ground won by the French be­
tween Butte Dumesnil and Maison 
db Champagne. To-day’s official says 
that after several desperate charges 
had been made with alternate advan­
ces: and retreats, the French succeed­
ed in holding all the ground they had 
gained and in making fresh progress. 
On the Verdun front the Germans at­
tacked the trenches recaptured by the 
French north of Curieres Wood. They 
penetrated these positions at some 
points, but were ejected by counter 
attacks. The French continued their 
rpids, penetrating the German posi­
tions east of Armancourt as far as 
thé third trenches and taking prison­
ers near Crouy, northeast of Boissons.

LONDON, March 10.

The members of the erew were 
in a state ot collapse from cold when 
they landed. The Storstad figured 
extensively in the news three years 
ago, after having been in collision in 
the St. Lawrence with the Canadian 
Pacific Railway liner Empress ot Ire­
land, which sank with the loss of 
more than one thousand lives. The 
commission of investigation after an 
extensive hearing held the Storstad 
was to blame for the disaster.

PERU REBELLION.
BUENOS AYRES, March 10.

Peru is aflame with a rebellion, the 
seriousness of which was not realized 
until to-day, when information smug­
gled across the border to evade a 
strict government censorship, detailed 
the fiercest sort ot fighting in Lima, 
the capital,. Cuzco, Callao and Are- 
quipa, in which many persons have 
been killed and wounded. Admiral 
Graus, of the Peruvian navy, and his 
son have been assassinated. The 
Peruvian warships have been dis­
mantled by the government to pre­
vent their seizure by rebels.

GERARD AT HAVANA.
HAVANA, March 11.

! Jas. W. Gerard, former American 
I Ambassador to Germany, and party,

make any statement before reaching 
Washington.

Further news must be await­
ed before it is kndwn whether Gener­
al Maude made any important cap­
tures of Turkish troops or guns 
either before or at Bagdad. Appar­
ently the occupation was effected 
without resistance and with only 
slight losses. Even If the Turks suc­
ceeded in extricating all their forces 
the loss of Bagdad is a great blow to 
them. Bagdad has been the base of 
all Turkish operations in Persia up 
to within a few days. The Turks oc­
cupied about 30,000 square miles of 
Persian territory, but with the Rus­
sians pressing them closely from 
Kirmanshah as well as from the di­
rection of Erzerum, indications point 
to a speedy junction of the Britlsh- 
Russian forces, which would soon 
compel the Turkish evacuation of 
Persian territory.

WHITE STAR LINER ARRIVES.
NEW YORK, March 11.

(Bÿ~Associated Press.)—The White 
Star liner Adriatic which left Liver­
pool on March 1st has arrived with 
278 passengers. The officers of the 
ship said the German submarine zone 
was crossed without unusual incident 
nothing resembling a submarine was 
sighted during the voyage, but the 
six inch gun mounted on the stern 
was manned by experienced naval 
gunners and not left unmanned for a 
moment until the ship was well with­
in American waters.

IRLES CAPTURED.
NEW YORK, March 11.

(From the Staff Correspondent ot 
the Associated Press, British Head­
quarters, France, March 11, via Lon­
don, March 12.)—The capture of the 
village of Irles yesterday morning by 
the British completely upset the Ger­
man retirement plans in that section 
of their lines. During the forward 
movement of the past fortnight Irles 
was one of the villages where the 
Germans made desperate resistance. 
The Germans could no longer with­
stand increasing artillery fire of the 
British and the German commander 
issued retirement orders. Two hours 
before this manoeuvre was to be at­
tempted the British fell upon the Ger>- 
man position and in addition to in­
flicting heavy casualties bagged near­
ly 300 prisoners, 16 machine guns and 
4X trench mortars. Prisoners are 
among the best taken on the front. 
The captured German officers seemed 
particularly chagrined that their plan 
had been thwarted. All along the 
Ancre-Somme sectors the British guns 
were booming to-day. It was a steady 
roar.
