The price, in conse-
quence, will be raised, probably from
9¢ to 15¢ to 25c to 30c per gallon,
wholesale, and from 20c to 25¢ to 50c
to 7be, or perhaps even higher, retail.
Who but a Yankee would have ever
thiought of such a speculation; how
Mzr. Higgins must laugh at the gulli-
bility of Canadians. Further, while
Mr. Higgins holds all the refined oil,
and prevents the refiners from manu-
facturing until December, he in the
meantime is about to purchase up
all the crude stuff at the wells, and
elsewhere, which, during the next four
months, he will store away, and con-
sumers will be left entirely at his
mercy for their supplies. Dealers
should be cautious not to invest too
lareely in oil: this unique monopoly
eannot remain permanent, and by the
end of December, unless a similar ar-
rangement is entered into by Mr. Hig-
gins and the proprietors of the refin-
eries, the article will speedily again
come down to reasonable rates. We
await with interest the next Yankee-
Canadian speculation. Thismonopoly
of Mr. Higgins takes effect from the
1st of August.
