POPULAR P.M. CONDUCTOR KILLED

Robert M. Crouchman Fatally Injured In 
Chatham Yards

One of the most popular passenger 
conductors on the P.M.. Robert H 
Crouchman. was fatally injured iu 
Chatham yards on Thursday night 
Mr. Crouchman was taking his train to 
Sarnia and had alighed to throw 
switch to protect his train as he enteied 
the yards at Chatham. The exact man­
ner iu which he sustained the fatal in­
juries is not known, there being no eye­
witness to the accident. It is believed 
that he either fell in attempting to 
alight from the moving train or was 
struck by the switch lever while 
attempting to operate it. Concussion of 
the brain is believed to have been the 
cause of death. A severe wound was 
inflicted on the forehead.

Mr Crouchman, who was 60 years of 
age, was the fourth oldest employee of 
the local division of the Pere Marquette, 
being with the Loudau & Lake Erie 
prior to the change of management. 
He had been in the service 35 years. 
For fifteen years he was in charge of 
the train out of St. Thomas, making his 
home in Walkerville, but when the

The compilation of the names of the 
electors in the west riding of Elgin by 
the enumerators coat at the rate of 88 1-8 
cents a vote. The amount charged by 
the fifteen St. Thomas enumerators was 
$1441.86; Aldborough, eight, $696.71; 
Dunwieh, eight. $464.54; South wold, 
eighf, $458.76; Dutton, $188 89; West 
Lome, $116 89; Rodney, $127.40; or a 
total of $3,236.95. The figures are below 
many of the ridings of about the same 
size as West Elgin aud slightly in excess 
of otheis.
