CANADIAN.
Navigation on the Red River wad opened 

on Monday.
The Bank of Montreal baa declared a divi­

dend of five per cent., without bonus.
Touching t ibutes to the memory of the 

late Mr. Thomas White were paid in the 
Senate and the House of Commons.

A settlement has been effected between 
the Hamilton master builders and the em­
ployees, which, it is believed, will terminate 
rhe labor troubles in that city for this sea­
son.

The Toronto City Council passed a résolu 
tion entering irs emphatic protest against 
the immigration to this country of destitute 
persons from pauper institutions of Great 
Britain.

Chicago capitalists have purchased from 
Mr. R. Tough, of Sudbury, an interest in 
the Tough and Stobfe gold mine for $32,000, 
and bava invested $70,000 in machinery to 
operate the mine.

A bill to repeal the old law of evidence, 
which prevents persons testifying in their 
own behalf, will be introduced by Mr. Oil­
man, of Montreal, at the approaching session 
of the Quebec Legislative Council.

There are said to be three applicants for 
the vacant brigade majorship of the sixth 
military district, the most popular candi­
date being Major Prévost, of the 65 :h Regi­
ment, Mount Royal Rifles, Montreal.

About twenty thousand men of the Do­
minion militia will perform the annual drill 
this year, 11,000 going into camp under can­
vas and 9/ 00 in various cities. The first 
camps will be held about the middle of 
June.

The fifty fifth annual meeting of the Upper 
Canada Religious Tract and Book Society 
was held in Toronto resently, when encour­
aging reports were presented showing that 
during last year 503,350 books and public­
ations of all kinds were issued.

The election of Separate School trustee for 
St. Andrew’s Ward, Toronto, in which the 
principle of the introduction of the ballot 
was the chief issue, resulted in the return of 
Mr. T. W. Anglin, the anti-ballot candidate, 
by a majority ot 95.

At yesberdayY, meeting of the committee 
on the Division of the Diocese of Ontario, a 
proposition was presented from Rev. Dr. 
Mountain offering to give $5,000 towards an 
episcopal residence, and to go to England 
and endeavor to raise $10,000 towards the 
endowment fund, on certain conditions. 

e Senator Abbott yesterday petitioned Par 
liament for, and was granted, authority to 
introduce a bill to incorporate a college at 
Montreal for the higher education of wo 
men, with branches in the North-West or 
British Columbia, which Sir Donald Smith 
and Sir George Stephen propose to endow.

A special cablegram to The Mail gives a 
synopsis of the half yearly meeting cf the 
Grand Trunk Railway Company held recent­
ly in London. 'Sir Henry Tyler, referring 
to the newly constituted company, said that 
while it was not in every respect what he 
could have wished, there was no occasion for 
despondency in the future. While local 
causes, such as bad harvests, bank failures, 
the unfair rivalry of American companies, 
and the adverse working of the Inter State 
law had operated unfavourably, he saw signs 
of improvements ahead. He thought that 
the Canadian Government, which had been 
so liberal to the Canadian Pacific, should ex 
tend some of their smiles to the Grand 
fTrunk. The dividends, as previously an­
nounced, were adopted.

When Thomas Jefferson was chosen Presi­
dent of the United States Elder John Le 
land, a Baptist clergyman of Cheshire, Mass., 
proposed that his flock should celebrate the 
victory by making for the new chief magis­
trate the biggest cheese the world had ever 
seen. Every man and woman who owned a 
cow was to give for this cheese all the milk 
yielded on a certain day only—no federal 
cow must contribute a drop. A huge cider 
press was fitted up to make it in, and on the 
appointed day the whole country turned out 
with pails and tubs of curd, the girls and 
women in their best gowns and ribbons, and 
the men in their Sunday coate and clean 
shirt collars.

It was placed on a sleigh 
and Elder John Letand drove with it all 
the way to Washington. It was a journey 
of three weeks. All the country had heard 
of the big cheese and came out to look at it 
as the elder drove along.

A bill is to be introduced in the British 
Commons on Wednesday to give county 
government to I* eland.

The chief clerk at the Greek treasury has 
been arrested for embezzling five million 
francs of the public funds.

Forty thousand foreign Jews residing in 
the Russian province of Kherson have been 
ordered to cross the frontier.

The late Emperor William left a fortune 
of 24 million marks, one half of which he be­
queathed to the Crown Treasury.

The Russian war flotilla at Asof will be

reinforced by twelve torpedo boats which 
have been ordered in France.

The freedom of the city of London was 
presented to Lord Harrington on Wednes 
day and a banquet was given at the Mansion 
house.

It is said the Pope has instructed Arch­
bishop Walsh to compile a report on the 
National League for comparison with Mgr. 
Persico's report.

Empress Victoria has requested the Min 
ister of Justice to interfere to prevent the 
press assailing the physicians in attendance 
on the Empercr.

Mr. John Morlev, in a speech at Black­
burn, appealed to the nation to assist the 
Liberals in their efforts to compel the Gov­
ernment to grant Home Rule to Ireland.

The sentence of Rev. Father McFadden, 
who was sentenced to three months’ impris­
onment for holding anti landlord and anti­
police meetings, on his appeal to the Dublin 
courts, was increased to six months.

In replying to an address presented to him 
by the Nationalist students of Dublin, Mt1 
O’Brien said it was curious that an address 
that bad been prepared to celebrate his re­
lease from prison marked his return to 
prison.

The Czar of Russia is said to do much 
mjre work than any of his Ministers, and 
can be found at his desk at almost any hour 
of the day. He rises before any of his house­
hold, attends mass every morning and is 
scrupulously exact in the performance of all 
his religious duties.

Mr. Chamberlain, in a speech before the 
Birmingham P^adical Union, said he found 
very few persons in America who approved 
of Mr. Gladstone’s Irish policy, and he 
believed if the American democracy 
had to deal with the subject they would 
make short work of the monstrous preten­
sions of the National League.

The Emperor William was not without 
humour and loved a quiet jr-ke. It is told 
that once at a hunt the huntsmen laid 28 
head of game before him, which they said 
he had killed. He smiled and quoted :— 

“ There are more things in Heaven and 
earth than are dreamt of in your philoso­
phy.” Adding :—“ For is it not a miracle 
that I should have killed 28 head while I had 
only 25 cartridges ?”

The ancient Prussian custom of holding a 
“ Black Drawing-room 1 after the monarch’s 
death was honoured in the breach in the 
case of the late emperor, Formerly in Prus­
sia, so soon as the king was dead, all the 
Ministers of the Crown, Foreign Ministers, 
and the Jourt generally, repaired in full 
dress to the palace. The first rooms they 
entered were brilliantly lit up, but gradual­
ly as they went through the different ap- 
partments leading to the throne room, the 
lighting became dimmer, and dimmer, till 
this last being reached it was found in semi­
darkness. Around the throne were group­
ed series of waxwork figures, deeply veiled 
with black, representing the chief members 
of the new Court, and before these all the 
high dignitaries solemnly passed, bowing 
themselves out backwards. The wisdom of 
dropping such grotesque mummery is scarce­
ly open to question.

A Famous Trotter No More.
Dexter, the famous trotter, died on the 

morning of Saturday, at the stable 
of his owner, Mr. Robert Bonner, in New 
York city. He was just 30 years old, hav­
ing been foaled in April, 1858. He died of 
old age and exhaustion. The body will be 
taken up to Mr. Bonner’s farm at Tarry- 
town, where it will be buried. Dexter was 
the greatest trotter of his day. He was the 
first horse to trot a mile in 2.17$. Mr. 
Bonner paid $35,000 for him in 1867

He was a brown gelding, foaled 1858, by 
Hambletonian, dam Clara, by Seelye’s 
American Star. His record of 2 17$ was 
made against time at Buffalo, August 14, 
1867, and September 7, of the same year, at 
Chicago, he made his last appearance on the 
track. Dexter was one of the greatest trot­
ters that ever stood on iron and his work 
was done before the day of finely graded 
tracks and weight balanced feet. He began 
to trot about 1864 under Hiram Woodruff’s 
hands. He was contemporary with General 
Butler, Shark, Stonewall Jackson, George 
Wilkes, Lady Shannon, Com. Vanderbilt, 
George M. Patcheu, jr., Silas Rich, Lady 
Thorne and Goldsmith Maid in her early 
days. He trotted at Cleveland but once on 
tne old Kinsman street track August 25, 
1866, for a $2,0C0 puree and beat Geo. M. 
Patch en jr., and General Butler in straight 
heats 2.32$, 2 .32$, 2 32$. At that time 
Dexter was owned by John Fawcett, of 
Baltimore. After he trotted his heat in 
2 17$ Mr. Bonner bought him. The horse 
was delivered September 10, 1867, and his 
last public appearance was three days before 
that date. Since September 10, 1867, to 
within a few days ago, Dexter was Mr. Bon­
ner’s favorite driver. In his younger days 
Woodruff drove Dexter and he was owned 
by G. Fetter, who sold him to Trussell & 
Fawcett. Trussell was a Chicago gambler 
and was killed by his mistress in 1867. 
While owned by the former, Dexter was 
driven by Budd Doble, who sat behind him 
when he made the 2.17$ at Buffalo.

How to Annihilate Poverty.
Inequality in the distribution of wealth 

seems to many to constitute the greatest of 
all social evils. But, great as may be the 
evils that are attendant on such a condition 
of things, the evils resulting from an equality 
of wealth would undoubtedly be much great­
er. Dissatisfaction with one’s condition is 
the motive power of all human progress, 
and there is no such incentive for individual 
exertion aa the apprehension of prospective 
want. “If everybody was content with 
his situation, or if everybody believed that 
no improvement of his condition was pos­
sible, the state of the world would be that of 
torpor,” or even worse, for society is eo con­
stituted that it can not for any length of 
time remain stationary, and, if it does not 
continually advance, it is sure to retro­
grade.

It is a matter of regret that those who de 
claim most loudly against the inequalities in 
the distribution of wealth, and are ready 
with schemes for the more “ equal division 
of unequal earnings ” as remedies against 
suffering, are the ones who seem to have the 
least appreciation of the positive fact, that 
most of the suffering which the human ract 
endures Is the result of causes which are en 
tirely within the province of individual 
human nature to prevent, and that, there­
fore, reformation of the individual is some­
thing more important than the reformation 
of society.

News from Berlin—Heroism of the 
Emperor—Queen Victoria’s Betuin 
from the Continent—Albert Edward to 
Visit us Next Year.

London, May 3.—Europe is still waiting 
for news from Berlin which shall put beyond 
doubt whether the Emperor’s case is des­
perate, and the probable duration of his 
strugg e with death, which weeks ago seem 
ed nearly at an end. Russia is strangely 
quiet, and, in common with the other great 
powers, furnishes not one warlike rumor.

From several sources within the palace 
I hear of the wonderful and stoical heroism 
of Frederick in his hours of trial. He ex­
presses keen delight in pantomime at the 
hoquets that are constantly sent to him, 
most of them composed of violets, the 
Emperor’s favorite flower. He has a grate­
ful glance for the smallest attention, and 
Emiles continually at the amiable jokes and 
badinage of his three daughters. Princ­
ess Sophie was mimicking an old family 
servant, who is rather a butt in the royal 
family, the other day, and her father was 
laughing heartily at her when he began 
suddenly to cough with great violence. The 
Princess, who is a very tender-hearted girl, 
immediately fell on her knees by his 
bedside and burst into a torrent of tears as 
she realized all at once how near the end is.
It was very affecting.

The Queen returned from her travels on 
the Continent last night and settled herself 
once more at Windsor. She is described as 
looking aged and worn by sympathetic 
writers who feel it is right she should be so 
after her affecting interviews wit a her son- 
in-law, who is dying in Berlin, but the des­
cription is incorrect. Her Majesty is look­
ing very well, in fact quite chipper for one 
so staid as she is, and has evidently benefi­
ted very much by the fun and exercise she 
has had abroad. She comes back with a 
title ill suited to her physique, that of 
Honorary Colonel of one of the Emperor’s 
regiments. As Her Majesty’s favorite steed 
is a gray donkey, which accompanies her 
everywhere, the Prussian soldiers can scarce­
ly boast of a dashing Colonel.

There is a rumor about here which must 
be broken very gently to society folk in 
America, as it is certain to produce on them 
the greatest possible effect. The Prince of 
Wales is reported to actually contemplate a 
visit to Canada and the States next year in 
company with the Duke of Sutherland.

The revolt in Roumania seems to be over, 
and Hitrovo, having failed once more, is in 
danger of being recalled to St. Petersburg. 
Prince Ferdinand is touring in Northern 
Bulgaria, making pretty speeches in ludic­
rous Bulgarian. The fact that the Czar has 
not yet made the dreaded move has inspired 
the young man with such confidence that he 
is trying to raise a loan of a few million 
francs in the European money markets. He 
is prepared to grant almost any term, but 
financiers are still shy.

Drowned.
All day long the hurrying crowds had 

jostled him as he wandered aimlessly 
along the streets —a restless, inward devil 
urging him blindly on somewhere. More 
than once hurrying pedestrians had stopped 
to eaze after him wonderingly ; more than 
once his white, drawn face, had checked a 
beggar’s cry for a pittance.

But night had fallen, and with it a chill 
mist from the river. Ho paused, weak 
and tpent, in a sheltered doorway, and 
gazed vacantly about him.

Across the street was a great building 
ablaze with light, and a crowd surged at 
the entrance. Costly equipages drew up 
before it, and drivers shouted themselves 
hoarse. It was a theater. >fe wondered 
what play was on the boards—wondered 
how his own life reviewed upon its stage 
would affect the box and the pit. He had 
played it to the world, desperately—and 
lost.

He moved on weLrily. Two policemen 
talking in low tones at a corner, stopped 
and eyed him suspiciously. A wretched 
hunchback paused at a lighted corner to 
stretch out a hand for alms, bat at sight of 
his ghastly face shrank back with a stifled 
cry. A tipsy reveler reeled past, chanting 
a maudlin song—how it jarred upon his 
numbed senses! On and on.

The lighted streets vyere at last behind 
and he was among the gloom; warehouses 
by the river.

The river ! What a fascination it had 
for him. His boyhood was passed by such 
a river, only he remembred it as always 
bright and sparkling—a goodly stream 
glittering in summer sunlight, or studded 
with mimic constellations, among which 
the great moon lay shimmering.

He stood on the wet wharf and gazed into 
the sullen tide. Somewhere, perhaps, it 
rippled past green fields and laughed to 
the nodding fern, but here, polluted by the 
great city, it swept on, muttering hoarsely 
of the sea.

A noise around him. It was only a rat 
scurrying away to his den, but he started 
guiltily. He took a letter from his pocket 
and tore it in pieces. Hie empty purse he 
flung far out into the stream listening 
intently for its faint splash.

ATTACKED BY PIRATES.

How the Captain*!* Wile look Command and 
Repulsed the Scoundrels.

In the autumn of 1858, having been paid 
off at Cape Town from an English brig 
which had been condemned, 1 shipped 
aboard the bark “ Rescue,” Capt. Moore, 
bound to several ports in Madagascar and 
return. We had a small bat excellent crew, 
every man but the cook being white, and 
all being English, American, or Swede. The 
day before we sailed the Captain’s wife eamo 
aboard, and I saw at once that she was a 
sailor. She was about 35 years old, weigh­
ed not an ounce over a hundred pounds, and 
her movements were those of a girl. She 
was just such a little woman as you might 
expect to hear scream out at sight of a 
mouse ^nd to see faint away if she saw a rat. 
As a rule, sailors are opposed to women 
folk at sea. They are all right as paasen 
gers, but when a Captain has his wife along 
there is more or less growling in the fo’castle. 
It is taken for granted that the “ old man ” 
will be less on deck and leave more to the 
mates, and instead of “ cracking on ” and 
carrying all sail to make a short voyage, he 
will go slow and look out for squalls. We 
growled about the woman coming aboard, 
but, at the same time, every old tar vowed 
her an angel and hoped good luck for her.

We crept along the coast as far a» Port 
Elizabeth, and then took a departure for the 
big island at the northeast, a matter of 700 
mites before we should sight its southern 
end. We had light, steady winds and 
fair weather, making easy work for the 
crew, but on the third day out the captain 
was taken down with fever. We hadn't 
seen much of his wife up to that time, but 
now she was everywhere in an hour. Al­
though we had a first mate who was thor­
oughly competent,

THE LITTLE WOMAN 
took fall charge of the ship. And we soon 
discovered that she was entirely competent 
to do so. She could stand by the log, prick 
off the day’s run, figure drift and dead reck­
oning,and order sail set or reduced as smart­
ly as any man I ever saw, and the mates had 
sense enough not to sulk over it. Her hus­
band owned a three quarter interest in the 
bark and her venture, and it was only natural 
that the wife should know it. She was doc­
tor, nurse, captain and counsellor all in one, 
and things could not have gone better had 
the old man been on deck.

All went well until we were within sixty 
or seventy miles of the south end of Mada­
gascar, when the breeze died away in the 
torenoon until we scarcely had steerageway, 
and almost at the same time we sighted a 
felucca on our staiboard bow about ten 
miles away. In those days there were 
plenty of native sea rovers hidden away in 
the bays and rivers at the lower end of 
Madagascar, and they had no hesitation in 
plundering, scuttling, and throat-cutting. 
We had no sooner made out the strange craft 
than the little woman called us all aft and 
said :

“ Men, you know that the Captain is very 
ill. Yonder native craft is a pirate, and is 
coming down to attack ns. It we surrend­
er, not one of us will live an hour. If we 
do our best, we may beat her off and escape. 
There may be sixty of them ; there are only 
thirteen of us. Will you fight or sur­
render ?”

“ Fight ! Fight \ Hip ! Hurrah !” shout­
ed the crew in chorus, and, after thanking 
us, the woman gave orders to prepare for 
the attack.

The sky was cloudless and the breeze still 
dying away, and it was certain that no 
change in the weather could be looked for. 
We had two cannon niue-pounders, one on 
either broadside, and these were uncovered 
and

Luckily, among the cargo was a consign­
ment of muskets and we broke out two boxes 
of fifty each. They were cheap affairs, cal 
culated for traffic, but all were sure fire for 
a few rounds. I was one of the gang told 
off to load them, and 1 know we loaded the 
even hundred. This would give us a mat 
ter of seven shots apiece without reloading. 
One-half the muskets were carried aft to 
the quarters, and the others distributed 
along the bow and waist. Four cutlasses 
were hunted up and served out, and then 
there was time for one more precaution, 
The felucca was coming down slowly, urged 
by her sweeps, and a man aloft with a glass 
reported that she was full of men and bad 
two six-pounders on her decks. The head 
of the bark pointed pretty steadily to the 
northwest, for there was neither wind nor 
sea. The felucca was coming down from 
the northeast, and we could therefore figure 
that she would board us on the starboard 
bow.

Orders were given to search for and brin 
on deck bottles of every kind and shape, 
think we routed out fifty or more in the fo’ 
castle while the cabin furnished a hundred. 
These were broken in pieces on the forward 
deck, and a fine mess they made of it. We 
could walk over the stuff with our leather 
soles, but woe to the bare ee: which

A Glimpse of Victoria.
The stranger who first visits Victoria, the 

capital of British Columbia, is struck by the 
great number of Indians who live in the city. 
They wear clothing of the European style. 
The men work on the wharves and steamers, 
sell fish and skins, or are occupied in differ­
ent trades, particularly as carpenters. The 
women wash and work for the whites, or 
stroll idly about the streets. The suburbs 
cf Victoria are almost exclusively inhabited 
by Indians. There they live in miserable, 
filthy shanties and sheds, or even in thin 
canvas tents. The city has about thirteen 
thousand inhabitants, and of these about 
two thousand are Indians who stay there 
over summer. Besides these, about three 
thoos-nd Chinese, many Sandwich Islanders, 
a few negroes, and a white population com­
ing from all parts of Europe and America, 
live in the city.

The felucca people did not suspect our can 
non until they got a shot from the stA-board 
gun which made the splinters fly.

The second was wiped out almost as quick­
ly, and then we rushed forward and each 
man went in on his own hook. It was a 
picnic for us. A few musket shots were 
fired at us from away aft, but the bullets 
■lew among the rigging. We rested our guns 
on the rail and fired right down among 
them, and in ten minutes from the beginning 
of the fight all the pirates alive had sought 
shelter below. We had fourteen dead on 
our decks, and there were twice that num­
ber in sight on the felucca, while not one of 
us had a scratch.

Leaving three men to fire away at any 
head appearing above the hatches, we cast 
off the grapplings and pulled the ielucca 
along our slarboard side until the cannon 
would bear.

Overpopulation.
What will become of the weaker as the 

struggle for existence becomes more severe ? 
is a qaestiom much discussed lust now in 
the papers and magazines. It cannot be 
said that very much light has yet been 
thrown upon the problem. The stern nat­
ural law which unpitingly decrees that the 
unfitteet must perish in order to make room 
for those better fitted is being year by year 
more successfully counteracted by the great 
moral law whiett in its lower applications 
enjoins the strong to respect the rights of 
the weak, and, in its higher, commands each 
to love his neighbor as himself. It is Dus 
that the operations of this moral law are 
not yet very marked, and, perhaps, are 
not likely soon to become so, in modifying 
the fierceness of the competition for places 
of employment and profit. Still the com­
bined agencies of sanitary science and Chris­
tian philanthropy are helping on the rapid 
increase of the race by the removal of the 
sources of disease, on the one hand, and the 
more merciful and skilful treatment of 
the diseased and helpless on the other. 
Wonderful as are the achievements ofopplied 
science and human inventiveness it is doubt­
ful whether it can long be in the power of 
these or any other agencies to increase the 
means of subsistence in equal ratio with the 
multiplication of the race. If not, the 
world must be tending towards absolute 
overpopulation. In other words, a time 
must inevitably come when there will be 
large numbers for whom no profitable work 
can be found, and who will, there!ore, be 
foredoomed cither to be supported by the 
labors of others or to starve. This, however, 
may be regarded as, ior some time to come, 
a speculative rather than an actual danger, 
since the state of things described cannot 
exist, save in special, over-crowded com­
munities, so long as there are in other parts 
of the world large and fertile areas unoccupi­
ed. Thus the problem, for some generations 
to come, resolves itself into one of redistri­
bution of populations by emigration from 
the congested to the sparsely settled looali 
ties, a process which is being carried on on 
a constantly increasing scale from year to 
year.

There is, however, one form of the diffi­
culty which cannot be as easily met. Emi 
gration is easy enough for unencumbered 
young men, or ex en, in most cases, for fam­
ilies. But what about the multiplying thou­
sands of single women who cannot go 
abroad alone to fight the battle on a foreign 
soil? Take the case of Great Britain, for 
instance. Statistics show that there are at 
the present time 800,000 more women than 
men in the United Kingdom. That means, 
of course, as the Spectator points out, that 
there are 800,000 girls who can never have 
husbands, unless polygamy is resorted to. 
What is to become of these ? But a limited 
number of them, we may assume, have par 
ente or friends in a position to provide per 
manently for their support. Under the in 
fluence of the better notions which modern 
opinion, or perhaps modern necessity, is 
causing to spread, large numbers of 
these women are becoming educated 
and fitted to support themselves, pro­
vided suitable occupations can be found. 
Eut there’s the rub ! 3 he scope af wo­
man’s opportunities for self-support has also 
been enlarged of late years, until the pro 
fessions and pursuits which remain exclu 
sively male preserves are very few indeed. 
But the trouble is that the number of work 
ers increases more rapidly than the oppor­
tunities for work. There are now, the 
Spectator tells us, three applicants for every 
situation where there was a little ago only 
one, and the great London shopkeepers 
could fill their establishments with the 
daughters of clergymen, country solicitors, 
doctors, and superior clerks, and then leave 
a kind of worltlful begging for admittance 
outaide. What is to become of the constantly 
increasing number of these young women, to 
whom self-support is a necessity, and who 
are able and willing to work, but for whom 
no suitable work is iortho'ming ? It would 
seem as if the revolution in regard to wo 
man's work and sphere were as vat only be

REMOVING A GANGER

Terrible Surgical Operation ou Joseph 
lânorr—Ills Condition Favorable.

Mr. Joseph Knorr, business manager of 
the Dutsche Zeitung, in Newark, underwent 
a terrible surgical operation recently 
About a year agi/ie began to feel pain in 
his throat, and about a month ago experieno 
ed also difficulty in speaking and sxvailow 
ing. About the same time it was discover 
ed that there was a echirrus (hard) cancer 
at the root of the tongue, involving also its 
attachment and elands under the tongue.

The pain became so intense that ne could 
not sleep, and after his physican hadconsulted 
with other physicans here and in New York 
it was decided to remove the cancer. Dr. 
Henry B Sands wax engaged to perform 
the operation. He would not undertake it 
unless Mr. Knorr was willing to have all of 
his tongue cut out, w hich the patient finally 
assented to. The unfortunate man waa also 
fully informed as to the dreadful nature of 
the operation and knew that he might die 
under it, also that it" successful it might not 
gain him more than a year’s respite from the 
ravages of the cancer. He made careful pre­
parations for the worst, arranging all hie 
business a trails as though he expected to 
die, which, in fact, was his desire.

The operation was begun at 3 o’clock, and 
for more than three hours the patient 
was under the influence of ether. Dr Sands 
was assisted by another physician from New 
Y ork and four members of the profession in 
this city. First two of the patient’s teeth 
were drawn, and then the right cheek was 
laid open from the corner of the mouth 
down to the side of the neck. Next the 
jaw was sawed through, until the entire 
tongue, and all its attachments were expos­
ed. After an examination it was decided 
that it would be necessary to remove only 
the right half of the tongue, which was 
done. Mr. Knorr bore the operation well, 
and at its close, being forbidden to speak 
wrote on paper expressing joy that the 
terrible trial was over and that half ol his 
tongue remained. With this he will be 
able to speak. His condition is yet critical, 
but late last night his pulse and temper­
ature were normal and he seemed cheerful.

His strong nerve and excellent general 
health will greatly aid in his recovery.

The physicians said that during his illness 
and in his preparations for the operation he 
showed wonderful fortitude.

SCIENTIFIC AND USEFUL.

The criticisims made by the English papers 
on W. A. Rowe are very complimentary.

When 1 rode my greatest distance in the 
hour I had not done any work on my bicycle 
for a week on account ot bad weather, and 
though I thought I should not be in condi 
tion, yet when I came to ride I found I ac­
complished the greatest perf erraance ever yet 
done in the world—and all on tea, too, my 
boy.”

Fertilizing a Desert.—The Oued Rir’, ! 
now becoming one of the most prosperous 
regions of Algeria, is a great oasis in the 
Sahara. It overlies a vast subterranean 
reservoir from two and one half to eight 
miles wide, which, in a distance of some 78 
miles from north to south, is now tapped by 
about 114 French spouting wells and 492 na 
tive ones, with a total discharge of 63,425 
gallons of water per minute. Tne Oued 
Rir’ has nearly 520,000 palm trees in bear­
ing condition, and an annual date produc­
tion of more than $500,CC0. The popula­
tion, which, like the productive land, has 
more than doubled in thirty years, is about 
13,000, distributed through thirty-one cen­
tres.

Electric Piano Playing.—Electricity has 
been invoked to supply a substitute for a mu­
sical education. By means of the Stephonium, 
or “ electric music interpreter,” Mr. J. C, 
M'gee, cf Edinburg, proposes to enable per­
sons ignorant of music to play the piano and 
other instruments of similar action. The 
music sheet is placed behind wires spaced to 
correspond with its scale, and each success­
ive note is sounded by touching the wire 
over it with a metallic pointer, which closes 
an electric circuit, and strikes the proper 
bell or string. It it only necessary to follow 
the notes with eye and band until the 
the piece is played. By sliding the sheet up 
or down the whole range of notes is quickly 
transposed into another key. The Stephon­
ium may be removed to any distance from 
the piano or other source of the musical 
tones.
