He Appears Before an Assembly Committea
in Favor-of the 8eymoq4_- Bill,

Mark Twain apneared before the New
York Assembly publie health committee
on Thursday to advorate Assemblyman
Seymour’s bfll permitting an@ regilating
I the practice of osteopathy. He said he
didn't know amnything about osteopathy,
and wouldn’t talk about it. He express-
ed surprise that there were sp many dis-
eases in the world, and eavied the man
who had them all. He didn’t understand
the medical terms applied to them. and
didn’t see how the members of the com-
mittee could. He had had a number of
diseases, and was willing to take more,
provided he could distribute them among
the doctors and the osteopathists. His
text was “Liberty,”” and he argued that
the state should not him how he
should treat his body. Then he said:

‘I see in the Bell Anti-Christian Science
bill that you permi’ the grandmother to
continue to dose the babe, Well, you
couldn’t stop her. 1t is well you put in
that provision. I Hke full liberty, full
liberty to do with my body as I like. to
my own peril or to the peril of anyone
else. It deesn’'t matter: I'm not particu-
lar as to that. The state stands for lib-
erty, and it doesn’t seem likely to change
its position, and will not interfere with
your soul in the matter of health. This
