Last night's rain was Insuffi­
cient to have saved the crop even a 
week ago. In some districts no rain fell 
at all. and most places experienced but 
very little rainfall. Only a few crates 
were offered, and the price was higher 
than the figures which have been pre­
vailing this week. _

The best berries sold at 15 cents a 
box or two for a quarter. Fruit of In­
ferior quality retailed at 10 cents a box 
or three, for a quarter.

New Hay Coming In.
A eon-iderabie quantity of new hay is 

coming in. A dozen loads were brought 
In this morning, old hay going at $12 
to $14 a ton and new hay from $8 to $10.

Three loads of oats were snapped up 
by the grain dealers at $1 23 to $1 26 a 
cwt.

Three loads of wheat have been de­
livered this week so far at $1 a bushel 
None was offered for sale this morning.

Very little butter or eggs were sold 
this morning, the reason being that prac­
tically none is being lirtnlghf in. A higher 
figure is being asked for butter this 
week. Dairy pound prints were quoted 
as high as 23 cents In dairy hall this 
morning. Rolls are search, and the 
Wholesale dealers, are. paying IS to 20 
cents a pound. Crocks are quoted at 18 
cents.

Eggs at 18 Cents a Dozen.
Eggs are still hovering around the 18 

cents mark, wholesale, with little pros­
pect of a change. The retail price is 
21 cents a dozen.

A falrlv large quantity of cherries is 
being so’d on the local market. Quota­
tions range all the way from 83 cents to 
$1 50 a basket.
