THE ROYAL FAMILY MOURNING

for the late Prince Henry of Battenberg 
having expired the first drawing room 
of the season will be held at Bucking­
ham palace on Wednesday, March 11. 
The function will be held for the Queen 
by the Princess of Wales, who will come 
from Sandringham to Marlborough House 
for the purpose on Monday. It will be 
held as usual in the throne room, which 
has during the past few weeks received 
some special decorations. The Princess 
will be assisted by Princess Louise, the 
Duchess of Teck, the Duchess of Saxe- 
Cobourg, and her daughter the Princess 
Alexandra will also assist. The Dukes 
of Saxe-Cobourg, Connaught and York, 
with Prince Christian and the Duke of 
Teck, will also be present. There will 
be about 200 presentations from the 
general company, and a large audience 
of diplomatic and official personages. 
The Prince of Wales will not attend 
owing to his yachting cruise in the 
Mediterranean.

The marriage of the Princess Maud of 
Wales to Prince Charles of Denmark, 
who is an officer in the Danish navy, is 
expected to take place at the end of July, 
thus prolonging the Loudon season for a 
month. In the meantime the Princess 
of. Wales and her daughters have plan­
ned to go to Copenhagen, where she will 
select the furniture and decorations for 
the new home of Princess “ Harry,” as 
she is popularly termed. Prince Charles 
will inherit a large fortune from his 
mother, the Crown Princess, who at the 
time of her marriage was the greatest 
heiress in Europe. She inherited the 
fortune from her father, King Charles of 
Sweden, and the fortune of hei mother, 
the Princess Louise of the Netherlands, 
which was estimated at $15,000.000. It 
is believed the marriage will be solem 
nlzed in the Chapel Royal, St. James’ 
Palace. The wedding of Queen Victoria 
and some of her daughters was celebrat­
ed in the Chapel Royal. It is from St. 
James’ Palace, although no longer the 
résidence of the Sovereign, that the Brit­
ish Court derives its official title, “the 
Court of St. James.” The site of the 
palace was originally a leper hospital, 
founded previous to the year 1200. In 
1532 Henry VIII erected a royal palace 
in place of the old hospital. Charles I 
slept there the night before his execu­
tion. The Chapel Royal is the remains 
of an old palace of the Tudors.
