rolled on him and slowly burned to death 
—such was the fate of a Chinese wood 
chopper working near Ashcroft, on Sun­
day last. Particulars of the accident 
were received here yesterday. It ap­
pears that the unfortunate Chinaman,
Ah Kee by name, was engaged with his 
partner, Ah Leung, under a contract to 
cut wood for Tong Frost, several miles 
out from Ashcroft. On Saturday even­
ing last Leung went to Ashcroft to pur­
chase previsions returning on Sunday 
evening. Kee was not in the cabin upon 
Leung’s return and the latter after call­
ing for his partner, and receiving no 
answer, made up his mind that he too 
bad gone to town and therefore “turned 
in.”

It was not until Monday morning in 
consequence that he learned of the ter­
rible accident that had overtaken Kee.
Going to the tree at which they had 
been at work on Saturday, he found the 
charred remains of his partner under an 
immense log, a section of the tree which 
they had been cutting into cord wood 
lengths, and immediately notified Mr.

LOCOMOTIVE EXPLOSION.

The Recent Remarkable Occurrence on 
the C.P.R. Line Near

From the Kamloops Standard.
An instance of one of the biggest 

locomotive explosions that has ever oc­
curred on this division took place last 
Thursday night about a mile east of 
Shuswap station. From the accounts 
that have been received it appears that 
in accordance with the custom the steam 
was turned off in order to allow the train 
to slow down for Shuswap station, and 
Mr. John George, who was engaged in 
firing, opened the door of the fire box to 
put more fuel on, a circumstance thut 
was extremely lucky for him, for when 
the door was opened, as he explains, he 
saw a quantity of steam issuing from it 
and knew nothing more, for the force 
of the steam shot him clear over the ten­
der and landed him a good distance away 
from the train. The next second every­
thing else went. The unfortunate driver, 
Mr. J. Little, was blown a clear eighty 
feet, and the miracle was that there was 
anything left of him. His shoes were 
found amongst the wreck some distance 
away, and the unfortunate man’s bones 

broken in six or eight places. He 
lived, however, about six hours, when 
death relieved him of his pain. The 
brakeman, Mr. T. Reid, suffered more 
severely, and only lived thirty minutes. 
The injuries sustained by the fireman 
amount to a fracture and a severe scald­
ing that the effects of which there is every 
reason to believe he will recover.

The engine (No. 678) was one of the 
Richmond heavy compounds, which do 
not appear to have been as satisfactory 
as the Canadian article made in the 
C.P.R. shops. It is not so very long ago 
that one of the wheels were cracked and 
had to be repaired, and at the present 
time there is another in the yard receiv­
ing attention at the hands of the fitters.

Some idea of the forcée of the explo­
sion can be gained, when it is stated 
that the crown of the fire box blew out, 
the entire body of the locomotive was 
lifted off its carriage, tearing away the 
bolts and everything that was holding it 
in place, and it completed a gigantic 
somersault in the air, landing end for 
end about 100 yards in front of the train 
and so causing the train to stop. Of 
course a little of the track was torn np 
in doing so, and two box cars were 
completely smashed, in fact there was 
nothing to be found but the wheels to 
suggest that one of them had ever ex­
isted. The cab was blown an immense 
distance, part of it falling on the wires 
and remaining suspended. A tramp who 
was stealing a ride in the third car had 
a narrow escape, but instead of making 
off when he was discovered, he rendered 
every assistance in his power to the 
crew.

Mr. J. Little, who is a brother to Mr. 
Dave Little of this town, was well 
known in Kamloops, as were all three 
men. Each of the deceased men leave 
a widow behind to mourn their loss. 
Mr. Reid has also three children.

The cause stated by Master Mechanic 
Stronach, after an examination of the 
wreck, is that the explosion occurred 
through no fault in the material, but in 
consequence of a scarcity of water in the 
boiler, which naturally had the effect of 
allowing the steel to soften.
