Rumors of temptations which beset
Mr. Haultain’s path have : not been
wanting in the past few months, and
few will question that efforts were
made by the Dominion government to
gain his support. The Toronto World
boldly charges Ottawa with attempts
to purchase his silence. He was
tempted, says the World, as few men
in Canada have been tempted. Of
this no further proof is required than
the bribes which ‘were openly offered
to every public man who was in a
position to smooth the way for the
passage of the autonomy bills. Frank
Oliver was in a position to embarrass
the government at a critical moment,
and he was promptly silenced with a
portfolio. "Walter Scott, M. P.,' had it
in his 'power to intemsify Western
feeling' against the legislation. He

filled, that he would receive the call to
the premiership of one of the prov-
inces. To complete this detail of the
conspiracy, it became necessary to
deal with Lieutenant-Govérnor For-
get. The latter was promised the
lieutemant-governorship of one of the
provinces on condition that he would
choose Walter Scott as his adviser.
Mr. Bulyea, one of Mr. Haultain’s prin-
cipal colleagues, was induced to openly
endorse coercion, under promise of a
Heutenant-governorship.

‘While, for the honor of Canada, we
are loath to accept as fact the whole-
sale charges made by the World, there
is a suggestion of something very far
from political probity in the recent
course of events in the Middle West.
There has been a lavish bestowal of
offices, promotions and honors quite
uncalled for under ordinarv eircum-
stances, and in almost every instance
these rewards fell to men who were
avowed opponents of the separate
school law. Rhe World sums up its
charges in plain Janguage. ' To secure
‘Western endorsation and to head off
Western hostility the . autonomy
bmg-“tn\ the - gov

s. ' Bug miore important than
all of them was Premier Haultain.
Haultain: had only to endorse coercion.
to, reduce opposition to the govern-
ment's policy to a comedy. Haul-
tain’s judgment, expressed in favor of
the autonomy bills, would to a very
large extent have carried the judg-
ment of the coéuntry. Foér Haultain’s
support of the legislation the’ govem-
ment would have given anything. He
could have had a senatorship, he could
have had a lieutenant-governorship,
he could have had hard and fast as-
surances that he would receive the
call to the premiership of the prov-
ince of his choice, the probability  is
that he could have had a portfolio in
the Dominion cabinet.

If the World’s assertions are true,
and they are made with a force which
would indicate their reliability, it will
be Mr. Haultain’s duty, to expose .the
corruptionists who sought to purchase
his loyalty to principle—he owes it to
himself and to his country.

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ERIE ROAD’'S EXPANSION

Nearly Four Thousand Miles of Track
Added to Eastern System.

New York, Sept. 20.—President Un-
