How Shall We Feed? -

The question of feeding horses, too
often overlooked by owners, is the all
important one to be considerel, Con-
dition, speed, quality, endurance, all
the essentials of a good hcrse, save
blood, are embraced and controlled
by feeding. :
the broeding, mnless the food q 1estion
be carefully studied, the aniwal will
be a failure. From.the day of its
birth this must receive attention, and
over and above this, is the fact that
the power, endurance and quality of
the colt depend largely upon the care
and treatment of the sire and dam.
To the third and fourth generations
are the injurious efforts of neglect
manifested. Our horses were intend-
ed for speed and endurance, that is
the supreme desire in breeding and
purchasing. How shall these be
made certain? Surely the only
method is that of feeding in proper
proportion and variety, Hitch a
borse to a hay mow and he will eat
bimself poor. We acknowledge the
trath of this familiar saying, yet in
daily practice give the lie to our
theories. Of all domestic animals of
its size, the stomach of the horse is
the smallest. While the animal is
seven or eight times larger than a
man its stomach is only between three
and four times larger. Let us at-
tempt to proportion its food with the
quantity we consume and see how the
pile usually fed will diminish. We
eat, as a rule, twice as much as is
necessary to keep us in health and
strength. Take away the condiments,
pastry and non-essentials, if oot injuri-
ous portion of our table supply, and
wo should soon see better health,
stronger bodies, and greater freedom
for the entire list of ills. Here weo
find a good illustration tv carry with
us to the stable. In the minimumn
quantity of food, ponsistent with
healtb, we shall find the best pbysical
conditions, How shall we apply this
to our horses? If eur stomach con-
tain three quarts, that of tho horse
would require twelve, and all that
is taken over and above this amonnt
only distends thg stomgch, clogs the
system, prevents uand retards the
digestion, and soon produces ill health.
This may not bte shown by outward
sign of suffering, but by listless action
rough coat, dnll eyes, gnd 8 feverish
condition, A horse at work needs to
be fod regularly and in small quan-
tities. Not enough should be given
to fill the stomach, else it labors at a
disadvantage until digestion brings
relief. As this saving of food touches
our pockets, it should influence our
actioos.- The horses in our - large
cities that do the largest umount of
work receive the smallost amont of
food, byt thig is pgrefully solected
with referpnce to ils strgngihening
ualitigs, and prepared so that the
work of digestion is yery much re-
duced. The large forse Railraad
companies allow two pounds of mixed
feed daily for every bundred pounds
of weight, and this amount is divided
into four feedings. Thus a horse that
weighs twelve hundred, would receive
six pounds four times during the
twenty-four hours. This will sezm a
small gantity to those who have been
in habit of feeding a crowded rack
full whenever they visit the barn, yet
this bas been shown to be the quan-
tity that will give the gratest amount
of work, keep in the bet pondition,
and preserve the lgngegt for gervice.
More horses are permanently injured
by over feeding than by any other
cause, and yet there must be no
neglect. Il is necessary that we give
a little attention to these things and
seek to feed understandingly. In
watering the same care is called fog,
a little at a tim wdt ;xat"dﬁka.
spopid be ts‘b ‘iul , itstead of long
intérvald“and three or four pailfuls.
Not all the breeding known can give
us a good horse if we do not feed cor-
rectly, for broeding is the fpundation
upon whigh we build, with bay, grain
and water, the magnificent animal in
which all take pride. Fhis lesaan
should peed no special urging, for the
trath 18 accepted, yet hundreds of
colts will bo permaaently injured be-
fore one year old, through a failure to
feed and water only what is needed
for their best health and g:ovt, - 'the
theory thgt ao unimal 'will ‘bat only
what it ‘hafdre’ requires should be
cast aside, for failure and disappoint.
ment will surely result from follow-
ing this course. '}:et us exereige our
comman gense aud reason, and white
reducing food and water to the
amount cobsistent with bealth, feed
that variety that will insure constant
growth, and secure the well developed,
symmetrical horse whose powers of

says, for a good sire you must bave a
borse with plenty of yrell.develaped
wausclo all' bver the body, and the
more regular and even it is, the more
regular and even will his stock come.
He adds: “The breeding of sheep
and horses has always been a hobby
of mine, as it was of my father's, and
I bave made a special study of the
means to be adopted to prevent dis-
easo I believe it is essentiully neces-
sary to have stock in perfect health
for breeding, and no matter how well
you meoy have mated your mares, if
they are out of bealth or badly fed on
inferior diet, you ¢an not oxpect to
get & well-developed fuetua that will
¢row into a good muscular horse. 1
also like a good pedigree for a sire,
and may say no one bas s.udied the
question of pedigree in connection
with breeding more closely than my-
self, and the more I see of breeding
the more I am convinced that a good
sire must bave well-developed muscle
all over, and the more even it is in
all parts, the more even will hix stock
come. If he is light in rauncular de-
valopment bis st ¢k will ‘come ‘weak
aid light.' If uneven in development,

No matter hcw choice [P

(large in one quarter, and small in
another), so his stock will be uneven
and irregular. You can find horses
that will get good, sound, selling
borses, such as dealers will buy and
pay the breeder well, but still they
are not the first-class sires for riding
and show horses. I am quite aware
that very good judges of horses have
totally different opinions from mine
with respect to sires, but an opinion
is worth notbing until it is put to a
ractical test, and J:ben it must be
Jodged by facts produced. I bave had
several stallions in my time, and they
bave got exactly the horses I expect-
&d, and I have not been deceived by
any of them. The summing upis:

1. A good constitution, perfectly
sound in wind, limb and eye-sight,

2. Well developed muscle in every
limb, and of even caliber and texture,
firm attachment, so that no one can
say which is the heaviest or lightest
limb.

3. Even and straight action, and
when sent to walk and trot slowly
down an incline, on hard macabamized
road, stand straight bebind him, and
see if all the joints extent and flex
evenly and straight or as near to this
as you can possible have it.

4. A good pedigree on both sides

with a certain amount of in-breeding,
to keep a family likeness in your pro-
duce.
5. A horse must be in perfect health
during the seasan. If he should fall
amiss from any cause whatever, stop
bim of his work, as he will not get
good stock out of health.

Longevity in Cattle.

A life whiph, if allowed te run its
course (o its natural end, can last over
ten or twelve years, may be long
enough to cover the age within which
an average vow or buil may be profit-
ably kept; while for a steer, in a coun-
try where ox labor is not in request, 3
much shorter teryy will suffice; yet
there is something to be said in favor
of longevity in cattle.

Some persons look upon longevity
and early maturity as contrary the
one (o the other, thus inclining to g
mistake, probably caused by obseyving
that anjmals whigh matgrd extremely
early aye seldom long-lived ; but this
noticed fact is simply a result of some
aof the means employed to insyre very
early matgrity, such ag high feeding
dyring the period of growth. An
animal is barn into the warld with a
canstitutian gaod for twenty ar twenty
five years of life but the exoessive ac-
tivity into which the animal’s system
is forced during the first two or three
years may be, like a debt to be met
with interest and compound interest,
as capital, a few years later. The
three yeaas’ loan of extra gtiength
upon a mortgagp on the constitution
may have its equivalent in six years
lopped off from the other end of the|
life; and e_siges this debt, the animal
bas contracted liabilities op acgount of
its accymulated wealth of fatty sub-
stanca and its plethoric habit, and
those liabilities may draw another
balf-dozen or a dozen more years from
the life's length. Thus the oarly
forced animal does not live to extreme
age, not because it was born vw put
constitutional gc,w'qr ta boid its life so
long, but bboatse a part of its innate
power was mortgaged and forfeited.
How far the systematic high feed-
ing of young stock in consecutive
generations has tendenpy ta make
shortey lifg, instead of long life here-
ditary, is a question arising out of that
under discussion. For the prosent
we may let it rest. We are just now
inquiring what advantage,if any, there
is in the inheritance of longevity, if
lifo is to be shortened in almost every
instance by knife and poleax.

Haviog intigated oar” view, that
thare is “nd"'nébessary opposition be-
tween a desirable vitality and the pro-
pensity, if encouraged, to early de-
velopment of framie and flesh, we may |
further refer to some of th advaptages |
of tha inberitance of such a durable
vitality, or earnpest (circumstnnceu
favoring) of longevity in cattle.
Animgla passessing it, presumably
possess more constitutional strength
than animals which do nov possess it.
They bave better store to draw from
for the wear and teur of life, Such
animals are generally gove alert, ac-
tive, an;iqn’qirin'g ‘than those of feebler
and morb yielding vitality. We have
noticed particularly many individual
animals of long lived families, and |
animals which themselvea rpanhed ox- |
treme 3go, apd wa have found this
charactaristic in all of them. They
are, when they bave their living to
find out of doors excellent foragers;
not that they eat more thun others but
they go about the search for food in a
beartier manner, and eat Wit yegqer |
appetite yotil gativded. 1In shott, all
| the organs of the system are bealthy
anll in'good tone.” The vital forpes
|are in full power, pat relaxed not al-
ready avertaxed. When we see many
animals in & family !lving much be-
yond tha ygerago age, we like to bear
that family in mind when we want
fresh blood, and we bave neyer found
ourselves deceived in taking heregi- 1
tary longevilg 28 an  indieatid of
ability towoYR wellin any line, beef-
making, milking or whatever it may
be, fecundity and the production  of
robust offspring not to be forgotten in
the enumeration of services. When
early maturity is required,for slaught-
er, we find the offspring of strong
long-lasting dams and sires much more
able to stund forcing than those of
less vigorous purentage ; and as we do
ot want'to’ force stock ' intended for
breeding as we force steers, there is no
need to impuh the heritqblo property
of longevity by over feeding the stosk
heifers and young bulls.—Natioral
Live Stack Journal,

Fast-walking.

The attention of breeders will bear
being called frequently ta the negleot
of teauhing calts and young horses to
walk. The walking gait shoald be
the first gait developed and perfected
by the trainer, and after a rapid, clean,
strong walk is acquired the speed-
gaits should be attended to, enough
very carefully, until they are brought
to a good degree of proficieaey.

A patato planter has been patonted
by Chas. C. Mayes of East Davenport,
Iowa. It has various novel foatures
of construction and arrangement of
parts, whereby potatoes may be plant-
ed either in hills or drills, and is so
designed that the space between tho
bills may be varied, as also may the
distance between the seed when the
potatoes are planted in drills,

Mr. John Conrad of Qregon, has
leased in the North-West Territory
200,000 acres of land from the Domin-
ion Government, upon which he will
drive this season 10,000 head of cattle
and 200 head of Oregon-bred mares.
The lease is made for a period of
twenty-one years, at two cents per
acre. The land is locatad along the
south slope of the Cypress Hills, and
is pronounced one of the monst desir-
able locations for a stock range in the
North-West.

It is & curious fact, and one that has
led to much disappointment in breed-
ing for the dairy, that milk and bat.
ter prodgyotion is most communly
trapumitted through the male line.
This is the time when cows shounld be
bred to have them in full flow of milk

In his report on commercial ferti.
lizers State Chemist Warder of Pen-
sylvania, said: - ** The greatest care
should be taken o return all barnyard
manure to the fields, not allowing the
liguid portion to drain oft into the
streams. A waste of two per oens, of
the matter discharged by oar live
stock would represent. all the phos-
phoric acid and thirty times all the
potash sold in the State for fortilizing
purposes, worth some two wmiillions of
dollars, The actusl waste is more
likely to reach ten or twenty millions
dollars annually.” Every good farm-

While basement barns have many
advantages for winterlng stock warm-
Iy, they are not adapted to keeping
borses in summer. It is very diffiounlt
to get them ventilated as they should
be, and the ammonia slways rising
from horsc manwre and urine is injuri-
ous to the health and especially to the
oyes, It is a torture to horses that
bave worked hard during the day to
be put into unventilated, bad smelling
quartors at night.

Whother tho stubble should be left;
short or long must depend upos eir-
cumstances. Hay, espeoially elover,
should be cut as close as possible to
the ground. It aprouts from the root,
and a lopg atubble is only a detriment
to after growth, Where grain stubble
is to be ploughed and followed by
wheat it should be out short. The
dry stubble is worth nothing a#s a ma-
nure, and when buried under the fur-
row rots slowlg, and keeps the soil
too light for wheat to do well in the
winter. Unless cut very short the
next best way is to leave stubble very
long and then burn it. This is an
excellent plan whea wheat follows
wheat, as burning the stubble destroys
many ipjarious insects.
