Egypt's Difliculty in Evacuating the Sou-
dan-The Civil Population Ordered
Out of Kartoum.

Cairo; Jan. 11.—The ministry of war
in a statement regarding the proposed
evacuation of the Soudan shows that there
are 21,000 men and 84 guns there. The

frontier should also be removed. The
march from Berber to Wadyhalfa through
the desert would be impossible.

THE CELTIC AT SEA.

Four of Her Passengers Landed at Fal-
= mouth.

Loxpox, Jan. 11.—The steamer Argosy,
from New York has arrived off the Lizard.
She met the steamer Celtic 1250 miles out
and took off several of her passengers,
whom she transferred to a tug bound to
Falmouth. The Celtic was perfectly sea-
worthy and amply supplied with pro-
visions. Her captain was in hopes of
being picked up by the Brittania. More
of the Celtic’s passengers would have gone
on board the Argosy if the latter could
have accommodated them.

Four passengers from the Celtic have
landed at Falmouth. They state that at
one time the gale was so heavy the Celtic’s
sails were blown out of the ropes. All the
canvas on board the steamer was utilized.
The Bothnia was sighted Dec, 29. Only
numbers were exchanged by the two
steamers. The Celtic’s passengers con-
sidered the captain of the Celtic somewhat
dilatory in signalling. It was a week
before another vessel was signalled.
Meanwhile her fresh provisions gave out,
but she had salt stores enough for a year.
The steamer Ar%osy offered to tow the
Celtic, but the offer was declined. When
it was learned that the Argosy could take
only four passengers there was great ex-
citement among the business men on the
Celtic whose time was valuable. Lots were
drawn for the coveted berths on the Ar-
gosy. Two of the fortunate four went on
board of that steamer, and the other two
sold their places to the highest bidders.

THE CANTON RIVER I}L()('KADE’D.

The War Party in the Ascendant in
China.

Hoxae Ko~a, Jan. 11—The Chinese have
blockaded the Canton river, between the
Canton and Borgue forts, leaving only a
navigable passage of ninety feet. Calls
have been issued for recruits for the Chin-
ese army.

DresDEN, Jan. 11.—The Marquis Tzeng
in a letter received here declares that the
capture of Sontay by the French had
strengthened the war party in China, and
it was questionable whether China would
now accept mediation for a settlement of
the Tonquin difficulty. It also says China
would perhaps double the tax on foreign
goods to cover the war expenses.

VIVE LE ROI.
Demonstration on the Departure of the
Comte de Paris for Madrid.

Paris, - Jan. 11.—Notwithstanding the
expressed wish of the Comte de Paris to pre-
serve his incognito upon his journey to
Madrid to meet King Alfonsoa large crowd
of Royalists assembled at the depot. They
handed him an address in the name of the
Royalist league and a few cries of ‘‘vive le
Comte de Paris,” ‘‘vive le roi,” were
raised. The police made four arrests. The
Comte goes to Madrid upon the invitation
of the king, and -will afterwards visit the
Duc de Montpensier at Seville.

A Students’ Revolutionary League,

NT. BETERSBURG, Jan. 11.— The police
have seized documents showing a revolu-
tionary league exists among the students
of Moscow.

A Cold-Blooded Murderer Pays the Just

he felt at the time of the murder an ‘un-
controllable desire to kill Bouney, which

and regret for the deed. He went to the
scaﬁ'olgr:ahn and collected. When asked
if he had anything to say he replied “no,”
but asked the bystanders to pray for him,
His neck was broken
and death was painless. The murder. for
which Jarvis hanged was the malicious
and cold-blooded act of a morose and in-
temperate man, who fancied himself and
family wronged in a business transaction.
During the trial the murderer maintained
a sullen- and stolid indifference. All he
would say was that he - remembered noth-
ing about the crime. He was 50 years old
and but recently married. His victim was
of middle age, esteemed in his county, and
left a wife and six small children.

HAMILTON’S HA UNT?D CELLS.

The Ghost of McConnell, the Murderer,
Said to Walk the Corriders of the Jall,
Eight years ago Michael' McConnell, a
Hamilton butcher, murdered Mr. Nelson
Mills, a gentleman living in/ the west end
of the ambitious city. McConnell was
hanged for the crime March 14, 1876, and
the Hamilton Spectator states the jail is
now believed to be haunted by the spectre

of the murderer. Says the Spectator:
With McConnell’s death it might reas-
orably be supposed that the affair would
end, but it seems that his perturbed spirit
will not rest quietly beneath the cold, cold
ground and stubbornly persists in haunting
the east yard, and what is known as the
east basement corridor. On the waestern
side of the corridor the “black holes” or
punishment cells are situated. These are
small apartments provided with nothing,
Prisoners are put there for 6, 2
and 24 hours, according to the nature of
the offense. Now a man might naturally
be presumed to have a horror of staying in
a dark and comfortless cell, but prisoners
dread to go, not oaly for that reason, but
because they declare the{osre haunted by
the ghost of the man who was hanged on
that wild March morning so man years
ago. At night they say the ghost flits from
room, to room and tramps up and down
the long corridor with a ceaseless stride.
On the night of March 14 they claim that
the awful scene on the scaffold is al! gone
over again, and a ghostly figure, with a
black cap on top, falls through a trap door
and dances for a minute in mid air. Then
all is still. The figure straightens out, and
death claims its own. The turnkey of the
jail said to a Spectator reporter that the
ravest and boldest f)riso_ner in the place
would cry like a child and consent to un-
dergo any punishment sooner than be put
in one of the black holes with M’Connell’s
Ghost to keep him company. Big men who
have never been accused of cowardice will
shrink and shiver and pray not to be con-
signed there. Governor Henry was spoken
to. He laughed at the idea and said he
had never heard (;lf i; before. But, all the
same, any inan who has spent any of
a night in oneof the blacimholes wglaltt tell
you that McConnell's ghost keeps him
company, and they all stand in mortal fear
of being sent in with it.

The governor-general of this great and
glerious colony received a formal welcome
to the queen city yesterday at the hands
of the mayor and corporation. The affair
was attended with the usual ceremony and
passed off quietly. The vice regal party
arrived at the city hall a few minutes after
3 o’clock, having been es> from gov-
ernment house bxy a detaq\hmeht of the gov-
ernor-general’'s body  guard, com.
manded by Capt. Dunn. A guard
of honor belonging to the Royal Grena-
diers, undercommand of Capt. Ball and

Lieutenants Irving and Davison, the latter
having charge of the regimental
colors, presented arms and the
band played the national anthem.
The crowd cheered the distinguished
visitors as they alighted and passed up the
matted stairs and into the old building.
Overcoats and wraps were doffed in the
mayor’s room, where Ex-ald. Hallam was
on hand with a beautiful bouquet of azelias
and roses, which he handed to Lady Lans-
downe.

The council chamber, which was decor-
ated with ﬂags and flowers, was filled with
civic and military officials and citizens,
who cheered their excellencies as they
made their way to the dais.

Nothing ean more conduce to their fulfilment
than the feeling that you are well disposed to-
wards and ready togive uscredit for doing
ourbest in the position to which we have been
, Of myself, sir, I will only say this,that
it is a source of infinite satisfaction to me
to find m{sclf in a position which gives me
opportunities greater than those of others for
visiting and acquiring a knowledge of this
portion of the queen’s dominions, which en-
ables me to take a part_in the administration
of its public affairs, and to become acquainted
with the men who, whatever their rank,party
or place of origin, whether they are associated
Wi& federal or with provincial or with muni-
cipal government are shaping its future des-
tinies. And now, sir, allow me to express the
pleasure with which I find myself in the city
of Toronto, a pleasure which ‘is certainly in-
creased by the fact that your citizens
were the first to make ' known to
me after my arrival here their
desire that I should pay them a visit. But,
gentlemen, irrespectively of thisI was desir-
ous to visit Toronto because I felt that until I
had done so I should fail to realize what man-
ner of country Canada really was. You have
spoken in your address of the comparative
youth of your institutions, and you have re-
minded me that your civic history may be said
to have commenced only fifty years. ago.
Fifty years ago is, no doubt, a very insigmfi-
cant space in the lifetime of a nation or of a
city, but whatever may be our respect foran-
tiquity we cannot forget that it is the use
which a nation or a city has made of its life
and not merely the length of its duration
hieh titles it t. [Hear, hear).
Judged by this standard the position of
Toronto is one of which the prov-
ince of Ontario, of which the domin-
ion and the empire of which it forms
a part may well be proud, I doubt indeed
whether there is any city in the world more
remarkable than yours for the variety of the
successes which it has achieved in a short
8] of time. [Hear, hear.] It is the seat of
e legislature of this great province and the
theatre of its political activity; it is the me-
tropolis of ‘a great agricultural district; it is
the home of numerous and thriving indus-
tries; it is the abode of our provincial law
courts; and last, but not, least, it has origin-
ated within itself a body of educational insti-
tutions, remarkable fortheir vigorand activity
and for the healthy emulation which”exists
between them, institutions which are making
their influence felt, and which are
spreading, not only over this province,
but over the whole of the North American
continent that culture without which mate-
rial prosycrity .may become a curse rather
than a blessing. As I passed through your
spacious thoroughfares and observed not only
the admirable public buildings and co:;x:x)r-

cial premises which meet the eye at exery
step, but also the general evidences of cé6mfort
uuf well being. for which it appears to me
Toronto is more remarkable ‘than any clt{

which I have ever visited, I thought that |
could well understand that, being citizens of
such a city, you should be not only proud but
Jjeaolus of it, that while you are ready to
spend your energies and your fortunes in _its
advancement, you should resent aniy action,
whether on the part of public or o private
bodies, which might impair the pr sperity
of your home or lower the general
of comfort and order which
obtains within it. Ihave made this observa-
tion because I am aware that there isan im-
pression in some quarters, possibly an impres-
sion not altogether destitute of solid founda-
tion that the stream of immigration which
has recently set towards your shores needs
more careful regulation, and that if it is not
so regulated they are liable to be invaded by
a class of persons of whom the old country is
anxious to be rid, but who would be by no
means a valuable accession to the new. Now,
sir, I have had some opportunity of observing
these matters, both from the point of view
from which they are regarded here and from
that from wi they are regarded on the
other side of the Atlantic, and what I
would venture to impress on you is that
there is absolutely no divergence of opin-
ion on this subject between sound public
opinion here and sound public opinion
home. [Hear, hear.] Nothing has been
the thoughts of the imperial gov-
ernment, or of the private promoters of emi-
on, than the id‘t’:a of sending to this coun-
persons who are not able take their
place as useful members of society in the land
of theiradoption.
