The Washington government gave the
correspondence, or the substance of it,
to the public with commendable prompti-
tude. It was only on Monday, June 22nd’
Sir John tells us, that the final arrange-
ment took place at Washington, The
despatch which was distributed to the
press bears date June 25, which was
Thursday, just three days after. Our
Republican neighbors are accustomed te
the publication of such correspondence—
their own government being a party to it
—at the earliest date permissible; and
sometimes even in advance of that.

Referring to the
rocent meeting of the Presbyterian general
assembly at Montreal, he said that in their
own church in Canads there had been

much division of opinien with regard to

keeping up missions smong the Fremch
Catholics in Quebeo. Soms of their friends
thought such efforts a mere waste at the
beat and took no interest in them; but that
wiex did not prevail in the assembly. For
big part he had always been in favor of
pushing this partionlar work, and was now
more so than ever before, He gave a brief
review of what had peen done and the
methods adopted by the Presbyterian

church, and among other things stated that
whereas eleven years/ago there was
but one French Protestant church in Mon-
treal, with an average attendance of six-
teen or thereabouts,
twelve such churches, each year showing
mest encouraging increase of converts,
He spoke of the serious obstacles which
had to be encountered, owing to the
immense and far-reaching power there of
the Church of Rome, which was practicall.
the cliirch by law established and endow:
in the province of Quebec, There that
church was supreme, thélocal government
and legislature of the day had but to
reginter its deorees. Nor was this all; the
wholé dominion was under its sway
because it was in the power of the
French Catholic vote, owing to party
divisions among Protestants, to make
and unmake ministries at Ottawa,
More remarkable still, this very
province of Ontario was largely under
the rule of the Roman catholic ehurch,
Important parts of our Ontario legislation
and policy were really dictated by. Arch-
bishop Lynch, and the local government
dare do nothing to offend him, It should
be a matter of religion and conscienée with
Protestants to spread the light of the
gospel, and this motive alone ought to be
enough. But if the Protestants were not
sifficiently awake to this there was still
another, that might give them sharper
touches, as far as worldly interests only
were concerned, In pursuance of the de-
liberate polioy of the Catholic church . in
Lower Canads, Protestants were being
driven out of the province and their farms
taken by French OUatholics. This wasnov
done by what used to be called persecution,
but by a steady process of crushing out
Protestant education, and other equally
effective methods, the result being that
many Protestant at a8t gave up the fight,
gold their farms for a somg, and moved
away, And not only in Quebec, but in
eastern Ontario as well, Protestants who
bad long lived there were leaving, and
their places were being taken by French
Catholics, The political freedom of the
whole dominion was in danger from the
ascendancy of the Roman Catholic church
over our statesmen. Protestant mis-
sions constituted one means of combating
this baleful ascendancy, and a far more
effective means, he would. tell them, than
was generally imagined, Even these who
were lukewarm in religion might feel
themselves stirred if once they realized
that the political freedom of Canada was
in danger from the ascendancy of the only
established church in the dominion—the
church of Rome,

In the course of his remarks the
took ooceasion to say that the affiliation of
Roman Catholie colleges with our public
universities or colleges was a grand mis-
take, Better have k:gt them as they were,
and fo have saved the freedom of higher
education. Here was the way affiliation
worked in Manitoba., An examiner in
history, making up his Yist of questions,
put in one asking students to state the
causes of the English revolution of 1888,
and another relative to the causes of Riel’s
first rebellion. They were both prompgly
scored out; the thronme at St. Bonl?m
would tolerate no such interference with
its prerogative. Upon our own provincial
university the power ot Archbishop Lynch
and St. Basil’s college weighed with no
light hand.
