YALK'S BIG KICKER.

A Cerk Schoolboy, a Buffalo Dock Laborer
#nd Now an Undergrad.

Yale has a wonderful kicker, says The New
York Morning Journal. Whether he will play in
the coming championship game with Princeton
at Manhattan Field or not the captain of the team
will hot say. In fact, he is loth to admit that
he has the kicker at all, but his presence in col-
lege and*his weight felt in the practice games on
the grounds out at the end of Chapel-street, in
New Haven, are both indisputable.
The new man is Robert Acton, and he has
kicked his way into college in very much the
same way that Carmencita kicked her way into
fame.
Two years ago young Acton was graduated
from a grammar and classical school in Cork,
Ireland. Although he stood high in his studies
it was on the football flald that he cutstripped all
competitors. He is a giant in stature and strength
and when he rushed across the fleld he knocked
the other players aside like so many ninepins
and made & or a touch-down every time.
Some Yale boys who made a tour of Ireland on
foot last summer saw him play, and they knew
that if they could get him on their college team
they would surely win the championship, but at
that time they did not think of making him an

offer.

They brought the news of his prowess to
their alma mater, however, and when the
team began to Frnctice at the close of the
summer recess it was determined to make an
effort to secure his services, but a letter sent to
him at Cork was returned with the information
that Acton had already gone to America.

Acton had come to country. He landed in
New York, and after vainly endeavoring to ob-
tain a situation in this city drifted to Buffalo.
There he tried to secure work in offices and
stores, but was again unsuccessful and finally
took a place as & dock laborer at a dollar a day.
He was obliged to live in a sailors’ boarding-
house and dress as a common laborer.

His great feats of strength soon attracted atten-
tion to him and he was dubbed “Herculgs’ by all
the clerks in the dock offices, He thought noth-
ing of lifting a barrel of flour or a sack of salt
and throwing it on a truck.

In the meantime the Yale players had been on
the lookout for him, but failed to locate him until
a paragraph in a Buffalo paper reznrdlﬁ him
was seen by a student who resides in that city.

The master in ordinary yesterday delivered
judgment on the motion by Liguidator Lye of
the Central Bank to be allowed inc remu-
peration for his services. The learned master
said that the material was the same now as had
been produced before himd in 1889. when the
order fixing the remuneration to ba allowed had
been miade. It was true that order was made
without prejudice to an application for extra re-
muneration, but that he saw ne material on
which to make the order now asked and thav the
application must be refused with costs. It was
contended that Mr. Lye shoula be allowed
about $9000 extra remuneration according
to the English tariff, and that in any
event he should be allowed full commission on
$200,000 set-off, on which no commission has as
yet been allowed. The master said he could not
make an order for this commission except on the
joint application of all the liquidators or their
representatives, J

Vo say that Mr, Lye was_ displeased with this
judgment is putting it mildly. He asked to be
allowed to a few words, and this leave being
granted him he gave the court and those present
his idea of the way he had been treated. He sai
that it had been well understood by all parties
that he was to receive extra renumeration for
bis trouble in this matter; that he had slaved
night and day, novonly at the expense of his
business, but at that of his health, in the interest
of the shareholders aud that this was the thanks
he received. He said that the work bad been the
cause of the late Mr. Foster's death, and that
just before his death that gentleman had advised
him to take a few months’ holidays as the work
was telling on him, but that he bad been unable
to do so. He ended by resigning his position and
asking to be relieved from further trouple in the
matter. The master su‘ﬁeswd an appeal from
the jud’sment, but this Mr. Lye did not fall in
with. The learned master said if he imsisted on
fesig(!lnng there was a proper procedure to be fol-
owed.
