Portage la Prairie, Man., Aug. 19.— |
Reports come in to-day from Elm Riv- |
er settlement centering fifteen miles
south-east of Portage, immediately
across the Assiniboine, and show that
district to be four or five days earlier
than here.

Some timid farmers are apprehen-
sive of frost. Saturday night was
clear, but passed over a dozen degrees
above freezing point, or over 17 de-
grees above damage temperature. It
requirds about five degrees of frost to
injure the grain. It was cool yes-
terday evening, but climbed up through
the night and became quite warm,
with slight showers.. It is a clear,
lovely morning and day with passing
clouds. The thermometer has regis-
tered a minimum of 49 and a maxi-
mum of 65 degrees for the past day
and night.

A traveler arrived here this morning
from the Brandon region and says it
was chilly and clear there. This
morning at § o'clock it was three
or four degrees above frost. In Mani-
toba these cold dips may always be
looked for, but it is only the excep-
tionally cold ones that do any dam-
age.

Farmers Expect Sixty Cents a Bushel.

Grain men cannot give the opening
price very closely. They say the
Eastern dealers are very chary about
buying at any but a very medium

.">» The best posted  men - here
think the market will open at from 56c
to 52¢, but it is plain they are hedg-
ing on prices. One of Winnipeg’s
leading dealers was here last week and
spoke of 45c as the opening price, but
he is bearing prices and won’t be able
to get a bushel at the figure. Farm-
ers are hopeful of getting 60c, but it
is doubtful if wheat will realize that

much.
The first wheat will strike the mar-

ket in 10 days. It requires two weeks
to fit it properly for threshing if wea-
ther is dry. Last year the farmers
rushed their crops into the elevators
and sold right out earlier than ever
before. This year there will be more
holding for higher prices. Farmers
have not been more hopeful for eight
years past, nor during that time has
there been less pessimism among
them.

The laborers from the East are near-
ly all taken up. This morning some
farmers were hiring eight or
nine men for a month at a dollar and
a quarter per day. All show a deter-
mination to rush the harvest faster
than ever before. %

Green Wheat and Raiv.

Some wheat cut west of here was
too green and is not drying well, but
fortunately the quantity is not large,
and the farmers have such a big acre-
age that they must begin too early to
keep anywhere near up with the rip-
ening fields, and so take the risk of
shrinkage from some of the fields.

The morning reports to the head of-
fice here of the Manitoba and North-
western Railway show that in general
the weather yesterday was cool with
light southwest winds. "Rain fell
lightly at Westbourne, at Gladstone
heavily for 20 minutes, at Langenburg
for an hour and also.at Saltcoats.

The wheat harvest begins at Min-
nedosa to-morrow, is now general at
Gladstone, while a few have started
cutting at Birtle, Shoal Lake and
Binscarth. At Russell, the farthest
north station; in a very fine wheat
country, some barley was cut on Sat-
urday. No wheat has been cut at
Langéenburg or Saltcoats.

Live stock shipments over the Mani-
toba and Northwestern Railway are
very heavy, and for the remainder of
this month and September two or
three heavy trains will leave each week
for Montreal and the East.

Radsed Nixiy Bushels to the Acere,

Mr. Conklin, reeve of Springfield,
near Winnipeg, claims to have one
fleld that will yield 60 bushels to the
acre. Cutting is general there, some
farmers having nearly finished.

New wheat is expected on the market
in Brandon inside .of three weeks. The
opening price there will be a little
above 50 cents.

Samples of oats seven feet high come
from St. Eustach, on the Northern Pa-
cific Portage branch.

The Minnedosa agent sends to the
Manitoba Northwestern Railway head
office samples of wheat and oats six
feet high.

In Kildonan, near Winnipeg, a crop
of oats has been cleared that were so
high the grain could easily be tied
dver a horse’s back.

The Manitoba Northwestern Rail-
way expect an increase of 600,000 bush-
els of wheat this year, or a total of
2,365,000 bushels beside oats and bar-
ley on their system.

As usual many farmers will thresh
direct from the stock, but a south-
western newspaper reminds them of
the loss of four years ago, and recom-
mends them to pay special attention
to' stacking as there is no other way to
save the immense crop this year. This
is correct. Qur farmers take too
much risk of the weather.

A ‘delegation from Austria is touring
the province to report for Austrian
immigration.

An Enterview With W W Ogilvie.

Mr. W. Ogilvie, who has just re-
turned from a southwestern tour, is
greatly pleased 'with the outlook, and
confirms the report Jf the Govern-
ment. About forty per cent. of the
crop has been cut here. He esti-
mates twenty-five bushels per acre for
the whole of Manitoba and the North-
west. His firm have built 17 ele-
vators this summer, and now have 49
in the West with a capacity of 2,750,-
000 bushels. He approves most
heartily of the action of the Govern-
ment amending the classification of
wheat, prohibiting the mixture of
scoured number one hard. He is
greatly pleased at the increased fine
appearance of the many herds of cat-

WILL BE NO GRAIN BLOCKADE.

The 'C.P,R. Can Haddle All the Wheat
Manitoba ias to ship

Montreal, Aug. 19.—Your correspond-
ent interviewed Mr. George Olds to-
day regarding The Winnipeg Nor-
‘Wester’'s article entitled “A Grain
Blockade,” which insinuated that the
Canadian Pacific would not xe equal
to the task which the present magni-
ficent crop imposes upon wse com -
pany.

“This alleged grain blockade crops
up every year,” began the General
Traffic Manager of the C.P.R., and
he proceeded to read the following
from the article in (question: *“All
this sho»ld be shippe y the .end of
May and it will not begin moving
in any quantity before Oct. 1.” ‘“‘The
premises are altogether false,” con-
tinued Mr. Olds, “Why should it be
stated that all this wheat should be
shipped by the .end of May when it
is a fact that nearly two million bush-
els of last year’s crop are in Manitoba
to-day ? There is also another fact. ]
The Ogilvie Milling Company have half
a million bushels of 1894 wheat in the
province and they do not want it
brought down until Oct., thus show-
ing that the gentleman who wrote the
article in the Nor‘Wester knew very
little of the subject he felt called upon
to treat.”

2000 Cars More Than Last Year
“Then you have little doubt as to
the ability of your‘company to move
this year’s crop all right
“It is only,” replied Mr. Olds, *“a
question of cars and power, and I
may say that the company is making

the requirements of the traffic.”
Continuing, Mr, Olds said: “This
time last year we had no less than
2000 box cars scattered over foreign
roads with which we are doing busi-
ness. Yet, this .year, the number of
cars belonging to the Canalian Pacific
on foreign roads will not reach one-
third of that number.”
“This, of course, will
position much stronger.”
Can Handle the Entire Crop.
“Yes. and wou can repeat that we
will be able to land at the lake front
all the wheat the people of Manitoba
will have to ship.”

EXPLOSION.

Fire Followed, and of the Seventy-llve‘
Inmates Many Were Caught in the
Debris and Roasted to Death in View
of Helpless Mundreds - Imprisoned Men
Begged To Be Killed.

,

Denver, Col.,, Aug. 19.—The Gumery
Hotel, in Lawrence-street, between!
17th and 18th-streets, was demolished
by an explosion which occurred snortly !
arter mid-night. The explosivu 100K
place in the rear portion of the build-
ing and its course has not yet bew
ascertained. There was no warning f
the sudden disaster, and it is certain

at a number of guests and employes
of the hotel have lost their lives, the
building being a complete wreck. It
is a marvel that any escaped. Thus

to have been in the building at the
time of the explosion are accountedi
for. To add to the horror of the situ-.
ation the ruins of the building took
fire, and many of the unfortunates
who were not killed outright by the
crash were slowly burned to death.
Their pleadings that they be Kkilled to
save them from torture by fire were
piteous in the extreme, but the ter-
ror-stricken bystanders were powerless
to render them any aid.

Amoeng those known to have perish-
ed are the following: Mr. Greiner,
Assistant Superintendent of the State
Capitol; Mrs. Greiner, wife of the
above; Peter Gumery, proprietor of
the hotel; Mrs. Peter Gumery, wife of
the above. Among the injured are:
McClain of Horon, Kas.; Henry Sloan,
of Houston, Kas.; Mrs. Henry Sloan.

75 People in the House. A

Twenty-two persons registered yes-
terdey. Mr. McClain thinks there were
about 60 guests in the house. This,
with the help employed on the pre-
mises, would make about 76 persons
in the building at the time of the ex-)
plosion.

Peter Gumery, the proprietor of the
hotel, is given up for lost, and his
wife is also missing.

Besides Peter Gumery and R. C.
Greiner, the proprietors of the hotel,
the day clerk and the night clerk are
both missing. .

It is thought all the employes in the
building were killed, for they slept
in the portion which fell,and the re-
maining walls toppled over upon them,
burying them from all hope of rescue.

The force of the explosion and the
concussion of the falling walls shatter-
ed the window% on both sides of Law-
rence-street, from 17th to 18th-streefs,
and back of the hotel in Summer-
street the plate glass windows of all
the business houses . were utterly
wrecked, and belated pedestrians were
badly injured by the falling of glass
and flying deBris. The fronts of many
buildings in the vicinity were very
badly wrecked.

A HMcarirendsng Scene.

At 12.35 o’clock five injured persons
had been taken out. They were all
inmates of the upper stories and sank
down with the floors, escaping more
fortunately than those below. As the
chances of escape lessened the cries of
the imprisoned people increased, heart-
rending shrieks riging from every por-
tion of the great mass of wreckage.
- Two injured ‘women had been almost
extricated from the ruins when the
flames approached so close that the
resuers had to abandon them.
bodies of three women were also seen
in the back part of the building, but
could mnot be reached. The firemen
worked with great heroism. The heat
was intense and the smoke blinding.

saw Bu¢ Could Not Save,

Mrs. Greiner, wife of the Assistant
Superintendent of "the State Capitol,
with her husband, are in the ruins,
for,according to the firemen, they saw
the woman appealing to them from
the back of a truss that pinioned her
to the floor of the office whence she
had tried*to escape. At 11 ofclock the
fire got away from the department
and made rapid headway, with the
chances of consuming the entire block.
Every engine in the city was sum-
moned. By the explosion, everything
in the shape of a record was destroy~
ed and there will be no means of re-
alizing | the extent of the fatalitles,
even after the building has been razed
to the ground, for the bones are in
the centre of a furnace that will re-
duce them to a calcined mass and
destroy all traces of identity.

The hotel was of the better kind of
second-class hotels, catering largely to
transient family patronage. Thus
many women and children were a=_ong
the guests. The building was built as
the Eden Musee by the widow of Tom
Thumb, and was so occupied,  later
being remodeled for use as a hotel
The Gumery has. been destroyed by
fire three times, ¢

Twentiy Supposed To Be Dead.

The list of dead is supposed to be
20. Amid the tons of burning debris
are scenes full of horror. The front
of the building is standing, but iz-the
back and centre is the scene of the
terrible devastation of the explosion.
Mingled with bricks and mortar and
burning ruins are human bones, hu-
man skulls and the smell of burning
flesh. The north wall is still standing,
but a huge crack gives warning that
a fall may be expected. Directly in
the path -of this wall are buried at
least eight bodies.

How the Explosion Occurree.

A midnight report says: Probably
25 men, women and children perished.

Seventeen-year-old Elmer Pierce,who
was temporarily placed in charge of
the boiler was responsible for the ex-
plosion. With the boiler almost at
white heat he let cold water into the
tubular machinery, causing an imme-
diate explosion. He escaped uninjur-
ed and is being hunted by an angry
people.

FERENCE AT OTTAWA.

Establishment of Uniform Regulations and
of a Thousand Island Park Discussed
—8ir A. Caron’s Visit to Temiscamingue
—Interesting School Statistics—Extra
Equipment for Intercolonial Raitlway.

Ottawa, Aug. 19—In pursuance of
the proposal to institute uniform regu-
latfons governing the St. Lawrence
River Fisheries in; the Thousand Is-
land district, an important internat-
ional conference was hela to-day iu
the office of the Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, The meeting was pre-
sided over by Sir Adolphe Caron, act-
ing in Mr. Costigan’s absence. The
interests of the State of New York
were represented by a duly accredited
commission’ . from the Legislature at
Albany and consisting of State Sena-
tor H. J. Donaldson, Ed. Thompson,
one of the Commissioners of Forestry
and Fisheries, New York; Frederick
Trotton, Sergeant-at-Arms, and H. H.
VanCleef, clerk of the commissioner.
There were also present : Hon, J. F.
‘Wood, Controller of Inland Revenue;
George Taylor, M.P.; D. Bergen, M.P.;
William Smith, Deputy Minister of
Marine, and Dr., Wakeham, the com-
missioner representing Canada on the
international fisheries question.

Goatmmen snd the Allea Law.

was pointed out.on behalf of the New
York Comimissfoners that the estab-
lishment of international regulations
prohibiting net fishing and regulating
seasons of capture by angling would
conduce not only to the benefit of
anglers from the American side, but
to resuscitation of
theses waters generally. They urged
the special importance of conserving
the fisheries of this district by reason
of its being a pleasure resort for citi-
zens of both countries, so that the be-
nefits accruing from uniform protective
legislation will inure to the advantage
of both peoples.

Sir Adolphe Caron, while agreeing
with the views put forth by the Ameri-
can commissioners, emphasized the
fact that,before international legisla-
tion of this sort could be accomplish-
:ed, It would be necessary that Canada
have assurances that the mutual scope
of the proposed regulations would not
be liable to interference by the en-
forcement of the United States Alien
Labor Law against citizens of this
country plying their vocation as guides
or boatmen in the American waters.

This view was concurred in by Sen-
ator Donaldson and his fellbw com-
missjoners. They undertook to promise
suspension of the alien law, in se far
as it affected Canadian boatmen.

Thousand Istands Park.

Sir Adolphe’s Visit to Temiscamingue

It was a happy thought that moved
Mr. Bryson, the member for Pontiac,
to invite the acting Premier,Sir Adol-
phe Caron, into the far northwestern
confines of his county. Sir Adolphe
returned early this morning from the
Lage Temiscamingue country thor-
oughly delighted with what he saw
during his two days’ sojourn there.
Leaving the Capital Thursday night,
Sir Adolphe reached Mattawa Friday
morning. There the Temiscamingue
branch of the C.P.R. was taken,which
carried the party as far north as Gor-
don Creek, the present terminus of
the railroad. The voyage up the lake
by steamer was a most enjoyable one,
and Bale de Pere was reached in the
evening, after a pleasant sail up the
whole stréetch of this magnificent in-
land sea. Baie de Pere, or Priest’s
Bay, situated at the head of the lake,
is the site of the old Hudson’s Bay
fort, which formed one of the links
in the company’s chain of communica-
tion between the Ottawa River and
Moose Factory on James’ Bay. It is
now a thriving settlement abounding in
excellent farms, The political meet-
ing was a great success. It was the
first visit of a Cabinet Minister to
that remote territory, and the settlers
enthused accordingly.

New Intercolonial Rolling Stoek.

Contracts have been awarded ' for
the construction of 160 platform cars,
76 box cars and 40 hopper cars for
the Intercolonial Railway. Rhodes &
Currie of Amherst, N.S., will build 756
platform cars, 40 box cars and 40 hop-
pers. The remainder will be built by
the Rathbun Co. of Deseronto.

Interesting School Statisties.

Dominion Statistfcian Johnson has
been compiling tables bearing upon
educational matters, which he proposes
to include in his Year Book for 1894
as bearing upon a matter which has
been under discussion of late. His
selections from Ontario . school returns
are of interest. He finds, for instance,
that 7 per cent. of the school-going
population attend the Roman Catho-
lic Separate Schools, whereas the pro-
portion of Roman Catholics in the
province is 18 per cent. of the total
population. It will be interesting to
note what deductions he wtll be able
to make from these figures; whether
he will conclude that the discrepancy
is due to a preponderance of children
of school age in Protestant families,
or to the fact that numbers of Roman
Catholic children attend the Protes-
tant public schools.

WOLSELEY COMMANDER-IN-CHY. E‘F-

The Duke of Cambridge Will Complete
the Autumn Inspection.

London, Aug: 19.—Hon, William St.
John Broderick, Under Seeretary of
State for War, formally announced in
the House of Comomns to-day that
Field Marshal Lord Wolseley would
succeed the Duke of -Cambridge as
Commander-in-Chief of the British
army. '

Lord Lansdowne, Secretary of State
for War, in making a statement in
the House of Lords regarding the re-
tirement of the Duke of Cambridge,
said that the latter would relinquish
commgnd of the army on Nov. 1, in-
stead of Oct. 1, as had been originally
arranged. The change, his lordship
added, was made in order to comply
with the desire of the Duke fo com-
plete the autumn' inspection of the
army. .

On the motion of Mr. Balfour, the
Government leader, the House, by a
vote of 271 to 87, suspended for the
remainder of the session the rule
which provjdes for the adjournment of
the House at mid-night. The Govern-
ment will also take the whole time of
the House. :

After rejecting several amendments
to the Address in reply to the Queen's
Speech, a Government motion to adopt
closure was carried by a vote of 206
to 73. Then, by a vote of 217 to 63 the
House ‘agreed to the address.

/ POSTMASTER M’LAREN EVIDENTLY
NOT MURDERED,

His Relatives Were Suspicious That the
0Oid Gen!lemnn "liad. Been Domne to
Death, and Chief Government Detec-
tive John Murray Went Up to the Nip-
fssing District to Invesiigate.

Mr. A. A. McLaren, C.P.R. engineer
of Chapleau, through the firm of Mc-
Laren, McDonald, Merritt & Shepley,
baristers of this city, recently commu-
cated with the Attorney-Genaral’s De-
partment, requesting that a detective
be sent to the Nipissing district to in-
vestigate the facts in connection with
thye mysterious disappearance of his
father, Donald McLaren, postmaster at
Wahnapitae, Township of Priddeaux,
Mr. McLaren claimed that his father
had left his home on June 25 last, nd

he expressed it s his belief that the old
getleman had been murdered .

Chief Government Deétective - John
Murray was given charge of the case,
and returned last evening, after hav-

ing made a thorough enquiry into all
the facts.

The officer learned that early in June
Postmaster McLaren had sustained a
paralytic stroke, which was followed
shortly afterward€ by a second, and

his mind had evidently become un-

hinged as a result, as he was fre-
quently known to walk around in a
circle for hours at a time and other-
wise acted strangely. On June 25 he
left home as he said he set fire to
some brush on his son’s farm. He
was observed by several persons
about a mile from his ewn house go-
ing to the bush on his son’s farm,
but that was the last seen of him, alive
or dead. The day after his disap-
pearance a posse of the neighbors
numbering 50 or 60 was organized, and
a thorough search of the underbrush
made, but without result.
Could Be Produced For $1000.

A rumor was circulated that he had
been seen in company with a second
person going toward Lake Wahnapi-
tae, 15 miles from his house. It was
also reported that a hostler at the ho-
tel had been heard to remark that if
he got $1000 he could name the miss-
ing man’s whereabouts.

Detective Murray investigated these
rumors, made thHorough inquiries
among the relatives and neighbors of
the missing man, and arrived at the
concilusion that-the missing man was
suffering from dementia at the time of
his disappearance. He also ascer-
tained that there was no truth in the
rumor respeeting the hostler, his re-
mark simply being that if $1000 had
been expended in the search it might
have resulted in the finding of the
body .of the dead man.

It is believed by Detective Murray,
.by . the family of deceased and by the
neighbors that there was no foul play,
but that the. old man wandered away
in the dense woods and brush and
finally crawled into some place where
in the course of time accident may
reveal his bleached skeleton.
