STRATFORD, Feb. 10.—A conference 
on unemployment and relief was held 
at the Chamber of Commerce to-night, 
with respresen tat Ives present from the 
Chamber, Trades and Labor Council, 
City Counoil, Retail Merchants' Asso­
ciation and the public in general.

Reports were made by representa­
tives of other organizations and the 
■meeting passed a resolution pledging 
co-operation of all these bodies with 
the Council committeee. General Aid 
Society and G. W. V. A. in carrying 
out necessary relief work.

Conditions were fully discussed and 
a committee named to wait upon the 
City Council, school board, hospital 
board and other bodies contemplating 
building this year, to urge commence­
ment as early as possible. The com­
mittee comprises Edmund King, presi­
dent of the Trades Council; A. Knetchel, 
of the Merchants' Association; F. Serv­
ice, of the G. W. V. A., and F. W. 
Trevell, Chamber of Commerce.

BRANTFORD, Feb. 10.—The absence 
of the three suspended members of the 
police force. Detective Inspector Chap­
man, Detective Schuler and Constable 
SteAvart, from the morning sesison, fol­
lowing the retirement from the case of 
their counsel. Frank Hughes, K.C., of 
Toronto, the request of Chief of Police 
Slemin that he be allowed to reserve 
his defense until he could present it to 
the police commission, the sending of 
subpoenas to the three suspended men 
and their reappearance at the inquiry 
in the afternoon were features of to­
day’s session of the police probe.

Sergeants Wallace and Borthwick 
gave their evidence at the afternoon 
session, the former expressing the 
opinion that the magistrate was friendly 
but was inclined to be too lenient and 
the latter expressing the view that 
there was some partiality shown. He 
cited the presentation of a charge of 
intoxication while driving a car against 
a man named Atkinson as evidence of 
this. It had been dismissed and a fine 
of $10 for being drunk imposed instead. 
Atkinson was defended by Duff Slemin.

The inquiry was adjourned this eve­
ning until Monday next, after four days 
in which much testimony was taken. It 
is hard to tell when it will be com­
pleted. It may run for weeks.

SERGEANT TESTIFIES.

Sergt. John Thomas Wallace asked 
permission to testify. A bout the month 
of July, 1921, he said. Mr. Kitchen came 
along ‘in a car and asked witness to 
accompany him in his search for a 
traveling man. They drove to the 
corner of Queen and Colborne streets 
and they went up to a room (Miss 
Furminger’s). Mr. Kitchen went in 
the room for a very few minutes and 
then came out.

“I positively swear that there wasn’t 
any bottle of whisky in Mr. Kitchen's 
possession or in mine on that occasion,” 
the officer testified emphatically.

“I hadn’t any liquor that night nor 
any other time with Mr. Kitchen,” he 
added. "There was nothing improper 
which took place that night.”

Police court clerk Mr. Buskard esti­
mated that three-quarters of. all O. T.
A. cases in the city were prosecuted by 
the legal firm of Siemin & Slemin, an­
swering a question of Mr. Jennings.

When the Inquiry recommenced this 
afternoon Miss May Furminger was 
called by Mr. Jennings. Miss Furmin­
ger said she had read an account of the 
proceedings in the papers and she wish­
ed to answer a statement which Detec­
tive Schuler said she had made in the 
police office. It was to the effect that 
"she had acknowledged it was all a 
mistake." Witness characterized this 
as being an absolutely false statement 
on the part of Schuler.

Witness said she was surprised when 
she read of the denials in the papers re­
ferring to her charges against Schuler 
and others.
PUT IN APPEARANCE.

At this point Detective Inspector 
Chapman, Schuler and H. O. Stewart 
returned after being absent all morn­
ing Thev were apparently unrepre­
sented by‘counsel. They had been sub­
poenaed to appear by Mr. Jennings. 
Commissioner Gregory inquired about 
the production of a copy of Mr. Spence's 
oath of office ae collector of customs. 
This. Mr. Spence had declared, pre­
vented him from furnishing the name 
of a consignee of liquor which lva<l been 
asked of Mr. Spence by Mr. Hughes on 
Thursday.

Mr. Spence said he hadn't a copy of 
this oath at his office, but that be would 
produce the invoices of liquor Shipments 
if the commissioner so ordered it, pro­
viding the consent of the department o>f 
customs at Ottawa could be secured by 
the commission.

Accordingly the invoices were noted 
and Mr. Gregory expressed the hope 
that these invoices would be produced 
on Monday.

Sergeant Wallace was recalled at this 
point by Mr. Jennings and was queried 
about Louis Slander’s activities around 
the police court. Witness said that 
Slander often laid informations, served 
as court interpreter for these cases and i 
also went bondsman, sometimes paying 
the fines.

"This is a most extraordinary thing." 
remarked Mr. Jennings. “Don’t you 
think Its very peculiar.”

DISSATISFACTION.

Witness said that dissatisfaction ex­
isted among the force because he be­
lieved that some of the plainclothesmen 
seemed to have been favored. Stewart, 
witness said, seemed to be able to get 
off for football matches, whenever he 
liked, for one thing.

Witness said that the law firm of 
Slemin & Slemin handled a great many 
cases at the police court.

"The Slemin brothers have been in 
great demand in the last couple of 
years,” said Sergeant Wallace. He 
said he couldn’t feel much confidence 
in the successful prosecution of a case 
when the Slemin boys were acting for 
defendants.

Witness had heard among the police 
force members that Detective Inspector 
Chapman was using handbooks. Wit­
ness characterized the magistrate as 
being a very friendly, obliging man, 
though the witness said he was too 
lenient in his opinion. He was a con­
scientious magistrate and available at 
any time, witness said, adding that the 
magistrate usually spent a great deal 
of time in the police station.

Witness believed that the cases pre­
ferred by police officers in the police 
court did not get the support from the 
bench they should have. This was 

.piece especially true concerning the j 
police force's attempts to keep the ; 
city clean of vagrants.

FERGUSON AND DEWART
TO SIT SIDE BY SIDE

URGES SENATE II 
RATIFY METS

Harding Says New Treaties Will 
Help Understanding.

WASHINGTON, Fob. 10.—(Canadian 
Press Dispatch)—The treaties negoti­
ated during the Washington conference 
were laid before the Senate by Presi­
dent Harding to-day with request that 
they be ratified as guarantees of peace.

Appearing in person before the Senate 
the president declared that the new 
agreements would “serve to put an end 
to contradictions, to remove ambigu­
ities and to establish clear under­
standings.”

Seven treaties were submitted by the» 
president. The first was the five-power 
naval armament treaty, the second the 
submarine and poison gas treaty, the 
third the four-power Pacific treaty, the 
fourth and fith were supplementary 
treaties to the four-power Pacific pact 
and the other related respectively to 
the general Far Eastern situation and 
to Chinese tariff.
INTERWOVEN

Those engagements, the president 
said, were interwoven in a general 
scheme of peace and contained nothing 
which “commits the United States or 
any other power to any kind of an al­
liance, entanglement or involvement."

Referring to the unratified treaty of 
Versailles Mr. Harding said it was 
drawn in response “to a manfest world 
hunger for better relationships’’ and 
that the treaties submitted to-day were 
drawn in response to the same desire, 
but without any provision except to 
promote peace.

“The four-power treaty contains uo 
war commitment,” said the president. 
“There is no commitment to armed 
force, no written cr moral obligation to 
loin in defense, no expressed or implied 
commitment to arrive at any agree­
ment except in accordance with our 
constitutional methods.’’

The five-power naval treaty, he said, 
was in accordance with the expressed 
wish of Congress as contained in recent 
legislation and would afford “the first 
actual relief from naval burdens which 
peoples have been able to acclaim since 
steam and steel combined to add to 
naval strength in warfare."

“Either these treaties must have 
your cordial sanction,” he said, “or 
every proclaimed desire to promote 
peace and prevent war becomes a hollow 
mockery.”

INGERSOLL. Feb. 10.—A writ was 
issued this afternoon by ex-Ald. William 
A. Sutherland against the corporation 
for what he alleges to be an illegal 
entry to Ills premises on Thames street. 
The building, owned by Aid. Suther­
land. was formerly occupied by the 
Griffin Shoe Company. The company 
failed and under the terms of the mort­
gage the machinery and certain por­
tions of the equipment became town 
property. This was left stored in the 
building and the acting mayor and 
aldermen contend that since they were 
paying rent for the building they had a 
right to a key, and when this was not 
given over they had a right to force 
an entry. This was about two weeks 
ago. The matter will come before the 
high court at Woodstock. Mr. Suther­
land contends that the action was il­
legal from every standpoint, consider­
ing the facts involved.
MAY CONSTRUCT DAM.

A rumor that the Ingersoll Packing 
Company would construct a new dam 
at Smith's Pond during the coming 
summer could not be confirmed in an 
interview with Manager H. C. Wilson 
to-day. He stated that he was not 
sure at. the present time what would 
be done in this regard, although he said 
something would likely be done before 
another winter to avoid the trouble 
that has been experienced this year 
in getting in an ice supply. The pond 
in question has always given Ingersoll 
its ice supply until two or three years 
ago, when it was washed out in spring 
freshets.

WHOLESALERS REPORT
COUNTRY ORDERS GROW

WINNIPEG, Feb. 10.—(Canadian Press 
Dispatch.)—Business conditions through­
out Canada show little change from 
the commencement of the month, a 
gradual but sure improvement in all 
round conditions being the feature of 
all reports received, states the weekly 
trade report of the Canadian Credit- 
men’s Trust Association.

Montreal, Toronto and other Eastern 
advices say that wholesalers are now 
feeling the effect of increased orders 
irom country points. Dry goods, men's 
and ladies’ wear and hardware are 
among those reporting improvement in 
general conditions. Retail trade in the 
larger cities is about the same as at 
the start of the month. Collections are 
still slow. Assignments are fewer.

Winnipeg wholesalers are, as a whole, 
optimistic as to early spring and sum- j 
mer conditions, finding assurances in ] 
increased orders from most parts of j 
the Prairie Provinces. Retailers In Win­
nipeg have In the larger stores been 
very busy this week with bonspie! and 
carnival visitors, it being estimated that 
fully 30,000 visitors are in the city. Col­
lections slow. Assignments showing de­
cided decrease.

Regina and other Saskatchewan points 
report business not Improving as fast 
as was expected both in wholesale and 
retail circles. Volume of business is 
considered to be not quite so good as in 
February last year.

PARIS. Feb. 10.—(Associated Press 
Cable.)—The police investigation of an 
alleged campaign to spread false news 
against French banks was said by Min­
ister of the Interior Maunoury to-day 
to indicate the existence of a system- i 
a tic campaign directed from London 
against the credit of FYance.

While London appeared to be the 
headquarters for these movements, he 
said, there was every indication that 
the campaign did not involve British 
subjects, but was conducted by foreign­
ers. He said there were some indica­
tions that Germans weye implicated and 
that other evidence led to the supposi­
tion that It was a maneuver of the Bol- 
sheviki.

British Minister of Agriculture Displays
Warmth In Replying to Tormentors. I
LONDON, Feb. 10.—Sir Arthur Grif­

fith Boscawen, minister of agriculture, 
displayed some warmth when replying 
in the Commons to numerous tormen­
tors regarding the heavy financial bur­
dens on agriculture In Great Britain. 
Several hecklers provided an opening 
by referring to the embargo against 
the emtrv of Canadian store cattle.

The minister briefly dismissed the 
financial phase as a matter then re­
ceiving the attention of the chancellor 
of the exchequer, but he added:

People Decline to Bury Man Who Ter­

rorized Swiss Town.
GENEVA, Feb. 10.—The body of Bat­

tista Pestalacci. who, on Monday, sud­
denly went Insane and terrorized the 
Town of Bellizona, rushing through the 
streets and shooting several pc-rsons, 
lies unburied at his home, no one being 
willing to approach It or to make a 
coffin.

The feeling is so Intense that the in­
habitants declare if the body is buried 
in the cemetery they will exhume it 
and throw it into the River Moesa. The 
local authorities are in a dilemma.

Pestalacci's victims now number five 
dead and eight wounded, three seri­
ously.

CAN GET BASKETFUL 
OF ROUBLES NOW IN 
EXCHANGE FOR DOLLAR

MOSCOW, Feb. 10.—Although 
the official exchange rate has 
been fixed at 280,000 to the dol­
lar. the rouble tumbled on pri­
