Newcastle, $35 50; Bathurst, $58.70;
Dalnousie, 821.40 aud CampbelUon,
$42 50, making a total for New Bruns* 
wick including unpaid subscriptions of 
$366 75. This shows an increase of 
$340 over donations received from those 
places in 1881, for which we are grates 
fui to Him who has moved hia people 
to liberally sustain a work pre-emi­
nently designed to contribute jto His 
glory.

There are now 10 men employed in 
Nova Scotia ; 6 in New Brunswick ; 2 
in P. E. Island ; 2 in Cape Breton and 
2 in Newfoundland. Arrangements are 
being made for work among the lum­
bermen of New Brunswick during the 
winter. It is probable that more than 
10,000 men spend the winter in the 
woods. The long week evening and 
the Sabbaths may be made pleasant to 
them by the perusal of good books and 
the evangelistic work of our Colpor* 
leurs. Who will give special donations 
in aid of this much needed work ?

Report from our Colporteurs are on 
the whole most encouraging. Many 
places are being visited that have not 
hitherto been supplied with books. 1 
give a brief extract from the last quar­
terly report of the Colporteur labor­
ing in Lunenburg County :—‘*.1 have 
been for the last fortnight in some 
dark places, where there are no school 
houses. In one section they were 
obliged to select a man outside their 
bounds as secretary since no person in 
the district could till the position. Not 
a single member of some families in 
these sections can read a word. Many 

most indifferent' to education and 
openly hostile to any tax for its sup­
port. A few, principally women, de* 
plore this state ot things. A mother 
told me that her little girl 8 years of 
age had no one at home to tell her a 
word in her school book. She would 
spell out the words but neither father 

mother could tell the poor child 
what the letters meant. in such f>eo- 
t ions there is great destitution of hooks 
and that, too, when the people say that 
they have * lots of hooks ot all kind».’ 1 Episcopal Church.

1 
lef t one or two small hooks with her 
and bade her good*l>ye, while tours of 
gratitude ran down lier cheeks, 
talking with her parents 1 found that 
they had only a portion of a small print 
Bible, which to their eyes dimmed with 
age, and was of no service. 1 gave them 
a Bible in good type. The father burst 
into tears, thanked me earnestly for 
the gift, promised to have a portion of 
it read every day to the sick girl and 
after her death to continue the prac­
tice in the family.”

Congress will expire on the 4th 
ami, if the usual holiday adjournment 
taken, there will be scarcely more than 
two months for legislative work.

The message of the President is under­
stood to be nearly ready tor presentation 
to Congress, and it is rumored that it will 
urge the adoption of radical civil service 
reform measures, the almost total abolition 
of the present internal revenue system, 
and a reduction of tariff duties. It is not 
believed, however, by those who know the 
temper of Congress, that any important 
changes in the tariff will be made this 
session.

The first business that will come before 
tho House of Representatives will be rela­
tive to nearly two hundred bills passed by 
the Senate, and now awaiting the action 
of the House. These bill are simple in 
their character, and many of them have 
already been favorably reported upon by 
House committees. It is thought that the 
larger number will Uo passed without 
debate.

The Secretary of war will recommend 
that no river and harbor bill" be passed this 
session, there being an nmxpended sur­
plus ot $9,000,000 from the appro­
priation of last session. General Sherman, 
iu his report, Las urged an unexpend­
ed surplus in his report, and urged an 
increase of the army, but it is not probable 
that Congress will see a necessity for such 
increase. No important legislation, it is 
thought, will prevail in relation to either 
the army or tho navy. Appropriations 
will be passed maintaining the military 
and naval establishments at about their 
present status. There is much talk in 
both tlie army and the navy departments 
of a more rigid enforcement of real servie 
upon a large number of gilded shirks from 
West Poiut and from the Naval Academy, 
who manage to remain at Washington, 
New York, Fortress Monroe, Philadelphia, 
aud Boston, or who get off to Europe, on 
full pay, thus securing the delights of 
socitjy and travel at the expense of the 
tax-payer, and unfitting themselves for the 
work they were educated nt public expense 
to reform. It is doubtful, however, if 
legislation can eflect this much needed 
reform. Army and naval officers are so 
entrenched by relationship and marriage 
connection with influential senators and 
members that nothing short of heroism that 
plucks out the offending right eye will 
eradicate this evil.
