The New York Life Insurance Com:
pany owned a beautitul eight story
apartment houese, situated in the city.
It was valued a month ago at $500,000,
and was yielding a rental of 85,000 per
year, Today it is totally deserted and
will be or is already torn down, and
will only bring the price of old ma-~
terial. It was built only four years
sgo. The builder, who commenced it,
fsiled, and the New York Life Insur-
snce company, which bad a mortgage
on the premises, took p jon. The
man they put in charge to complete
the structure sought to meke it fire
proof and coated the joists of the
floor with thick ocement, and bad the
plastering done on wire lathing. The
consequence of this was that the tim-
bers, being hermetioally sealed up, and
now supposed to have been green and
unseasoned when first put in, soon be-
came infected with dry rot which pro~
oeeded with great rapidity, An acci:
dent alone discovered the true state of
affairs,and further investigation showed
that the defeot was beyound all repair.
The consequence was that the entire
building bad to be ocondemned as uns
safe snd will bave to be torn down to
the foundation. The whole number of
tenants, eighty odd in number, were
warned out upon a day’s notice.

—We earnestly trust that the €eh.
eris commission will succeed in effeot-
iog a settlement of the conflicting io~
terests of the two countries chiefly cons
terested, in a way that will be satisfac~
tory to both. It is alleged that other
matiers sflecting trade relations will
also be brought up and discussed. It
is not probable, however, that any very
material results will be accomplished
in regard to the Iatter. Americans
allege that the terms of the old reci-
prooity treaty are entirely too one-
sided, and that they were heavy losers
thereby ; consequently we can scarcely
bope that we will be able to secure
another treaty on the same basis.
Americans would therefore expect' that
sheir manufactures shoald be admitted
tree, or, at least, under a very low rate
of duty, if they oconsidered a trade
treaty (apart from the fisheries, we
mesn) at all, and the msjority of Cana-
dian manufacturers would at once pro-
fest against this proceeding. It seems
evident, therefore, that we cannot hope
to have any sort of reciprocity trade
with our neighbors nnless there is
ecommercial union or something similar.
The point then for our legisiators and
business men to study is which would
be'the best for this country, either to
remain as we are, or to endeavor to
bave free trade against all the world
with the United States. This subject
is now being discussed pro snd con in
our columns by good writers; but we
must emphatically urge upon our corres-

i3 that there must be mo party
ickering in the discussion. This must
be confined to the party press, the dis-
cussion that we open our columns to is
intended for the purpose of laying be
fore our readers facis and arguments, it
they oan be advanced ,as to why commer
cial union would be best for this Dos
minion and vice versa. If our corres-
pondents will bear this in mind, il may
save themeelves considerable useless
writing.

Bye-and-
bye no one will buy a barrel of Nova Scotia
apples unless he sees them turned out.”’

The above is from the St. John
Globe, and is one of the most exasper-
ating paragraphs to us that we can
come across. The men who will put
up such a barrel of spples ae the sbove
and label them first quality, has no
more honesty than a thief,and no more
common sense than an idiot. If the
mischiel could be confined to the pers

trators-alone, it would not so much
matter, but the injury extends to the
whole body of apple growers. Notice
the sentence in the above, I think it
is a shame that the Nova Scotia apple
men should deceive the public so.” s
it any wonder that our schooner cap»
taine complain of the slow sale o
apples committed to their ocare. Peo-
ple will not buy apples when they are
tsught o believe by such lessons as the
above, that the brand on a barrel is no
more indioative of quality than nothing
at all. There are bundreds of honest
fruit growers in the valley —men who
take pride in keeping wp their own
reputation as honest packers,und doing
whst they can to neutralize the injary
done by dishonest men. Why is it that
the former do not endeavor to form an
sssociation for their own protection ?
Sueh sn associstion could be organized
we feel confident, and rightly conduot-
‘ed would soon raise the name of Nova
Scotia apples and apple men to their
legitimate place.

With
the exception of Hon. Samuel Chipman, of
Kentvillz, he was the last survivor of the
galuxy of brilliant men who won that
zreat boon for Nova 82otia ; and what was
accorded to this province was subsequent-
iy given to nenrly all the other colonies of
Great Britain settled by Awnglo Saxons,
Mr. Annand sat in the Provincial House of
Assembly from 1836 down to 1867, except
one term. 1In 1867 be was' appointed
premier and treasurer of the provinoial
governmeat, with a seat in the legislative
coungil, and held that position nutil 1875,
when he withdrew from public life in Nova
Scotia, and removed to London, Evgland,
where he has since resided. He held the
position there of agent general, of Canada
until the office of high commissioner was
created, and Sir A, T. Galt appointed to
the position in 1879. Since that time Mr,
Aonand held the honorary position of agent
general of Nova Scotia,receiving no salary.
He was & man of exceptional talent and
leaves & name that will long be remember.
ed in this Province. A’ widow, two sons
and three daughters survive him,
—Among - the successful exhibitors at
Yarmouth Exhibition from this County
were F. H. Willett of Tupperville, E. F.
McNeil of Melvern Square, Hy. 0. Walker,
of Granville, and Miss Jean Carrie of ‘An-
napolis, Tbe latter was awarded prizes
for artistic work.
