Electric apparatus, formerly regarded as delicate
and pecularly subject to break-downs, has been
brought to such a degree ot perfection that deprecia-
tion and repairs may be considered as less on this than
on almost any other kind of machinery.

The multiphase high-voltage system has brought
nearly every mining district within cconomical reach
of water power.

The induction-motor, without commutator, collee-
tor. or brushes, is the acme of simplicity and durability.

Elcctro-metatlurgical operations arcincreasing and
give promisc of success.

Under thesc conditions it may be safely predicted
that during the next five years much greater progress
will be made, and the application of clectnaty will
become onc of the most atiractive and important
features of mining cconomy.
