ments in Eaglish; 2 Bibles and 19 Tostaments in
French; 3 Dan-sh Bibles; 2 Bibles and 6 Testaments
in Insh; I Spanish B ble, and 1 [ebrew ‘Testament,

Ahare 80,000 coples of the Holy Scriplures have
A2'n aircvisted by tha Socie!y s Agent in France. the
Rrsater put of whicn have heea dasteibuted by Col-
prstears, who, influsnced by the love of God, and of
soals, Gared throvgh the couniry in every dirgction,
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visiting sequestered villages and hamlets, amid ecofi-
ing and reproach and abuse; and dechine not to revisit
the places in which they have been &0 unworthily
treated. Appearances in France are very encouras
ging. A correspondent at Pans says, * I seize thie
oppottunity to meution, that, thanks be to God, the
zeal of Clinstians at Pans, for the advancement of the
Gospel of Josus Christ, secius to increase from year to
year; and that they embraco, in therr pious solicitude,
the whole extent of their country. Hence, all thore
among them, who are 1n circumstances to do so, con

socrate the summer to traverse the country, in order
1o become acquanted with ita situation, and apply the
remedy, as far asthe ability i granted to thew. All
the information thus ubtained, 1s cotamunicated to the
Committes of the Evangelical Socioty of France, to
‘\_\'llnc’h the Lord gives a growth mereasingly delight-
ul.’

The same correspondent observes, ** Two friands
of the Gospel, m the courss of a perambulation, with
a view to circulate the woid of God, entered an lun,
m order to rest themselves.  They wore shown into a
prvate room, where a large Biblo was spreud out on
a table, and bearing marks of having been much read.
They expressed then satisfaction at thes discovery, to
the landlady. She mtermed them that she had purs
chasved it of a colporteur. adding, that a8 they secined
to be versant n the Holy Scriptures, she hoped, after
taking some tefreshment, they would have no objue-
tion to read and expound a portion of the word of
God. * 1 wiil call togother tho svrvants,’ she pro-
ceeded, * before 1bey go out mto the tields agam, und
we shall ail profit by your welcome vesit.'  Her re-
quest wae cheerfully complied with; and, 1 a short
tune, the httle apariment was turned into a place of
neeting, where thagospel was preachied to a dozen
attentive hearers.”’

The Soctety’s Agent at Frankfort, the Res. Dr.

Punkerton, has travelled, during tie yoar, three thou
sand mles, 1n Germany and the ueighbounng cou
tries,and has distributed 50,926 copius of the Scripe
tures, among Protestants, Roman Catholics, and
Jons.
In Geeece, the dustribution of the Scriptures 13 con-
ducted wath diigeuce, and with considezable succesa.
Mr Leeves, the Suciety's Azeni in that country, has
put in circulation during the year, $,735 copies,
being 5,665 ciore than in the year preceding. And,
although censiderable opposition to the work hiasbeen
manifested 10 gome quarters, from the Archlishop
dewnwards, the government s not unfavourable, and
the young hing hus expressed hanself friendly to the
cause, and decply intezested n the systen of Serp-
tural educauion now carrying on m jus domimnivns.

There were numbers of well-disposed citizens, wuo,
of coutse, wete d at such p dings.—But if
the blood of the Martyss has proved the rich increa
of the church, why sitould nat the burning of the Bi
in Greoce bo an omen of 1ts approaching tijvinph.? **

In Turkey, 6574 copies have been wesued from tho
depositories at Constantinople and Smyrna, being 998
moro than during the preceding year. The Rev. Mt
Schnerder, an Amcrican Misnonary, thus wiites,—
“ Wilun the last few wonths a very pecceptable
change has been brought 1bout.  We are gaining the
confidence of the people.  They are not so suspicious
of us as formerly, and ate begimning 10 feel that we
are not quite 8o bad a sort of people as we had been
represented to be. 8o great has been the change,
that T have been able to distuibuie many books recent-
ly. What ts remarkable, is the fuct, that these books
kave mostly been solicted  ladeed 1 have not been
able to meet all the Jemands,*

The (ollowing letter, dated Siinginsk, Dee. 24'h,
1835, addressed to Rev. Mr Swan, was wniten by
Shagdar, a converted Mougul Tartar: ** Mg Duar Sir,
While yowand £ are, by the merciful providence of
our Lord Jeaus, alive and an health. I desuc to lay &
hittlo matter before you. It pleased God to give me
hutle Sons and 1t has now pleased hium to remove the
cluld from me.  Every day 1 think that one member
of my body has been taken to heaven, and this thought
1> kike a sweet savom to my heart,  Aud when 1think
of my dear cluld as ono of the countlees assembly
who aro singang e pratses of Christ m hervea, my
heart longs to go up and jom them. Now Sir, when
my little Withamn  was born, the neighbours came in,
beaning 101t gifis, seme gave one copeck, some two,
n all torty copachs.  When the cluld died, § did not
huoow whut todu wih this money; hut at length o
thought came to me, wlhich gave joy to my beart;and
about this I write these few Laes.” Amongst the many
letters which go to make up the words contained 1
the Now Teatament, printed for the Heathen Nutions
Tomlgakshe s ofien repested.  Now aliiongh these
fuity copochs may not sullice Lo pay for mure thanihe
dot over the leiter 2in the word Zonsdgahshs, } beg
of you to accept of my 11 lo William®s money fur that
purpose.  Dear sir, do not refuse t. 1 have not given
1t for yous but | have given 1t 1o print a dot over a

Mr Swan, comnunicating the foregomg letter to
the Society, saye, ** Perhaps the reading of this emple

But a very foul attempt has becu nade by the cno-
mues of rehigion, to obstruct, or to destroy, the Bible
causc i Geeeco A pamphlet, prnted at Parnis, ap- !
acared last Spring. at 8y ra, fuil of malicious and art-
ful musrep.cscniations, assading the operations vl l‘m-.‘
testant Mies.onares in Gicede, butl dirocled moie
patticularly aguost these settled at Syra.  * Fur
several months,” says the Rev Me Lesves, **befu e
this ficebtand was thzown among us, we hud enpoyed
a season of unusual quet,which we had ofien remarhod
on, without suspecuing that t was a prelude to a
siorm.  Awmong other columines adapted to the capa-
cities of the vulzar, the repurt was spread abroad, that
it was the intention of the Miss.unanes, on a certamn
day, to make all the children of the schools free
masong, by sealing them on the forehead und in four
other pirts of the body. These thougs had been ot
work since the 12th of Apnil, the day on which the
book before menuoned first made its appenrsnce;
wher, on the morain: of thy 28th, a seuvus riot was
produced v Mr Hilduer's school, at whick about 500
children were, as usual, assembled, by a wumber
of Ijmaniate women violently raslung i, demand-
mg thar cluldten wuh loud cries, and exclaiming
that they ahould not be realed, and made freemasona.
The cluldren were seced with & general panic, and
flcd out of thie echool w.th those which were taken
away by their patents and friends; and x large crowd
of people was very soon assembled, some eeeking
their chrldren, othersbronght by curiosity, and otliers,
ro doubt, with mahcinus mteatons; so that all the
rooms of the school were filled, and coafusion was
complete. The infant acliocls were entircly braken up;
the girls® schools neaily so: only the hoye' schools
could be kept together.” Notwithaianding the tomult
of the morning, Mr Hiidner’s achool was, in tho after-
naon, atiended by 150 cluldien, which the next day
mcreased 1o 200, and suberquently to abinve 300
Many cluldten, bave, hogever, from that ume,
withdrawn from the achool. A painful feature of the

cflugion of a hieart but lately emerged {rom the degra-
dation of & hicathen state, and which has found o
sweet solace, under 118 bereavement, 1 devot ng tha
cluld’s mite to the Lord, may induce some to gu and
do Likewise.  Some may be able far to surpass this
ollerng: some purents may present, as havirg telong-
vd 1o vomo dear departed infant, what may be cuovgh
to print not unly the dots over a letter, Lut the whote
of ihe Saviour’s precivus vasme 1 somio heathen lan.
guage, others a whole verse, otherg an ent e book,
uthiers an edition of the New Testament, or of the
whole Bible.*?

The foregoing communications were prined in the
Monthily Extracis for last March; and in the number
of tl:e sawe publication for the fudowing montbh of
August, appearcd a letter from the Rev. Me. Pieston,
of Cheshuat, of which tlhe fullowing is an extiact. ** 1
have the melancholy eatisfuction of transmiung to
yout the inclosed offering to the Brtish and Foreign
Bible Society, from a beloved son, who ternunated his
short, but interesting caithly pilgnmoge, on the 5th
of Apnil, 1836, 1n thizteenth ycar ofhs age. A short
time before he dicd, when it became muanifest that
his end was ncar, he was asked, — ¢ Matthew,
have you any fears now ?* * No,’ ke teplied sofily,
but without hesitatiens.* On what is your hope foun-
ded 2 * On Christemy Saviour.”  Shortly afierwards,
he was ashed -whother he had any request to make.
He turned his eyes 10 his father and said: * Papy,
you will pleate dispoce ol the things that helong to nie;
but let my money be given to the Bible Socicty.® la
compliance with this request, ! have foruarded’to you
what was found in his purse — the sum of 1hirieen
shillings. It was made up princ.pslly of hitle susns
gwven n exchange for matks of diligence aud succese
in his school exerciscs.
