None of
tlîe pe-saint lîad eîîy instruction iii cabinet work
other titan that picked up on the farmu, yet Wo
ai appearauce the furniture looked as good as
factory work cf a siiîîilar nature. Tho work
wvas entireiy dloue by thse fariner and bis family,
witli the exception of the sawiiîg cf the loe
ino lumber. The furititure was principally
niaple, beach anti walnut, flniabed in oit or
varnish. This fariner did aIt repaire in the
nature cf wood work, upon wagons, irnplements.
etc., at home. Thuis of course ia an exceptional
ease, but it will serve te show how handy tbe
E.asteîni fanner in with tools.
