into execution, it would bave kept jis1roops six monthy
loeger in the Crimea. To this the Russisn Cabinet
answery, that would of iuself put an end to the pace.™
This appears tobe a truthlul communication, and if so,
it certanly leaves the Britisb Government ia an ex-
tremely undigaified position.
