The liver was deformed, weighed 1960 grams, and showed four
large areas of puckering on the upper aspect of the right lobe. A
rounded mass 3 cm., broad and 2.5 cm. long, projected from the
lower end of the right lobe, the truncated end of which was
characteristically puckered ; the appearance of the organ was typi-
cally syphilitic. The intestines showed no signs of previous dy-
sentery.
