UNREGISTERED JESUITS.

When, on Tuesday week, Mr. Grogan excited the
ire of Messrs. Keogh and Anstey by his motion for a
return of registered Jesuits, Sir George Grey poured
oil on the troubled waters, by assuring the mover and
the opponents of the return, ‘that the result of the mo-
tion would simply be « A5..>* And so, no doubt, it
would have been ; for in this, as in other respects, the
provisions of the Act of 1829 have been suffered to re-
main a dead letter. This fact, seasonably suggested
by the Home Secretary, was no doubt a sofficient rea-
son for desisting from the official inquiry contemplated
by Mr. Grogan ; but it does not supersede, on the con-
trary, it enhances the necessity of some investigation
as to the number of unregistered Jesuits permanently
or temporily resident in this country.

By way of assisting the public in forming an opinion
on this poirt, and aiding the dim perceptions of the
Secretary of State for the Home Department, we feel
it our duty to give publicity to the following fact, for
the truth of which, from the quarter whence our infor-
mation is derived, We can undertake to vouch.

An English gentleman, not long since, while travel-
ling on the Continent, happened to be taken ill, and
during his sickness received great kinduness and atten-
tion from a Popsh Pricst, who visited him as a
stranger. ‘The aQuaintance thus commenced, how-
ever, proceeded nafarther ; the Englishman, on being
restored to health thanked his new friend for the kind
interest he had ®0wn him, took his leave, and re-
turned home.

Here, then, we have the Jesuit Priest p!:owlmg about
the Parliament Houses under the disgnise of a com-
mon labourer, mixing with the workmen, many of
whom, in all probability, are Irish ( Roman) Catholics,
picking up information, and, for aug.ht that appears to
the contrary, hatching plots. Conjecture might not
be far wrong, perhaps, in connecting thg circumstance
now brought to light, with the fire which took Pplace
in one of the towers of the new palace at Westminster
some time ago, the origin of which bas never been
satisfactorily explained. But conjecture, however
nearly it may approach to probability, is not proof ; and
therefore wé shall say no more on that head.

Another job has been perpetrated by Earl Gre{.
The Clergy Reserves in Canada, after being partly
wrested from the hands of the Charch, and the spoil
divided among the sects, have been handed over,
without other reservation than the protection of exist-
ing life interests, to the free disposal of the Canadian
legislature for any purposes whatever.

DestrucTivE FIRE AT CaRLISLE.—The
most distressing and destructive fire that ever took
place in this borough, broke out on the morning of the
twelfth at Carlisle, Pa., between twelve and one o’clock,
which originated in the stables attached to Scott's
Hotel. The fire spread with frightful rapidity : the
wind blowing quite fresh from the Northward. The
flames soon spread to the adjacent buildings, and in.

No
lives were lost, though several persons were seriously
injured.
