Report of meeting held the 7th September 1911, a.m.

Present: All the members of the Board; Mr. Ainey in
the chair.

1.—Mr. Perron, advocate, appeared before the Board and
informed them that over 700 loads of stone were transfer-
red from the water-works and deposited on St. Patrick
street, apparently by orders given by Mr. Lawrence and
foreman Scanlan.

The Chief Engineer called before the Board in this con-
nection, stated he knew nothing about this matter and
was instructed to immediately confer with foreman Scan-
lan on this matter.

9.—Ald. Bastien appeared before the Board and asked
that the secretary of the former municipality of Ahuntsic
be placed at his disposal for three of four afternoons, in
order to prepare a statement of the streets of said ward
which are not yet public streets.

Resolved: That the City Treasurer be authorized to
comply with the request of Ald. Bastien.

3.—A delegation of citizens of Longue-Pointe ward, ap-
peared pefore the Board. accompanied by Ald. Lariviere,
and protested against the suspension of the expropria-
tions of Sherbrooke, Vinet and Boyce streets.

The chairman explained to the delegates that the Board
do not intend to stop the expropriation, but the delay is
due to the excessive price asked for by certain .proprie-
tors, and he invites the delegates to use their influence
with these proprietors in order to induce them to ask for
more reasonable prices, and the delegation withdrew.

4—Mr. J .E. Vanier, Engineer for the construction of
StLawrence Boulevard tunnel, appeared before the Board
and complained that the Montreal Street Railway had com-
menced: works in said tunnel, a year ago,,and that the
game are not progressing, which delays the carrying out
of the City’s works at said tunnel.

Resolved: That the Law Department be instructed to
notify the Montreal Street Railway Co., that unless the
said works are resumed within 24 hours, the City will pro-
ceed without any further delay with the paving of said
tunnel.
