1 arn speaking to you of a
deeper brotberhood than that of blood,
of a fraternity of hope and of cbarity
in the scriptural sense, for if the Can-
adian nation must survive, it wili only
survive in mutual respect and in love
for one another.

Each of you, eacb of us, must work
towards that goal witb our every fibre
in the reality of our daily lives. You
can be assurel that, as your Prime
Minister, and a a consequence, as your
servant and fellow Canadian, I wîll
continue to work towards these objec-
tives witb ail rny strength.
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Canadian place-names - Medicine Mat

Marcus Van Steen, writing in Can-
adian Scene, describes below how
Medicine Hat, Alberta, acquired its
unusual name:

There are a number of strange and
romantic tales how the name Medicine
Hat came into being.

One story tells of a young Indian
brave who was anxious to marry the
beautiful daughter of the tribal Medi-
cinle Man, but hier cautious and jealous
father stubbornly refused to give his
consent. The young maiden, as anxious
for the marriage as hier suitor, flung
herself in grief into the raging river.
The brave, on hand as always, jumped
into the river and brought bier safely to
shore. In gratitude, the girl's father
said the brave had won the hand of his
daughter, and to signify bis approval
hie removed bis elaborate featbered
head-dress and placed it on the young
man' s head. The story goes on to say
that the place where this bappened
was called, in Cree, the place of the
Medicine Man's Head-dress which the
white man rendered as Medicine Hat.
The only trutb to this story is that the
naine cornes from the Cree.

The real account of how the name
came about is much more practical. As
is the case with many place-names in
western Canada, the naine Medicine
Hat was put on Canadian maps by the

About 100 years ago, when a detach-
ment of the Mounties was working its
way across the Prairies, a stop was
made at a Cree encampment on the
South Saskatchewan River. Captain
Walter Johnson, who was mapping the
country, noticed a small heigbt of land
not far from tbe camp, and asked the
Cbief wbat he called it. The Chief,
outlining tbe shape of the bill, said
saanis which, in tbe Cree language,
means tbe bead-dress worn by tbe
Medicine Man.

After be left the force, Captain John-
son returned to the area and built a
bouse on that rise of land overlooking
the Soutb Saskatcbewan River. Accord-
ing to bis own account, bie tbought at
first of calling bis bouse saanis but
realized no one would know what it
meant. He also tbought of translating
tbe word into Medicine Man's Hat, but
eventually shortened this to Medicine
Hat. Tbis gave bim a chance of telling
everyone the story of the old Cree
cbieftain outlining the shape of the
srnall hill witb his hands, and saying
that it looked like a medicine man' s
bead-dress.

Johnson's bouse turned out to be the
first of many, and the city that grew up
took the naine of the bouse. The part
of Medicine Hat wbere Johnson lived
is still called the Jobnson subdivision.
