oA January 17 agreemsnt with
China means that the Unitad
States successfuly negotiated
prograss on intellectual property
protection with each of the three
countries (China, India and Thal-
land) which in April, 1991, were
listad under Section 301 of the
Trade Act as "Priority Foreign
Countries”. Accordingly, no sanc-
tions wiil be applied this year
against any countries under this
statute. The process begins anew,
however, with the release in Aprlil
1992 of the next list under Sec-
tion 301.
