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LANDRY LEADS CANADIAN DELEGATION
TO UNESCO GENERAL CONFERENC E

The Minister for External Relations and International
Development, the Honourable Monique Landry, today announced
that she will head the Canadian delegation to the 26th
General Conference of the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), which is
taking place in Paris from October 15 to November 7, 1991 .
