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The Government is ashamed of this Bill, the Minister of
National Heaith and Welfare (Miss Bégin) is ashamed of it,
and that is why they have brought in ciosure on aimost every
one of these Bis, to try to control debate, to try to stop this
side of the House from identifyîng the problems they have.

Senior citizens in my riding are experîencing expenses that
many people cannot cope with. How they are doing it, I do flot
know. If there is a major snowfali, it means hiring someone to
heip senior citizens in many parts of my riding open up their
path to get in and out of their homes. It means extra heating
costs.

1 want to refer for a moment to the point made by the Hon.
Member for Athabasca (Mr. Shields), who said that if the
Government had to do this, it shouid do it to the working
people. My goodness, he has identified the working people as
being the ones the Government should attack, but hie did not
attack the profits. He did not say the Government should
attack the excessive profits the banks are makîng, or the
excessive profits that other people are makîng. But the Con-
servatives and the Liberals have an obscene way of deaiing
with things.

GARRISON DIVERSION
RESTORATION 0F UNITED STATES FUN DING

Mr. Dan MeKeazie (Winnipeg-Assiniboine): Madam
Speaker, the United States Government has just announced
that more than $22 million has been proposed to continue the
completion of the Garrison Diversion project. This is in
addition to the $4 million which was overwheimingly voted
against and then re-instated iast month.

As reported in Time magazine of January 3, 1983, Con-
gressman Silvio Conte stated pubiiciy in Washington that
Senator Mark Andrews of North Dakota persuaded the
House-Senate Conference Committee to restore the proposed
funding for the water diversion project. Congressman Conte
further deciared that Senators knew they must vote in favour
of these moneys for Garrison or risk having Senator Andrews
put a hait to their own projects.

In view of the fact that the best interests of Canada are flot
being taken into consideration when funding for the Garrison
Diversion Project is voted upon, and the recommendations of
the International Joint Commission are being totaily ignored,
it is ail too obvious that immediate representation by the
Secretary of State for External Affairs (Mr. MacEachen)
must bc made to the United States Government to resolve this
ludicrous situation.

AIR CANADA PROGRAM

Mr. Claude-André Lachance (Rosemnont): Madam Speaker,
1 want to cali the attention of the House to the anxiety feit by
Air Canada employees as a resuit of the announcement made
by Air Canada in the Fal of 1982 that there wouid bc a 10 p.
100 reduction in manpower. Air Canada subsequently submit-
ted to tbe International Association of Macbinists and Aero-
space Workers a six-point program designed to avoid the iay-
off of 585 empioyees. Unfortunateiy, this six-point program
was neyer officiaily negotiated and between January 3 and the
end of March, 359 empioyees wiii be laid off in Montreal alone
and perhaps even more will lose their jobs in the Spring. Since
air local 1751 bas stated publiciy that it is wiiing to immedi-
ateiy begin negotiations with Air Canada in an effort to stop
its members from being laid-off, the Department of Labour
shouid urge the corporation to immediately discuss with the
unions the details of the single six-point proposai it made last
Fail.

In conclusion, it shouid be pointed out that the union bas
îndicated its wiiiingness to accept any management proposai
for a work sharîng program.

CALL FOR PASSAGE 0F LEGISIATION INCREASING DEPOSIT

This Bill couid bc passed through thîs
House in one day and the urgent concernis of these depositors,
many of whom are retired, would be alieviated if they were
covered up to $60,000.
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
