MANITOBA AND NORTH-WESTERN
RAILWAY CO’S BILL.

THIRD READING,

Hon. Mr. DICKEY, from the Committee
on Railways, Telegraphs and Harbors, re-
Kfrted Bill (50) “An Act respecting the

anitoba and North-Western Railway
Company of Canada,” with amendments.

He said: The head office of the com-
pany, by the original charter, is at Win-
nipeg, but the company have been in the
habit, having given due notice, of holding
meetings there and then adjourning ocea-
sionally to one of these three cities that
are named in the amendment—that is to
say, Ottawa, Montreal or Toronto. But
having no power to do so specially by the
charter, they desire that this power be
given, and by the first of these amendments
the power is given, for the reason that a
great many of the shareholders of the
company live in these cities, Toronto, Ot-
tawa and Montreal. Then the company
ask that the proceedings which have
hitherto taken place be rendered valid. We
passed that clause, but validating ro far as
these proceedings may have been invali-
dated in consequence of the meetings
having been held at other cities than Win-
nipeg. We were careful in the committee
not to have any retroactive legislation,
except to the extent I have mentioned.
The amendments received the unanimous
consent of the committee, and I see no ob-
jection to the House adopting them.

Hon. Mr. PERLEY moved that the
amendments be concurred in.

The motion was agreed to, and the Bill,
ag amended, was read the third time, and
passed.
