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III. While it is desirable that the committee should include
representatives of the leading médical colleges, both French and 
English, and that the radium emanation should vc supplied to those 
institutions and persons (regardless of affiliation) who are most 
competent to use it effectively, it may be pointed out that the 
Physics Department of kcGill University is peculiarly fitted to 
act as custodian of the radium itself. The laws of radioactivity 
were first discovered at he Grill by Sir Ernest Rutherford, Professor 
Soddy and their associates, and the successors of these gentlemen,
Dr. Eve and Dr. Gray, have continued and extended the work, and 
have attained great eminence as original researchers in radioactivity. 
Furthermore, the Lacdonald Physics Building possesses the intricate 
and very costly apparatus and also the trained technical staff re­
quired for the collection of radium emanation, and l.cGill is thus 
in a position to secure the largest possible supply of emanation 
for distribution by the Comni'l'tee.
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
